BOOM TIMES IN HONOLULU.

BUSINESS REVIVING RAPIDLY — CAPITAL
SEEKING INVESTMENT

San Francis:o, May 26 (Special).—Advices from
Honolulu show that the long period of depression
due to the plague quarantine is over, and that all
signs point to a great business revival in a short
time. In fact, it is even predicted that the flush
times of March last year will be revived.

The first cause of this better feeling is the pas-
sage of the Hawaiian bill, which is an absolute
assurance of complete stability. This of itself
would ordinarily cause a boom. As it is, even de-
spite the recent plague epidemic, there is certain
to be in the immediate future a rush of mainland
capital to the country. Eastern capitalists have
simply been waling for what has now occurred.
Colonel MacFarlane, in Washington, and Edward
Pollitz and others in New-York are ready to turn
the tide of investment seekers to Honolulu. On
top of this comes the telegram from President
McKinley approving the bill lately passed by the
Council of State. This makes available over $2.000,-
000 additional money, a large part of which will go
into circulation at once. In fact, a considerable
item in bills is for unpaid accounts of last year,
which will now be settled.

Again Secretary Gage announces that within
forty-five days the Washington Government wiil
call in $4,000,000 of bonds assumed by the United
States and pay for them. Probably $§3,000,000 of
these bonds are held by Hawaiian people, and it
is a conservative estimate that $2.000,000 are in the
islands at this time. A large part of this can be
taken up at once under the bondholders’ own
terms, and the balance by compromise. Out of the
deal it seems probable that nearly or quite $2,000,000
will be returned to the people in this way. As in-
vestors in bonds are usually wealthy men who
wish to keep their money out all the time, other
bonds and stecks will come into demand.

Added to all this is the near approach of large
dividends to be paid by plantations. These will
come in June and July. In view of the settled con-
dition of things none of the plantations will “hedge,”
but will pay promptly and as largely as possible.
Some of the piantations will pay the last of this
month. It is impossible to approximate the sum
to be distributed in the next few months, but it
will run into millions. This money will fall to men
of all classes, as sugar stocks are widely dis-
tributed.

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FIRE IN APALACHICOLA.

THREE BLOCKS IN THE FLORIDA TOWN BURNED

IN THREE HOURS.

Apalachicola, Fla., May 26.—A disastrous fire
broke out in the house of Mrs. Broughton about
noon Friday. It spread to the Methodist Church,
and from there to the business portion of the town.
In less than three hours three blocks were entirely
consumed. The following is a partial report of the
losses: The Methodist Church, the residences of
Mrs. Broughton and Dr, Willis Hicks, offices of
J. H. Lovett & Co., the store of Patton & Hall and
all intervening shops to R. Collins’s store at Centre
and Market sts.

The fire crossed Market-st. to the buildings oc-
cupied by Drs. Alexander Hoffman, Moore and
Willis Hicks, Messrs. Murat, Hendry & Rice, A. H.

WITHERBEE WILL NOT BE NAMED.

SENATOR PLATT SAYS IT IS SETTLED THAT HBE

WILL NOT SUCCEED QUIGG.

A few names of prominent
Republicans in the city were mentioned, but there
was no agreement upon any one.

FOR NATIONAL HEALTH COMMISSION.

SECRETARY GARDNER THINKS SPOONER RILL
SHOULD PASS AT ONCE

F. S. Gardner, secretary of the New-York Board
of Trade and Transportation, said yesterday that
it would be unconstitutional for the United States
Government to extend the quarantine powers of
the Marine Hospital Service within any State
without the consent of that State. Since the ap-
pearance of the bubonic plague in San Francisco,
he sald, there has arisen the question of extending
the scope of the Marine Hospital Service in har-
mony with State institutions. Mr. Gardner gave
his views on the needs of the situation as follows:

The need of the country is a broad and compre-
hensive system which, under the direction of the
central Government, will everywhere labor to
bring about conditions unfavorable to the propa-
gation and spread of disease. With proper prep-
aration of this kind the country will be better
able to resist the advance of the bubonic plague,
vellow fever, cholera or leprosy than with the most
effective coast, border and interstate quarantine
that can be conceived.

