CAR STRIKE ETILL ATTENDED BY VIOLENCE--

DYNAMITE EXPLOSION.

St. Louls,
among the

May 30.—No fatalities have resulted
eleven npersons shot in yesterday's
strike riots. Cars are running to-day on sixteen of
the Transit Company's lines. This afternoon a
mob gathered at Broadway and Miller-st.,, where
yesterday’s riot took place, and built bonfires on
the streetcar tracks. When the cars stopped, the
non-union employes and policemen on board were
hooted and jeered. Sergeant Hickman and forty
mounted policemen charged the crowd and dis-
persed it, using the broad sides of their sabres on
the heads of those with whom they came in con-
tact. A number of persons were injured, but none
seriously. The obstructions were removed and the
cars proceeded downtown.

While a car on the Tower Grove Line was pass-
ing Twelfth and Emmett sts. late this afternoon f{t
was stoned by a mob. A policeman on the car
fired several ghots, one of which struck Anton
Claloupsky, who was in the crowd, and passed
through both his legs.

President Hawes of the Board of Police Commis-
gloners has announced that he will ask Sheriff

Pohlmann to summon one thousand men to form
a posse comitatus, to help the Police Department
keep order and prevent the destruction of the street
rallway property

A terrific explosion, supposed to have been caused
by dynamite on the tracks of the Union Line at
Fifteenth and Chambers sts., shook the buildings
and bhroke the glass in all the windows in the
neighborhood, at 12:40 o'clock this morning. Many
persons were thrown from their beds by the violent
concussion, and all in the vicinity were awakened
and more or less terrified. The damage to the
ralls was not marked, the explosive apparently
having spent its force in the air. The shock was
felt within a radius of a mile in Fifteenth and
Chambers sts. Glass was shattered in windows
many blocks away. The police have been unable
1o find out who was responsible for the explosion.
The explosion created a panie in the neighborhood,
and many people slept no more the rest of the
night. through nervousness or fea™of another ex-

MAY CALL A PLENARY COUNCIL.

MEETING. OF AMERICAN PRELATES SAID TO BE

UNDER CONSIDERATION AT THE

VATICAN.

Washington, May 30.—Bishop Glennon, of Kansas
City, Mo., who has just returned from Rome, has
written to a personal friend in Washington that
““the authorities of the Propaganda are consider-
ing the feasibility of convening a general counci!
of the American prelates at Baltimore.” The
Bishop says that in one of his interviews with the
Cardinal Prefect of the Propaganda that dignitary
emphasized the need of a plenary council at no
distant day, as nearly sixteen years have elapsed
since the last convention was held in this country.
While the American Archbishops in recent years
have been accustomed to meet at least once an-
nually in Washington, there has been no general
meeting of the prelates who govern the suffragan
sees, many of whom never have met one another,
Before the Pope orders a plenary council, however,
there is always preliminary action by the members
of the hierarchy, who take the initiative by send-
ing a formal request, through the Archbishop of
Baltimore, for its convocation.

An interesting point in connection with this sub-
ject is whether Cardinal Gibbons or Archbishop
Martinelll will be presiding officer at the fourth
general council. As far back as 1851 the preroga-
tive of place was accorded by Popne Pius IX. to
the Archbishop of Baltimore, who thus received
the power of an Apostolic Delegate at each of the
former councils. Since the last meeting, however,
the Papal Legation has been established here with
Monsignor Martinelli as the Pope's direct repre-
sentative.

CHEERS FOR THE VETERANS

MEMORIAL DAY PARADE IN BROOKLYN
A SUCCESS.

REAR ADMIRAL PHILIP REVIEWS THE BENT
WARRIORS AND THEIR ESCORTS—
EXERCISES AT CEMETERY.

Brooklyn's Memorial Day parade was a success.
Fair skies and delightful breezes hrought thou-
sands of people out to see it. The sight of the
bent and battle scarred veterans and the tattered
flags of the Civil War provoked continual cheers
and applause.

The parade started at 10:20 a. m. from 'he Bed-
ford-ave. Fountain, under the direction of Grand
Marshal George F. Tait. The line of march was
along Bedford-ave., to Lafayette-ave., to (lasson-
ave., to Gates-ave., to Grand-ave., to St. Mark's-
ave., to Bedford-ave., to the Grant Monument,
where the reviewing stand was. After saluting the
reviewing party, the column melted away in the
crowd beyond, and each organization went its way.

