PRINCE OF WALES AGAIN CAPTURES

THE BLUE RIBBON OF THE

ENGLISH TURF.

London, May 30.
—

At the second day's racing of
the Epsom Summer Meeting to-day the classic
race for the Derby Stakes of 6,000 sovereigns was
won by the Prince of Wales's Diamond Jubilee.
Simondale was second and James R. Keene's Dis-
guise 11. ridden by Tod Sloan, was third. Diamond
Jubilee's time was 2:42. This equals Persimmon's
time, which is the record for the Derby.

After a couple of preliminary races, the second

of which was won by Doris, with Sloan up. the
way was cleared for the Derby. There were four-
teen starters, as follows: Diamond Jubilee (H.

Jones), Frontignan (R. Jones), Bona Rosa ("L. Reiff).
Chevenlngr (O. Madden). Disguise II(Tod Sloan).
Most Excellent (K. Cannon), First Principal (F.
Rlckaby), Forfarshlre (8. Loates), Sailor Lad (C.
Wood), Sidus (T. Loates), Slmondale (M. Cannon).
Governor II(French), Democrat (T. Weldon) and
De Wlsant (E. Jones).

The betting previous to the start was: Diamond
Jubilee, 6 to 4; SimondaJe, 100 to 6, and Disguise 11,
8 to 1against.

Chevening made most of the running to the
straight, where Disguise IIdrew to the front, but
gave way to Diamond Jubilee, who, stalling off
the challenge of Simondale, won by half a length,
amid deafening cheers. A length separated second
and third horse. Bona Rosa was fourth.

In the paddock prior to the big race there was a
brilliant gathering. J. R. Keene. Foxhall Keene
and a number of American friends watched Dis-
guise IIbeing paddled. Diamond Jubilee was the
centre of attraction and continually increased in
popularity. As the horses paraded the Prince of
"Wales left the club enclosure and stood on the
course, raising his hat in response to the great
cheer which greetel Diamond Jubilee as the colt
led the procession.

Among the well known persons observed in the
vicinity of the Prince of Wales's party were no-
ticed the Duke of Devonshire, Lord Rothschild, the
Marquis of Londonderry, the Duke of Portland,
Lord Russell of Killowen, Lord William Beres-
ford, Earl Cadogan and the Earl of Durham, and
their greetings were heartiest when Diamond Jubi-
lee was announced to have won.

The present generation will never efface the
scene when the Prince of Wales's Persimmon
captured the blue ribbon of the turf, but to-day's
demonstration, when Persimmon's own brother
gave the Prince of Wales a second Derby, was al-
most its equal. For a moment, within fifty yards
of the post, Simondale's wonderful stride seomed to
threaten the favorite's chances. His head reached
Diamond Jubilee's girth, but the latter's splendid
form enabled him to maintain a short half-length
lead, until, in the midst of mighty cheers he
passed the post a winner. The crowd then went
wild with cheering. Hats, flags, sticks, etc.. flew In
the air as the Princess of Wales stood up In the
royal box, smiling her acknowledgments of the ap-
plause, while the Prince of Wales and Lord Will-
iam Beresford pressed forward to lead the winnerto the enclosure. Then the little Jockey, Jones,
was taken to the royal box, and, amid renewedcheers from the crowd, received the personal con-gratulations of the Princess.

The surging thousands so pressed on Diamond
Jubilee's quarters as he got back there after therace that he could hardly get along. But he gave
no sign of irritation as the Prince of Wale took
the reins and led the winner from the course to the
weighing room, and the welcome "Allright!" was
shouted and the storm of cheering was redoubled.The Prince of Wales's arm must hav-s ached with
congratulatory handshakes which he received from
the delighted crowd, which broke out into hearty
singing of "Rule Britannia" and "God Save the
Queen." The popularity of the Prince has never
been more in evidence than to-day.

Tod Sloan was also much congratulated on his
excellent showing, and Mr. Keene expressed his
satisfaction at winning a place.

Incidentally, the American contingent were heavy
losers on the day.

they wheeled about to get away, but the driver of
Cobwebs walled for the gray horse to come up
from the rear. Colonel Lawrence set him a-golng
with a rush which carried him to the front by ball
a length by the time both horses were under way.

Inhis effort to head the bold going gray. Cobwebs
set the clip so fast that Came soon began to
wabble and roll. Some of the spectators down
near the bridge mistook it in the distance for a
break, but his driver kept him on his feet until
the end of the stone wall had been passed. Cob-
webs, trotting like a piece of machinery, with
head down and pars laid flat back on his neck,
had changed positions with Came in the first
quarter anil was now nearly a length in front. Col-
onel Lawrence rallied his horse with all the art of
a McHenry or a Gcers as they neared the finish,
but Came was doing his best, and when he tried
to let out another link he went off into a wild,
lunging break, while Cobwebs drew away, winning
by two or three lengths.

