Bombay, which is now being scourged by the
plague, inconsidered the finest modern city InAsia-
Ithas etreet railroads, electric lighting and all
ether practical Illustrations of science necessary to

modem life, and in addition retains most of its
native character and picturesqueness. At dawn
women of the lower caste, robed in the dinging,
graceful saree. carry on their heads vessels of new
milk to the market, and at sunset wealthy Parsee
women, in soft silks and rich embroideries, gather

under the trees by the sea and chatter softly In
their liquid tones.

The Hindoos are deeply religious and supersti-
tious, and in some sections of India they attribute
the plague to a Yogi who became Incensed at the
refusal of a request and called down a curse every
year for seven years upon the city. Three of these
curses, they say, hay» fallen. By the fire of 1892
half the city was destroyed. It -was scourged by
the cholera, and now the plague ha« come. More
than seven years have elapsed. Itis true, since the
prediction, wot a trifle like that does not disturb
a believer's faith.

For devilling, only fresh eggs will answer. 801l
the eggs for fifteen minutes. When they are cold
remove the shells, cut them In halves and remove
the yolks. To save trouble keep the two pieces of
the. white of each eg/r together. Rub the yolks to
a paste with melted butter, and season them with
salt and pepper and English mustard or with
chow-chow. Fill the hollows in the white portions
\u25a0with the mixture. Place the parts of each egg
together and wrap it in paraffine paper.

Tomato salad can be easily prepared at home,
but will require careful packing. Select large,
round tomatoes, wash them, and remove the pulp
from the inside, leaving a cup with a good stout
walL Season the pulp with salt, pepper and may-
onnaise dressing and return to the tomato cups.
Pack them closely, and can the box containing
them right side up.

A salad that harmonises with woodland appetites
Is made of new potatoes. Boil the potatoes. Ifpos-
sible, the day they are wanted, a»d cut them into
dice, but handle them with care, to prevent their
getting "salvy

"
Make a boiled dressing as fol-

lows: Boil one-haif cupful of vinegar and' pour 11
over one we!! beaten egg which has been mixed
with one tablespoonful of malted butter, one tea-
spoonful of English mustard, one teaspoonful of
sugar, and salt and pepper to taste. Cook the
mixture until it la l'myid. Add one-half cupful of
cream whipped stiff. Put lino a tit-'ht, wiit-
mouthed bottle. Add to the potato on* talile-
spoonful of chopped onion tn every qaurt of the
potato. Put it into a fruit jar. At luncheon nerve
each person with the potato ami dre«ss;;;r sepa-
rately, leaving each to do his own mixing.

For chicken sandwiches, chop one pound of meat,

dark and whits, fine. Add one tablespoonful of
butter, one tablespoonful cf mayonnaise dressing,
and Beat-on to taste with aalt, pepper and celery
salt, adding chopped capers If they are liked. A
tablespoonful of finely chopped celery may be sub-
stituted for the celery salt.

FOR THE PICNIC LUXCHEOX.
Appetite usually •waits on the picnic luncheon,

be it ever bo simply prepared, but if the luncheon
Is to furnish a delightful memory It must be all
that Is dainty, delicious and appetizing. If steam
cars, trolleys orboats are to convey the party, paper
boxes are th« best for carrying the food, as they
can re thrown away and will not burden the> re-
turn trip. The wooden plates used by grocers axe
desirable for the same reason. Salt and pepper
shakers, knives, forks and spoons are the only
utensils besides the table cloth, napkins and cups,
that willneed to be returned. The can opener and
corkscrew should be put in exposed positions on
the previous day, bo they will not be forgotten.

Of sandwiches there should always be an abun-
dance, and in preparing them it will be safe to

count on at least GO per cent over the usual home

appetites. The bo^es should be lined with paraf-
fin*, paper, and unless mixed flavors are desired,
only one kind of food should be placed In any box.
Especially should cheese, pickles and any onion
flavored dish be given exclusive quarters.

Sandwich fads may come and go, but for hungry
people chicken, ham and tongue sandwiches are the
Btandbys.

To make ham sandwiches grind one pound of
ham fine Mix together thoroughly the yolk of
two hard boiled eggs with two tableppoor.fuls of
butter, one, teaspoonful of English mustard and
pa it and pepper to taste. A leaspoonful of shallot
and a tablespoonful of capers, hn:h finely chopped,
may be added to a part of the mixture ifdifferent
flavors are wanted. Cat a long, square shaped loaf
of bread into thin slices and remove the crust.
Spread a tanlespoonful of the mixture between
each two slices and cut them in two diagonally.

Sardines and anchovies may be used in place of
th» ham.
If th« luncheon is to be prepared several hours

before it is served th*sandwiches are better with-
out .-,--- The latter, however, keeps
fresh the longer and may be placed between the
slices after they are spread.
