$250,000 is raised his bequest will be 500,000, but if
$500,000 Is raised then he gives $1,000,000 and also
the residue of his estate. This money is to be

raised within three years by the friends of the
institution. In a codicil $150,000 Is giver; for build-
ing and maintaining a library All the testator's
valuable collection ef books, paintings and art

treasures at the death of his wife art* to be placed

in a hall In Clark University.

Besides the gifts to Clark University, a number
of small public bequests are made. To the Wash-
ington Memorial Hospital is given $1,000; to the
Ol<l Men's Home, $T>ui; to the Orphans' Home, $iw,

to the New-England Historical and Genealogical
Society, $l,uoi>; to tht- American Unitarian Associa-
tion S2,OK>; to the National Conference of Uni-
tarian.-*,' $600, and to the Cascallion Club, of Bos-

ton. $250.
The will was a bulky document, with four codi-

cils, ln which various change* were made affecting
Clark University. A proviso that no bequest WOUld
bt made to the university while Dr. G. Stanley Hall
was president was revoked later in one of the
codicils.

SUB-CONTRACTOR GONE AWAY.

LEWIS T. HOWi:LU;;s,r[ *

New-Brunswick, N. J., June 4 (.Special).— Lewis
T. Howell, president of the National Bank. ofNew-
Jersey, in this place, died at his .loc.o, ,jn;East
Millstone, on Sunday. Mr. Howell was one of the
oldest and most widely known residents of this
section. He had been In a critical condition for
several days. suffering with heart disease, aggra-
vated by weakness due to his advanced years, and
his death was not unexpected.

He was born on January 31, 1820 In1533 his
family moved to this city, and he became a clerk
In a drygoods store. Later he entered the employ
of his uncle, Martin A. Howell. a wall paper manu-
facturer, and soon obtained an interest in the

business. Then he formed a partnership with Miles
R. Martin and Henry Richmond, under the name
of Howell, Martin & Co. Later he established a
lumber business in New-Brunswick, which Is now
conducted by his nephews under the name of
Howell & Howell. He was one of the original
stockholders In the National Bank of New-Jersey,
which succeeded the Farmers and Mechanics' Bank
ln 1X54. In 18(53 he was elected a director, and in
1884, when there was a crisis in the affairs of thebank, with four other directors he pledged hispersonal fortune and so saved the bank's credit.
Soon afterward he was elected president, and held
the place continuously until his death.

Mr. Howell waa lor many years a trustee of the
New-Brunswick Savings Institution, but had re-cently resigned. He was a director and secretary
of the Norfolk and New-Brunswick Hosiery Com-
pany and a director la the New-Brunswick "Mutual
Fire Insurance Company, New-Brunswick RubberCompany, Consolidated Fruit Jar Company and
Millstone Railroad Company. He was a member
of the Reformed Church at Millstone. Two daugh-
ters. Mrs. William Mettler, or Millstone and lira.Howard De Mott, of Chicago, survive him.

PROFESSOR EDWARD A. PARK.
Andover, Mass.. Jan- 4.—Professor Edward A.

Park, of the Andcver Theological Seminary and
one of the beat known theologians In the country.
difd at his home this afternoon. He was ninety-
one years old, and had been connected with the
seminary for more than ftfty-ftve years, retiring
from active work in 1881.

He was born in Providence. R. 1., was graduated
from Brown in 18^3 and from the seminary here
in Id. After serving- for a brief period as pastor
of the Congregational Church in Bratntree, he
spent two years at Amherst ! liege, and in 1836
accepted the professorship of sacred rhetoric in the
seminar here. From 1547 to 181 he held the posi-
tion of professor of Christian theology, and at the
time of his i.-n:h was professor emeritus of sacred
rhetoric. He leaves one son, the Rev. William EPark, of New-York, and a daughter, who ilves Ln
thus city.

Professor Park published numerous essays intheological quarterlies, pamphlets and four vol-umes of memoirs. In1544 .\u25a0• united with Professor
B. 3. Edwards in establishing '•The Blbllotheca
Snrora," and was Its chief editor from 1851 till
15.84. He was engaged in the publication of forty
volumes of this quarterly. In coinection with Pro-
fessor Austin Phelps and Dr. Lowell Mason, as
edited the "Sabbath Hymn Book." which reached
a circulation or" about 120.01K>. between viS and

He was president of the Board of Trus-
tees of Abbott Academy tor over thirty years
and one of the original trustee* of Smith Col-lege. He waa elected a member of t!:e Victoria
Institute in England and of several historical so-

THE DECREE GRANTED BY JUDGE

ROGERS AT NEWPORT ON THE

GROUND OF DESERTION.

Newport, R. 1., June 4.

In the Supreme Court

this afternoon the divorce petition of James
Brown Potter, nephew of Bishop Henry C. Pot-
ter, at New-York, against Cora "rquhart Pot-
ter was heard by Judge Horatio Rogers, and
granted. The allegation was "desertion, living
apart four or five years." and the evidence was
wholly in the form of depositions, which made
a formidable mass of typewritten documents.

James Brown Potter, the plaintiff, deposed

that he is a citizen of Newport, under a recent

decree of the Supreme Court, as provided by

law. and that In coming to Newport to livehe

was merely returning to the home of his fam-
ily, which dares back to early times in the his-
tory of the State, while three of his uncles are

now residents here.

daughter, Fift, then seven years old. went abroad
to spend the summer Previously Mrs. Potter

had taken part in amateur theatricals, and
Wished to go on the stage professionally, to

which the plaintiff was opposed. In 1887 she

wrote him that all she cared for was her art,

which she preferred to husband or daughter;

that she was going on the stage to be somebody,

and not confine herself to narrow Tuxedo. She

did not think she couid ever live there a^ain.
but wanted to become a citizen of the world.

She would go on the stage, even without her hus-

band's consent, but would do nothing to be

ashamed of.
Plaintiff wrote his wife, warning her that she

would causa a breach between him and his fam-
ily,and opposed her going on the stage. Later
