OFFICE BUILDING IN UNIVERSITY
PLACE SELLS FOR $295,000.

The sale of the new ten story fire-proof loft and
office bullding, Nos. % and 9 University Place,
for about $205000 was announced yesterday. Al-
though the sum realized dy the transaction was
mnot so large as the figures of several sales made
recently, the sale is yet considered by real estate
brokers as one of no minor importance. The deal
was conducted by M. and L. Hess, of No. 150
Fifth-ave. The name of the purchaser has been
withheld. The property was owned by & com-
bination of men in the name of T. J. Bartley.
The plot on which the structure stands was form-
erly owned by the Tucker estate and was told
to a bullder in 1888 through the brokers connected
with the present sale. This buyer began bullding,
but wes unable to finish through lack of funds.
Thereupon, the creditors united and completed the
work. The plot occuples the southeast corner of
University place and Twelfth-st. and measures
486x80, irregular. The store, basement and first
two lofts of the bullding have bean leased to the
Lewisohn Importing and Trading Company, end
the third and fourth lofts to a manufacturer of
women's clothing. The purchase is eaid to have
been made for speculative purposes.

What at first eppeared to be another instance
of irresponsible bidding occurred yesterday at the
New-York Real Estate Salesroom. Willlam M.
Ryan was offering at auction No. 75 Ezst One-
hundred-and-ninth-st., and had knocked it Z>wn to
Solomon Koplowitz for $18,750. r. Kopiowitz
then discla!med all responsibliity of the deal. He
said he had mistaken the sale and had thought
all the while that he was bidding for another
parcel. The property w=s then put up agaln and
sold to B. Metzger for $17,600.
