CAPTURES THE GOLD CUP FOR MRS. LANG-
TRY OX MERMAN AT ASCOT.

London, June 14, 3:20 p. m.—At Ascot to-day the
Gold Cup, value 1,000 sovereigns, with 3.000 sov-
ereigns in specie in addition, was won by "Mr.
Jersey's" (Mrs. Langtry's) Merman, aged chestnut
horse, by Grand Flaneur out of Seaweed, ridden by
Tod Sloan. R. A. Oswald's Sclntillant was second
and J. G. Clarke's The Grafter was third. Six
horses run.

Ascot Cup Pay was favored with beautiful
weather, and all the transportation facilities for
reaching the course wej-e well patronized. The
fashionable, world was well represented.

The Thirty-seventh New Biennial Stakes, of 15
sovereigns each, with 800 sovereigns added, were
won by Reid Walker's chestnut colt Courlan, by
Galllnule, out of Clarion, with Sloan up. Lord
Rosebery's Cateran Lad was second and Sir E.
Cassell's Solitaire, ridden by L, Relff, was third.
Nine horses ran.

The Si. Jam< Palace Stakes, of 100 sovereigns
each, were won by Sir E. Cassell's chestnut coltBonar^a, by Hona Vista, out of Rose Madder, with
L. Relff In the saddle, Lord Cadogan's Sldus wassecond, and Prince Soltykoff's Vuhiio was thirdSloan rode Vulplo.

Five horses mitrted In this race, which clearedthe way for the Gold Cup which was considered
such a gift for the French horse Perth IIownedby M. Calllault. that he started at 4tol on Sloanhowever, upset a sure thing with Mrs. Lanstry's
Merman. Prince Soltykorf's Ninus led until six
furlongs from home, when Sclntillant and Perth II
took up the running. Entering the straight Perth
IIassumed command, but was soon afterward
beaten, and Merman, drawing to the front, won In
hollow fashion by two lengths. The Grafter was a
bad third. The betting just previous to the startwas: Merman, 100 to 7 against; Sclntillant. 100 to
7 against; The Grafter. 100 to 8 against.
It appears that It was not intended to run Mer-man for the Gold Cup. and the other Jockeys had

MISS HOTT BEATEN PT MISS HECKER AT

FORMER CHAMPION LOBSJB A BRILLIANTMATCH
