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Now thai the report of the convention has ap-

peared in black and white, it is worth while

to recapitulate the position of the federation

on the various topics discussed, as determined
by the proceedings of the last convention.

The federation now represents more than four

thousand graduate students. Its efforts have

been untiringlyand effectively directed toward
securing a uniformly high standard for the

Ph. D. degree, and it now recommends that
three years be the minimum time of graduate

study for this degree. It has always favored
facilitating the migration of graduate students,

because of advantages both to the student and

to the faculty and administrative body of the
university, and now urpes the universities, in

addition to adopting a uniform standard for the

Ph. D. degree, to effect uniformity in graduate

work, and to adopt a uniform course book simi-
lar to the German "Anmeldungßbuch." so that
the student may receive credit In one institu-
tion for work done at another. Concerning the
publication of theses the federation holds that

since the maintenance of the standard of re-
quirements is largely pendent upon the pub-
licity given to the thesis accepted for the de-

gree and since the withholdingof theses from
publication deprives scholars of the benefits
which might be derived from them, and may

lead to wasteful repetition of work, all theses
accepted for the Ph. D. degree should be pub-

lished. In I*o7. It may be remembered the
federation voted that they should be published
by the universities granting the Ph. D. degree.

Respecting the lecture system in graduate

work the sentiment of the convention seemed
to be that there is perhaps too much of this

kind of teaching, and especially too much of

the kind which is merely reading from the pro-

fessor s book. \u0084

Fellowships are best considered, according to

the opinions expressed at the convention, as
simple business investments, and should be
given with little legard to the pecuniary need

of the student, but rather as a recognition of

marked attainment.
On the question of the relation of graduate

and undergraduate courses the federation has
not vet spoken: more investigation and delib-

"ration are needed before sound conclusions

can be reached and any recommendations made
to universities. \u25a0

An examination of the pamphlet brings home
the fact that the federation has been doing much
good, and, if its efforts are wisely directed, will

doubtless do a great deal more. And if it should
do little else it will be of great service In bring-

i-ig graduate students together for an exchange

of views on questions of vital interest in mod-

ern education.

Tlip » iehth edition of "The Graduate Hand-
hook." the oreran of the Federation of Graduate
Clubs, ha? Just appeared, under the editorship

cf Jam's H. Patten, of Harvard. The pamphlet

Is about one-third smaller than the one Issued

last year, and contains, besides the usual table,

only sixty-one pages. The plan of the book,
