NOTES ABOUT THE TURF.

Many improvements have been made in the last
three months at the Bheepshead Bay track, under
the supervision of Supcrintendent Frank T. Clarke.
The maln track has been partly redressed, particu-
larly In front of the judges’ stand. The thunder-
storm which swept over this city on Thursday after-
noon visited Sheepshead Bay, and while it raged
there the rain fell in torrents. In the early hours
yesterday the course was muddy in parte. In the
backstretch the track was dry and in excellent con-
dition, but the mud was several inches deep in the
homestretch. Superintendent Clarke sald that the
condition of the homestretch was due to the recent
fresh laver of dirt which was piaced on it. *“I
expect the track to be fast and in =plendid condl-
tion before the first race to-morrow,” said Superin-
tendent Clarke. ‘““The sun will quickly dry out
to-day the muddy patches In the homestretch.”

Should the track be muddy to-day Ethelbert, the
fleet four-year-old son of Eothen and Maor!, and
the favorite for the Suburban honors, will not start,
as A. J. Joyner, who trains him, says that Ethel-
bert cannot run up to his best form on a muddy
course. It is likely that W. C. Whitney's Jean
Beraud will face the starter no matter what the
condition of the course may be, for P. Wimmer,
who trains the horse, sald yesterday morning that
if he owned the horse he would send him to the
post if the track was dry or muddy. “I think
Jean Beraud,” sald Mr. Wimmer, “can perform as
well as the best candidates or any of the candidates
for the Suburban on a muddy track. My cholce for
the big race is Ethelbert.”” Nearly all the trainers
also favored Ethelbert's chances for first honors.
