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SENATOR HANNA DINED.

PHILADELPHIA UNION LEAGUE HONORS
CHAIRMAN OF NATIONAL COM-
MITTEE—TRIBUTE BY SEN-

ATOR DEPEW,

Philadelphia, June 106.—Senator Hanna was
the guest at a complimentary dinner to-night
given by the officers of the Union League, the
most prominent ciub in the State, The occaslon
was an entirely informal one. About seventy-
filve guests were present, including most of the
prominent Republican leaders now in the city.

The President of the League, Joseph C. Dar-
lington, presided. Several addresses were made,
among the speakers being Senator Hanna, Sen-
ator Depew and Seaator Scott, of West Vir-
ginia. The clubhouse was brilliantly {llumin-
ated, and the assembly hall in which the dinner
was glven, was a veritable garden of beauty.

In war or politics the world loves a fighter and a
w;lnner. It first reckons results, and then discusses
P.ans of campaign. Every National canvass has
te peculiarities. The one of 1806 will always oc-
cupy a marked place in our history.

In 1896 the country was in industrial puaraly-
sis, and our financial conditions were most discour-
aging. It seemed from the opening of the can-
vass to near its clcse as if it might inure to the
immediate benefit of the people if honesty was
sacrificed to temporary expediency. When the
farms were mortgaged and the pgice of the produce
and the live stock would not n# sufficient to pay
the interest on the ioan and taxes, it was an aliur.

To the
millions who were seeking employment and were
unable to find it the promise of unlimited money
was like the deluding light which carries the
traveller deeper into the morass.

The Republican party, In facing despalr, had two
thi to offer—one, that its policies had alwavs
produced prosperity: the other, that for individ
uals as well as nations honesty {s the best policy.

To meet hunger with pamphlets and distress
with right prln‘c ples of political economy was the
task of the National Committee. Its chairman,
in reviewing the situation, had only one solution
for the danger and one inspiration for the fight. It
was “Educate! educate! educate!”

It is fitting, now that the results of the victory
are enjoved by every one, that we should pay
tribute to the general who commanded the armics
of our party in‘thv campaign of resurrection and
regeneration. Like all strong men, Senator Hanna
has received an undue measure of criticism, but I
doubt if he has had his full measure of praise,
It can be said of him that, while wrong headed
sometimes, he has been right hearted at all
times.

THE BUSINESS MAN IN POLITICS.

Our guest to-night Is pre-eminently the “business
man in politics”—pre-eminently the leader in busi-
ness who, bringing to politics the same qualities
which made his success In material affairs, won
for us the victory in 1896, and is, I trust, to be put
in_a position where he will surely repeat it in 1900.

OBITUARY.

THE PRINCE DE JOINVILLE.

Paris, June 17.—Prince de Joinville, son of the
late Louis Philippe, King of France, is dead as a
result of pneumonia.

Francois Ferdinand Philippe Louis Marie 4'Or-
leans, third son of King Louis Philippe, was born
in 1818, He served in the navy and obtained the
rank of captain for his conduct at the attack on
Vera Cruz in 1838, In 15840 he was sent to St. Helena
to bring the body of Napoleon to France. He com-
manded the squadron which bombarded Tangier in
1844, and gave an impulse to the construction of
steam ships of war by his book on the naval forces
of France. He reached the rank of Vice-Admiral
in the French navy. At the outbreak of the Civil
War he came to this country with his son, the Duc

de Penthieve, who entered the United States Navy,
and his nephews, the Comte de Paris and the Duc
de Chartres, who became staff officers of General
MceClellan. During the Franco-Prussian War he of-
fered his services to the French Emperor, and at
the fall of Napoleon III entered the French army
incognito as ‘‘Colonei Lutherod.” When the re-
public was established in 1§71 he was elected as
Deputy from the Department of Haute-Marne and
served one term.

YOUNG POND MAY RECOVER.

SAID TO HAVE ATTEMPTED SUICIDE BECAUSE Of

SEVERE ILLNESS.

