June 17 (Special).— commerce of
the United States In the fiscal year which ends
with this month willby far exceed that of any pre-
ceding year; its exports will surpass those of any
previous year by more than 5U*>.000,000, and Its ex-
ports of manufactures willexceed those of any pre-
ceding- year by more than 575.000,000. Its imports,
owing to the demands of the manufacturers of the
country Xor foreign raw material for uso in their
industries, willalso be large. Raw silk, unmanu-
factured fibres, crude rubber, hides and skins, pig
tin for Has la dm late establishments, cabinet
•woods and the finer grades of cotton and tho
coarser grades of wool .11 show a Urge increase as
compared with preceding years. The value of un-
manufactured silk imported willbe nearly Us per
cent in excess of that of the preceding year and
more than double that of the fiscal year ISS7. aw
cotton shows an increase in quantity of 50 per cent
over IK*,manufactured fibres an Increase of 25 per
cent over lfc«9 and 100 per cent over l&S, and bides
and skins show an increase of 25 per cent over l&tf
and Mper cent over ISSS.

HIM LIEUTENANT-COLONEL—NONE

LIKELY TO BE ORDERED.

Sensational developments preceded the departure
of the Tlst Regiment for camp <»n Saturday morn-

As
she swung herself upon the step a shot was fired
from the crowd behind her. The blood spurted
from her riyht arm, and, screaming, Miss Morti-
mer fell backward.

TABULATION OF THE ENUMERATORS' STA-

TISTICS IS DONE BY MACHINERY.
Now that the enumeration of the population of

New-York Is puacti-jjjUy completed, th.> data gath-
ered by the census tufcrrs ar.> being forwarded to
Washington, where ihu work of recording, com-
bining and tabulating theso statistics will form the
second step in the process. These operations will
be performed by automatic machinery, thereby ef-
fecting such a saving of time that it is expected to
result in the publication of the four principal re-
ports—those on population, mortality, manufactures
and agriculture—by July 1, 1902. When it is con-
sidered that former censuses have required as
much as nine years to complete the publication of
th.-ir work, one can appreciate the great advantage
Which th.- machimry confers.

The old method of recording, combining and
tabulating th.- facts gathered by the census
enumerators, wholly hv clerks, has been super-
seded by electricity. These machines are as easily
manipulated as a typewriter, and each one does
the work of twenty clerks, and does It more ac-
curately, also, for the slightest error is instantly
detected by the machine and registered. No ma-
chine has yet bren invented to perform the suc-
ceeding stage of the work, which consists in pre-
paring the tabulated facts for publication. Fully
one thousand clerks and copyists will attend tothat, and then all will be ready for the printer andbinder.