Such a rational system is provided in the Spooner
bill, ereating a National Health Commission. And
not so important, after all is said, is either the
plague, cholera or vellow fever, as the preventable
diseases which are native in the United States,
viz.., tuberculosis, diphtheria and typhoid fever,
because these three diseases destroy in this coun-
try lr]vv#r one hundred and fifty thousand lives an-
nually.

The rational and effective system provided for in
the Spooner bill has practically no opposition out-
side of Congress, where opposition {8 made and
nurtured by Surgeon-General Wyman, the efficient
head of the Marine Hospital Service. It is said
Surgeon-General Wyman wishes to be supreme in
all National health matters Under the Spooner
bill his relations to coast or border quarantine
would not be changed, but in all interior health af-
fairs a co-ordinate ir not superior power would be
created, and General Wyman's pride would be in-
jured. Genera! Wyman {s continuously in Wash-
ington. His social position places him In intimate
relations with the Senators and their families, and
likewise all influent:al members of the lower house
and with officers of the Government and Army. He
has personal qualities which strengthen his posi-
tion and increase his advantages over the advo-
cates of the Spooner bill. Hence he has been able
up to this time to defeat all efforts made to secure
the adoption of the more rational and effective
system. If General Wyman's opposition should
be removed, the Spooner bill would pass within a
week.

DEMOCRATIC PRIMARIES CAUSED TRAVEL ON

LINES OF TRANSIT COMPANY TO STOP.

St. Louls, May 26.—Cars were running on most of
the lines of the 8St. Louis Transit Company in the
early hours to-day, but were taken off after 10
o'clock, the police, who had been guarding them,
having been assigned for duty at the Democratie
primaries by the Board of Police Commissioners.
In consequence of the Commissioners’' action the
transit officials decided to take the cars off in the
absence of police protection. Harry Potts, a strik-
ing motorman, who was one of the three men
wounded in yesterday's shooting, died to-day.

Executive officers of the labor unions in St. Louis
have resclved to call on all National and interna-
tional unions in the country to send representatives
here to assist in carrying on the struggie which,
they say, is against organized labor. It also has
been decided to ask the officers of the American
Federation of Labor to send out an appeal to al!

THE WEEK IN REALTY.

TRANSACTIONS INDICATE A DEMAND
FOR BETTER CLASS OF PROPERTY—
MARKET ENCOURAGING.

A résumé of the week's transactions In the real

estate market, both in the auction rooms and as
reported from the brokers' offices, presents, in the

varied character of the dealings and in the evi-,

dences of a healthy, though conservative, demand
for the better class of property, a condition which,
while not in any sensa bordering on pronounced
activity, should be highly encouraging to owners
and investors.

Throughout the spring months there has been an
excellent demand for the better class of modern
private dwelling houses, and few if any of the
many new residential properties equipped with
up to date improvements have gone begging. Par-
ticularly has this been the case on the East Side,
between Fiftieth and Seventy-fifth sts. and Fifth
and Park aves. Another of the five story Ameri-
can basement dwelling houses bullt by Charles
Buek on the old Columbia College site wes re-
ported sold last week, while several others in the
group of fourteen being erected by this huilder
have been sold from the plans. Of the four houses
on the same plot fronting in Madison-ave. and
Fiftieth-st., under construction by the Farleys,
three have been sold at favorable figires. Several
new houses recently completed in the Fifties and
Sixties have found a ready sale, while many more
are undergoing extensive alterations or entire re-
construction for their owners. An unusually suc-
cessful operation by two builders, notwithstanding
the fact that there has been considerable delay in
the completion of the houses, is that at the south-
east corner of Park-ave. and Sixty-fifth-st., where
two builders have erected eleven five story Ameri-
can basement dwelling houses. Only one of the
group now remains unsold, and excellent prices
were obtained from the purchasers of the others.

Constantly increasing values have been estab-
lished during the last two years for the narrow
strip of desirable residential property bordering on
Fifth-ave. in the Seventies and Eighties. The most
recent purchase In this section is that of Joseph
Pulitzer, on the north side of Seventy-third-st. Mr.
Pulitzer has secured as a plot for his new house
the dwelling houses running from No. 7 to 15 East
Saventy-third-st., covering a plot 98 by 100 feet. It
was learned this week that for the smallest house
in this row, it having a frontage of only 16 feet
and 6 Inches, $50,000, or more than $3,000 a front
foot, was paid, this being practically the figure for
the lot, as all the present structures will be torn
down. The large and rapid increase in values in
this neighborhood can readily be realized when it is
recalled that less than two years ago a substantial
25-foot house in Seventy-fourth-st., almost directly
in the rear of the Seventy-third-st. house men-
tioned, was sold for about $45,000, or less than §2,000
a front foot.