The parade was reviewed by Rear Admiral John
W. Philip. General James McLeer, commanding
the Second Brigade, and a number of other prom-
inent Brooklyn men were also in the reviewing
party. In accepting the invitation to review the
parade, Admiral Philip expressly stipulated that

club. Said Admiral Philip in explanation of his
request:

THE COLUMN OF ESCORT.

The parade consisted of two large divisions, the
column of escort and the Grand Army of the Re-
public column. The column of escort consisted of
three batteries of the 5th TUnited States Artillery
in command of Major J. B. Burbank; a detachment
of the United States Marine Corps, Major Thomas
N. Wood commanding, and the Second Brigade,
National Guard.

The 47th Regiment, Colonel John G. Eddy
commanding, made an excellent showing In the
parade. Brooklyn's crack Troop (', under com-
mand of Captain Charles I. Debevoise, was well
received. The 13th Regiment, Colonel David E.
Austen commanding, marched with fine precision.
The regiment turned out twenty-one commands
of twelve files, The bright uniforms of the men
evoked much favorable comment.

The Grand Army of the Republic posts turned
out well: twenty-three posts were represented, and
among them were Rankin Post, No. 10; U. S.
Grant Post, Mansfield Post, Barbara Frietchie
Post and Henry W. Slocum Post.

The vet'rans of the famous fighting regiments
followed the Grand Army of the Republic posts,
and moved in a solid square.

The Federal Government was represented in the
parade by seven hundred letter carriers. The Sons
of Veterans and various cadet corps, both of boys
and girls, brought up the rear.

The anniversary was fittingly closed at the Na-
tional Cemetery, where exercises were held under

the direction of the Memorial and Executive Com-
mittee of the Grand Army of the Republic. The
muffled drums of Mansfield Post Drum Corps at 3
o'clock announced the beginning of the exercises.
The Mansfield Post Columblan Guard, composed
of seventy-five girls, marched in pairs, and cast
flowers on the graves of the departed veterans. As
they marched they sang “We Deck Their Graves
Alike To-day."

Benjamin F. Conlin, chairman of the Committee
on Public Ceremonies, then called the gathering to
n'rdnr. James D. Bell, chairman of the Memorial
l_ommlttm*. made the opening address, and prayer
was oﬂe:ed by the Rev. E. Homer Wellman. Post-
master Francis H. Wilson delivered the oration.

ORATION BY POSTMASTER WILSON.

Mr. Wilson sald that by the most sanguinary
civil war the world had ever witnessed popular
government had been tested. That struggle, he
added, did not end until the “‘self-evident truths
of the Declaration of Independence’” became a
“truth written into our history and practice, which
blossomed in the Emancipation Proclamation of
Ahraham Lincoln and finally secured the crown
of victory at Appomattox.’” After speaking of the
united feeling existing between the North and
South, he continued:

a people without regard to geographical divisions
we saved a natfon worth saving: united in interest,
confident of a common destiny and devoted to a
common flag.

the justice of the cause for which they suffer,

It testifles to the first recorded meeting
of the Presbytery; it {s a monument to Francls
Makemlie, often called the father of the Presby
terian Church in this country; it is a monument to
Jedldiah Andrews, the first pastor of the first
Presbyterian church In Philadelphia; to Joha
Hampton, whom Makemie brought from Ireland,
and to Elder Walter Kerr, who, in 1885, “for his
adherence to the truth as professed by the Chureh
of Scotland, was sent to this country under a sems
tence of perpetual banishment.” It {s a monument
to those early Scotch exiles who stamped religious
liberty upon their corporate seal and upon the sube
sequent history of the country.
The granite for the monument came from Scets
land, Ireland and New-England. Thera are thres
fine bronze tablets on the monument, bearing the
Latin inscription on the tomb of John Boyd, &
translation of it and the Inscription telling of the
reasons for the erection of the monument. This
inscription, descriptive of the monument, is as fob
lows:
Erected under the supervision of the Synod of
New-Jersey in 1811 to recognize the good
dence of God in planting the Presbyterian Chureh
in this ‘country, and to commemorate the first r&
corded ordination of a Presbyterian in the Amers
can colonies.