"1 told you so." were the first words of the rail-
birds after Cobwebs crossed the line. "There isn't
a horsft in the world that can boat Cobwebs down
the road to-day, and there never has been oDe
that could do it."

There had been no agreement for more than one
brush, but when Colonel Lawrence asked for an-
other trial Mr. Straus nodded n?.=ent. So they
jogged «heir horses back toward Dyckman-st., lift-
ing their hats in recognition of the handclapping
all along the line. This time the start was mada
fully a furlong further from the finish line, and
the crack trottrrs were under full steam when
they came Into view around the bond and squared
away for the straight work. Cobwebs appeared
to have a plight lead, though his advantage. if lie
had any. was very slight. Neck and neck they
stepped it off a' terrific speod to the end of the
stone wall without a waver on the part of either
horse. Mr. Straus wns making his whip whistle
through the air with his risht hand, while he held
(he reins with his left. All of a sudden the gray

horse faltered and the sharpshooters sang out:
"There he goes again. He's up. He can't go the

pace with Cobwebs."
Caryle Came iv.is in the air, two lengths behind

his rival, and with less than a furlong yet to go
to the finish line. Cobwebs looked like a sure win-
ner. Then it was that Colonel Lawrence showed
his skill as a driver. Before the onlookers could
realize what was happening he had strnlghtened
the gray horse out again and was sending him
along at • clip Which carried him over the rond
tv.-o lengths to Cobwebe's one. Mr. Straus let the
whip fall 6ri the tiring chestnut trotter's back, but
he had shot his holt, nnd the strong going gray
beat him a short head in the last stride..Each horse had now won a heat, and the rubber
\u25a0was. of course, in order. The third round was a
repetition of the second, except that Cobwebs tired
more quickly than before. When Came, recovered
from his usual break near the ond of the etone wall
he overtook the chestnut horse in a few strides
and beat him by an open length or more at the
end.

PARKS AND AVENUES AND GO

INTO THE COUNTRY.

Those who have- made a close study of outdoor
sports and recreations have come to the conclu-
sion thru Memorial Day is more generally observer!
in the \u25a0porting' world than any other holiday. The
scenes oa the road yesterday bore this out. and
in the opinion of veteran riders more bicycles
were doing duty yesterday than on any previous
day during the last two years. It was an ideal
day for an outing of any sort, and especially flue
for a trip on a wheel, whether Into the country

or over some of the popular wheelwn.ys. There wns

little breeze In the morning, but the wind fresh-
ened about 10:30 a. m., and there was Just enough
movement In the air after that to make a trip
awheel thoroughly enjoyable.

The parade of wheels started early and con-
tinued late. It was noticeable that even In the

early morning hours most of the riders carried
lamps, a sure indication that they were prepared

to remain in the open air until after nightfall.
The large, number of tandems out surprised many
of the veteran riders. So many of the two seated
machines have not been seen on the road probably
in three years. The number of women out was
unusually large. It was said earlier in the season
that Dame Fashion had decreed that the woman
should wear longer skirts on the wheel this year.
as her sisters have done, in England, but if. this
was so the majority of whe^lwomen have for-
gotten the mandate. Long skirts there were in
many pleasing patterns, but short skirts on dia-

mond frame wheels were almost as plentiful. The
Bweater was seldom teen except upon the old-
time riders on their way into tho country, who
know from experience that a sweater In a cold
blast or a sudden ruin is a blessinp.

While the attendance at the various race meets-
\u25a0was generally good, the real throngs were in the
roads purely on pleasure bent. The driveways in
Central Parß were thronged all day, and at some
points It was remarkable that collisions did not
occur more frequently between the wheelmen,
horsemen and automobiles. There was the same
crush of wheels in the Boulevard, First, Fifth and
Eighth ayes. The roads in Westchester and espe-
oially in the district of The Bronx and City Island,
have not shown a larger attendance of wheelmen
in many a day.

The largest turnout of the day was, as usual, in
Brooklyn. The cycle paths showed a never ending
whirl of wheels. Thousands went out Eastern
Parkway and Jamaica-aye to the Merrlck Road.

There was a great popular demonstration on their
arrival.

Christian, the Duke of Devonshire, the Duke of
Portland and Earl Cadogan.

sovereigns only if declared by the first Tuesday in
January. 18M; for three-year-olds; the nominator
of the winner to receive 500 sovereigns, the owner of
the second 300 sovereigns and the owner of the third
200 sovereigns out of the stakes; distance, about
one mile and a half.