The physicians at the New-Rochelle Hospital who
are attending Richard Pond, the young clerk of the
J. P. Morgan & Co. banking house, who was shot
in Pelham Manor on Thursday, sald last night that
his condition was greatly improved. He has had
no fever or hemorrhages, and it 1s possible that he
will recover. If he continues to improve he will
be brought to this city, where an attempt will be
made to remove the bullet. An examination made
yesterday showed that the bullet passed entirely
through the liver and is now embedded In one of
the larger muscles of the back.

The family is still reticent regarding the manner
in which the young man was injured, but others
famillar with the case do not hesitate to say that
he attempted to commit sulcide, His act {s at-
tributed to temporary mental aberration, produced
by illness. For several months young Pond has
been suffering from a peculiar form of meningitis,
which produced violent headaches and pains. It

at suicide a week or two ago. Since the shootin
he has made two statements. It is sald on goo
authority that Pond laments the fallure to end his
life.

GENERAL MERRITT RETIRED,

WAR DEPARTMENT ISSUES ORDER OWING
TO AGE LIMIT-—HIS CAREER.

Major-General Wesley Merritt, formerly in com-
mand of the Department of the East, at (Governor's
Island, who is now travelling abroad, was retired
Yesterday by order of the War Department on ac-
count of his reaching the age limit. News of this
fact was obtained last night from Major-General
Brooke, the present commander of the Department
of the East.

General Merritt has borne his present rank since
1897. He was born in this city in 1536, and was
graduated from West Point in 1860. He entered the
regular service and had attained to the rank of
colonel at the outbreak of the Civil War. His
career in the war was marked by several acts of
gallantry, In consequence of which he was made a
Brigadier-General of Volunteers in June, 183, and
was afterward appointed to succeed General Bu-
ford in command of the First Division of Cavalry.
Later he was advanced to lieutenant-colonel in the
Regular Army. He was made a Brigadier-General
in April, 1887, and a Major-General, as already men-
toned, three years ago, at which time he was sta-
tioned at Governor's Island.

Soon after the news of Dewey's victory at Manila
General Merritt was appointed Military Governor
of the Philippine Islands, and assigned to the com-
mand of the Sth Army Corps, with headquarters at
San Francisco. General Merritt salled for the Phil-
ippines with the third expedition and arrived In the
islands late in July, 1868. Later General Merritt
relinquished the military command to General Otis
and assumed the duties of Military Governor.

As he had been appointed a member of the Peace
Commission at Parls, the General left Manila on Au-
gust 30 on the steamship China. After the confer-
ence in Paris he went to London and married Miss
Laura Wiiliams, of Chicago, on October 24, 1898,
The General and his wife returned to this city on
December 17, 1898, and from that time until his de-
parture for FEurope several weeks ago he was sta-
tioned at Governor’s Island.

THE WEATHER REPORT.

YESTERDAY'S RECORD AND TO-DAY'S FORECAST.

Washington, June 16.—Rain has continued generally
from the Ohio and lower Mississippl valleys to the
middle and Southern Atlantic coasts, and also in the
States of the Missourt Valley and from the northern
Rocky Mountain reglon to the North Pacific Coast. In
tha middle and Southern Pacific Coast districts, the
Southwestern States and from the lake regions over New-

THE the canal question yesterday at the
PANAMA Hotel I'mperial, said: “Personally,
CANAL, I do not believe that the Panama

Canal will ever be completed. Of
course, it may be, for almost any feat of engineer-
ing is possible, providing the money iIs forthcoming,
but it will cost enormous sums to get that canal
into running order. It is not a good business propo-
sition. In my opinion, it could never earn the in-
terest on the enormous capital required, and I
doubt if it could even pay its actual running ex-
penses and the cost of keeping it in repair. But
there is another point In connection with it that [
am sceptical about, and that is its success if actu-
ally built. The idea they are working on there
now is to store the water that is to be used in the
upper locks—that is, the natural water supply and
rainfall. I doubt the feasibility of this scheme,
The climate is against it. The loss through evap-
ration in that tremendously hot climate will be
immense, and T do not belfeve that the sources
from which they expect to draw their reservoir
supplies will offset this. Then, again, the sudden
and immense freshets will always damage the
canal, and make repairs necessary.”