Another encouraging feature of the realty market
well worthy of consideration by the conservative
investor is the apparently unlimited success which
the new bachelor apartment houses and family
hotels in the section below Fifty-ninth-st. are meet-
ing. These houses are now to be found in the most
desirable places in almost every street from Twen-
ty-seventh-st. to Forty-fifth-st., either filled with
tenants or in the course of construction. So great
is the demand for this class of apartments on the
part of bachelors and small families who desire to
avoid the cares of housekeeping, that so far the de-
mand is much in excess of the supply, despite the
many buildings now in course of construction. As
an example of the ease with which tenants are
found for these apartments the experience of the
owner of a family hotel in Forty-fourth-st., to be
completed about September 1, may be given. While
the staircases are not yet all in and persons de-
siring to inspect the rooms on the ugper floors are
compelled to mount to the topsof the house part
way by ladders, so great has been the Inquiry for
apartments in this building that a renting office
has been opened on the first floor, and several of
the most desirable suites of rooms have been rented
on two and three year leases from October 1,

This experience has been duplicated in many in-
stances among the real estate agents having charge
of this class of property, and vacancies are rare
in any of the modern buildings. The confidence
with which Arthur W. Eager, for two years the
manager of the Schuyler apartment hotel at Nos.
69 and 61 West Forty-fifth-st., regards this class
of investment property is shown in his purchase, as
announced last week, of this property from the
Imperial Realty Company. The ‘house covers a
plot 37 feet 6 inches front by 100 feet deep, and s
nine stories high, Mr. Eager has also leased for
twenty-one years, from October 1, 1901, at $8,000
a year net, from G €. and C. J. Webber, the new
building to be erected at No. 63, adjoining the
Schuyler, which will be nine and one-half stories
high, of fireproof construction, and will conform in
exterior design to that of The Schuyler.

Even the much maligned West Side residential
section has had {its share of general activity in
the last few months, which may or may not be
accounted for by the incessant rapid transit talk,
while The Bronx has shown unmistakable signs
of active operations. The price of building ma-
terials is now considerably lower than it has been
for the last year, and the builders are looking
forward with little concern to the operations for
the coming year.

In fact, the entire aspeot of the realty market,
with few exceptions, is most encouraging. One of
the exceptions which seems to be responsible for
much of the uncertainty with which some inves-
tors regard the market {s the question of taxation.
Furthermore, it may be noted in this connection
that the pessimistic utterances of a prominent of-
ficial in the city's Tax Department regarding the
probable increase in the rate, as attributed to
him in the newspapers, despite the fact that he
denied the report subsequently, do not tend to
help matters any. At the present values prevalling
for the best class of imbvroved realty on Manhat-
tan Island, owners and investors have little cause
for anxiety on account of the tax rate.

CONVICTED OF MURDER IN FIRST DEGREE.

JURY FINDS AGAINST MAN CHARGED WITH

KILLING RED BANK POLICEMAN.

Freehold, N. J., May 26 (Special).—The jury in
the case of William Bullock, colored, charged with
murdering Policeman James Walsh at Red Bank
on November 13 last, came in at 10:45 o'clock this
morning with a verdict of murder in the first de-
gree. The verdict was a complete surprise to every
one, as the jury had been out since midnight on
Thursday, and it was supposed they would disa-
gree. Bullock took the verdict calmly. He was
immediately sentenced by Justice Collins to be
hanged hers on Friday, July 13.

This ends Bullock's third trial on this charge.
His case is one of the most remarkable in the
history of the county. At the first trial he was

convicted and sentenced to be hanged. His defence
was that he shot Walsh in self-defence in resisting
an {llegal arrest. Then a new trial was granted on
the g:ﬂund Ml nowlyddlsoowred evidence, but the
jury sagreed, standing nine for second de