There were 302
subscribers.

The previous race for the Derby was won by the
favorite, the Duke of Westminster's bay colt Fly-
ing Fox, by Orme— Vampire, with Cannon in the
saddle. During the contest Holocauste, ridden by
Tod Sloan, while heading the field and engaging in
an exciting competition with Frying Fox. bi oke his
leg at the fetlock joint, after entering tho stretch,
and subsequently had to be shot.

ONE MAN KILLED. AND SEVERAL BADLT

INJURED AT WAf/riIAM.

Wnltham. Mass., May 30.—The race meet of the
Massachusetts Division of the League of American
Wheelmen at the Waltham bicycle track to-day was
marred by one of the most shocking fatalities re-
corded in the history of cycling, one rider b ing

killed and others badly hurt. The accident oc-
CUffed in the second mile of the four-cornered
motor paced race, the contestants being Everett
B. Ryan, of Waltham: Albert Champion, of Paris:
Archie McEachern, of Toronto, and William P.
Stinson. of Cambridge.

In the first lap of the second mile, on the turn

into the backstretch. the tour pacing machines
were stretched across the track. Champion
swerved into the grass, and in avoiding him Harry
E. Miles, twenty-live years old, of Lynn, and Will-
lam F. Stafford, twenty-four years old. of Cam-
bridge, who were riding the Stinson motor pacing
tandem, were forced up the track and over the
bank. Both men were thrown. Miles striking head
first upon an electric light pole, and receiving a
fractured skull. The top of his head was crushed
in. He died within a few minutes after the acci-
dent.

Stafford, who was riding behind Miles, was
thrown bodily through the picket fence. His skull
was fractured, his nose broken and his teeth were
forced down his throat. He was removed to the
Waltham Hospital, where hi» dt-ath is expected
at any moment.

The big motor tandem which they were riding
was thrown over the fence, upon the crowd, which
hail been watching the racing. It Mlupon halt" a
dozen men and women. Patrick Shannahan anil
George Hill, both of Newton Upper Falls, each had
a leg broken, and two other men and a women
were rendered unconscious.

The fatality in this race cast a gloom over the
sport for the balance of the afternoon. It was
the principal number on the day's programme, and
was being run off in fine style and in exceptionally
quick time when the accident occurred. The rate
was won by McEachern, with Ryan second and
Champion third.

COLONEL F. H. LAWRENCE DRIVES THE GREAT
TROTTER WITH RARE SKILL—COBWEBS WILL

TRY TO REGAIN HIS LOST LAU-
RELS NEXT MONDAY.

Cobweb?, 2:12, the honest chestnut trotter that
has made his name famous among horsemen
all over the world since Speedway Park was
opened, met with a fair, square defeat shortly
after no.in yesterday in a series of brushes
with the big, flea bitten gray horse, Caryle
Came. 2:ii>,, driven with masterly skill by
the veteran road rider. Colonel Frederick N. Law-
rence, of Bay Shore, 1,. I. Although it was not
generally believed that the two crack trotters would
meet yesterday to renew their struggle of ten days
ago. 2,500 or 8.000 pedestrians and several hundred
road riders were on hand, hopeful of witnessing a
battle royal between the rival flyers. Nathan
Straus objected to driving on a crowded road,
where awkward reinsmen are always getting in
the way of the speeders, and it was not until the
mounted policemen had enforced the rules, which
require everybody to keep close to the curb line
when going slow, that the owner of Cobwebs con-
sented to start. He said the excitement of Cup-
rum's runaway on Tuesday had made him too
nervous to do Justice to bis horse, but he was un-
willing to disappoint the crowd.

Colonel Lawrence did not reach th© Speedway
until Just before noon, and it was after 11 o'clock
when the gray and the chestnut horse Jogged
slowly up the road toward the bend to make the
start. No particular point had been agreed upon
as the starting place, but the drivers of the horses
had decided that the one who first passed the elec-
tric light post opposite the point of rocks on the
east side of the driveway, a furlong from Washing-
ton bridge, was to be the winner. Cobwebs worea pair of knee boots, held in place by blue elastic
bands passing over his shoulders, and Caryle
Tame was rigged with white felt ankle and tendon
boots forward, with scalpers and shin boots be-
hind. Both batata were hooked to light pneumatic
speeding wagons, and both looked to be in flue
form for a short brush, though too high in fleshto carry their speed very far. As the horses Jogged
up toward Dyckman-st. for the start Caryle Cameled the way. Just above the bend Mr. Straus calledout to Colonel Lawrence:

"Let's turn here."
