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A DREDGER’S COMPLAINT.

THOMAS POTTER'S DEALINGS WITH THE
ENGINEER CORPS.

HE ALLEGES HARASSING METHODS— |
COLONEL BARLOW'S REPLY THAT ONLY
PROPER CAUTION WAS SHOWN.

The following letter was sent to The Tribune
recently by Thomas Potter, a Jersey City con-
tractor:

Sir: The assumption that the Corps of Engi-
neers, U. . A.. are infallibls in judgment and
fmmaculate in virtue received a rude shock in the
developments of the case of the late Captain

A Tribune reporter was sent to Mr. Potter's office
&nd the latter then made and signed the following
statement:

All contracts made with the Engineers’ Depart-
ment, United States Army. are loaded with specifi-
cations of such aracter that the engineer hav-
ing charge of work has 1t in his power, by an
arbitrary interpretation of one or more clauses, to
make work unprofitable to any contractor who hap-
Pens to he persona non grata to that office. The
same work at the same price may be made hand-
somely remunerative to a contractor who happens

to be in the good aces of the office. .

I made a contra jast September with United
States FEngineer Officer Colonel J. W. Barlow, to
do certain work dredzing Scuth Amboy channel,

After my 14d had been accepted I was

forwarding and

subjected to serlfous delays m the
handling of preparations of the necessary docu-
sments. When the contract had been approved by
the Chief of Engineers, Prigadier-General Wilson,
was held back from the commencement of the
work for an unreasonahble length of time, to my
serious demage, and at the time of the yvear when
each day was becoming less suitable and less
waluabie for work than the preceding day.

The work for which | contracted involved two
classes of material, one-fourth,of which being of a
character requiring a special plant for its perform-
ance. My ention, and a reason+hle one, a busi-
ness intention, wes to pursue the work for the |
balance of the season, which ends on the 15th day
of December, with such plant as was suitable to
three-fourths of the work, having perfected ar-
rangements with resnonsible parties to place upon

the work in the beginning of spring suitable and
sufficient vlant to complete all the work within
time fixed by the contract. which plant is now |
at work and progressing at such a 1te as will |
vomplete the job within the time required.

Barlow, made a forms: nd of me that I put
&t once said special plant on the work. At the
same time gave information to the only parties
having that class plant unemployed cf the
demand made upon me. thereby placing me at the
mercy of sald parties.

An appeal made by me to the Secretary of War

rotesting against this treatment, and asking that

might have the opportunity of refuting by com-
petent testimonv—if I could—any rep'y that the
englineer, Colonel Bariow, might make to my pro-
test, was refe d by the Secretary of War through
the Chief of Engineers, Brigadier-General Wilson,
to the accused officer. Upon the latter's answer,
which in several in fact all, material particulars
was at variance with the truth his action was
sustained. and he was authorized to withhold pay-
ment to me of several thousand dollars which had
been earned and which had become due.

This action on the part of the Secretary of War,
Elthu Root, practically relieved the American
Surety Company of the resgponsibility it had been
pald to assume, by substituting money belonging
10 me for their bhond. Whether the fact that the
Secretary of War, Eiihu Root, is a stockholder and
official of the sald American Surety Company in-
fluenced him to refuse me a hearing, and decide
as he did, is an open question.

I am prepared fully to substantiate any and all
of the statements made above. The documents
are In my possession

Colonel J. W. Barlow. of the United States En-
gineer Corps, in explaining the contract which Mr,
Potter claims has worked him so much injustice,
sald to a Tribune reporter vesterday:

“There has been a controversy between this
man and the Government officials ever since No-
vember 13 last, when he was notified that he was
not working fast enough. The trouble has been
simply this, that Mr. Potter did not have an ade-
quate plant to work with.

“He contracted with the Government on Sep-
tember § to dredge out m_c'ublc yvards of ma-
terial from the South Amboy channel at the rate
of 12 4-10 cents a yard. The work, as specified In
the contract, was to begin fifteen days after it was
approved by General Wilson, head of the United
Stztes Engineer Corps at Washington. It was
approved on September 23. Nevertheless, Mr. Pot-
ter did not Legin work until October 16. And yet
he says that delay has been caused him in begin-
ning the work.

“According to this contract the work is to be
completed by May 31.

“Within a month after Mr. Potter began, we saw
that he wouid never accomplish the job at the rate
he was working. He was only using one scoop
ehovel in removing the softer material. Accord-
ingly, we nrotified him on November 13 that it
would be nccessary for him to increase his pjant.
This we haa a perfect right to do, since there is a
prov islon in the contract which permits such over-
sight on the part of the Government engineer
ofiiclals. Of this provision Mr, Potter was aware |
when he sigued the contract. Nevertheless, he has
complained of such interference.

Mr. Potter began to talk, and has been talking
eyver since, He sent a petition to the Secretary of
W ar protesting against our urging him and threat-
€LILg o contract for other dredgers if he did not
use greater expedition. He did this in spite of the
#eclion in the contract which he had signed.

“SBecretary Root consulted with General Wilson
&nd the Judge-Advocate, and thereupon dismissed

“Mr. Potter received no payment for his w
in October and November at that time becauuen;x:
persisted in removiug only the soft mud without
disturbing the hard clay. The rate for dredging
£oft mud is about nine cents a cublc yard. Ac-
cordingly, we could not pay him 12 4-10 cents a vard,

which is the average price for
mleri.\l,l ge price both soft and hard
“By this time winter had set in, and w.

CLARE’S VIOTORY OVER DALY.

MONTANA DEMOCRATIC PRIMARIES NEARLY
ALL IN FORMER'S FAVOR.

Helena, Mont., June 17.—Democratic primaries
have been held in every county. Senator Clark’s
friends carried nineteen counties, and divided
delegations in one.

BOYCOTT TO BE USED IN ST. LOUIS.

WHOLE POWER OF FEDERATION OF LABOR
TO BE USED AGAINST STREET
RAILROAD COMPANY.

St. Louls, June 17.—The controversy between
the Transit company and its striking employes
has developed into a struggle between capital
and labor along the lines of a boycott. Presi-
dent Gompers of the American Federation of
Labor has declared he will do all in his power
to bring the influence of the whole body of
organized labor in America to bear upon the
local situation in an effort to win the strike for
the union. Mr. Gompers urges the strikers to
be law abiding, but advises them to make the
operation of the cars as expensive as possible by
refusing to patronize them. The boycott to be
declared, strike leaders say, will apply not only
to the St. Louls Transit Company, but to every
business man, every assoclation and, In fact, any
corporation or individual favoring it in any way.

President Mahon of the International Asso-
ciation of Amalgamated Street Rallway Em-
ployes, when asked what his assoclation would
do in the premises, said:

This is now a fight to a finish. President
Gompers told me that he proposed to turn the
entire power of the American Federation of
Labor, with its membership of two million,
against the Transit company and fight the issue
out {f it takes five years to do it. The American
Federation of Labor regards the attitude of the
St. Louls Transit Company as a direct stab at
the vital principles of unionism.

I intend to start out at the beginning of next
week stumping the State of Illinois, making a
direct appeal to all the labor unions of that

| State for funds to maintaln the general boy-

cott, after which T will visit all of the Southern
States, where I am well known, and where I
expect to raise a large portion of the funds.

FATAL LEAP FROM A CAR.

A WOMAN JUMPS AFTER HER HUSBAND,
WHO FALLS OFF STEP.

Mrs. Lena Randhare, thirty-flve years old, of
No. 99% East Eighth-st., Manhattan, who jumped
from a trolley car of the Grand-st. and Newtown
line early yesterday morning, after her husband
had accidentally fallen from the step of the car,
died four hours later In St. Catharine's Hospital
from her injuries. The car was proceeding rapldly
along the Fresh Pond Road, near Maspeth, Long
Island, going to Willlamsburg. When the car was
finally stopped Randhare and his wife were found
lying unconscious in the street about two blocks
apart. They were brought to Willlamsburg on the
car, which was met at Grand-st. and Bushwick-
ave. by an ambulance and both were taken to the
hospital. The woman was found to have sustained
a compound fracture of the base of the skull, while
Randhare’s right leg was broken and he had re-
celved iInternal injuries. His condition 1is still
critical,

Randhare with his wife had attended the an-
nual ‘Qlcnlc of the employes of Post & McCord's
Iron Works, which was held In Monteverdes Park,
Maspeth. It was shortly after midnight when they
left the park with a party of friends to return to
their home, The party boarded car No. 888, which
was fllled with the plenickers. Mrs. Randhare
managed to find a seat and her husband took a

lace side her, standing on the step of the car.

Vhile the car was moving rapidly Randhare was
thrown from the car at a curve. A cry of horror
went up from the passengers and, according to
some of the passengers, the motorman continued
to go at a high speed despite the signal which was
glven to him to stop. In her frenzy to learn
whether her husband had been killed Mrs. Rand-
hare jumped to the street.

After the car had proceeded another block some
of the passengers pulled the trolley pole from the
wire and the car stopped. 'There was indignation
among the passengers, and the motorman in vindi-

cation of himself declared that he knew nothing of
the accident.

MEMORIAL TO JOHN T. HOWARD.

A BRONZE TABLET IN PLYMOUTH CHURCH
UNVEILED.

A handsome bronze tablet in memory of John
Tasker Howard, the founder of Plymouth Church,
was unveiled after the morning service in Plym-
outh yesterday in the vestibule of the church.
Thomas G. Shearman and George H., Day, two
of the oldest and most prominent members of the
church, made addresses., Mr. Day unveiled the
tablet. The widow of Mr. Howard and several

andchildren were present at the ceremony. The

ev. Dr. Hillis pronounced the benediction,

Mr. Shearman in his speech referred to the fact
that Mr. Howard was the founder of the church.

“This church was his idea,”” said Mr. Shearman.
“It never would have existed had it not bean for
him, It was he who was the means of bringing
Henry Ward Beecher to this church., In 1846 he
bought this property. Mr. Beecher was asked to
speak here, and the people became so much in love
with him that a call was issued. Mr. Howard was
the first officer of the church and the society.
After the church had started successfully Mr,
Howard withdrew from active participation in {its
affairs.””

The tablet is placed next to Mr. Beecher's In
the vestibule. A quotation from Mr. Beecher forms
part of the inscription on the tablet, which reads
as follows:

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“THE JOY OF SELF-SACRIFICE.”

SERMON BY THE REV. DR. NEWELL DWIGHT

HILLIS IN PLYMOUTH CHURCH.

The Rev. Dr. Newell Dwight Hillls preached in
Plymouth Church yesterday morning on “The Joy
of Self-Sacrifice as Interpreting the Obligation
Thereto.”

In the evening there was a meeting on education.
Brief addresses were made by Dr. Hillis, Dr, Tru-
man J. Backus, president of Packer Institute; Pro-
fesser Lawrence W, Hull, Professor A. L. Williston
and others,

In the morning Dr. Hillls said in part:

For thoughtful men the constitution of the world
without and also of the mind w!thin point toward
joy and happiness as the end of creation. In the
world without are beautiful things for the eye,
delightful things for the ear and sweet things for
the palate; and the grains and fruits never fail
nor do the fountains dry up. foreover, man's ap-
petites and desires within correspond to these good
things without. Man's every desire, his very pas-
sions, his ambitions for knowledge and property
and good name, his affections, all point toward
happiness and satisfactlon. Indeed, even he who
transgresses the laws of nature and of God will
experience happiness for a time, until, through the
transgression, the string upon which he ig playing
is impaired. Men who are good livers in the in-
terest of their own appetites keep within the
borders of gluttony. Daily they experience keen
hunger, and having wealth to gratify thelr ap-
petites thelr dinners are events, and the pleasures
of viands many and rich are pleasures not to be
despised.

Nor are the reformers and philanthropists with-
out their great rewards, "hen a _man feels that
he has lessened ignorance and bondage and helped
expel fear and superstition from the world there
come to him hours when he is conscious of a
great, deep peace. -

Christ experfenced joy in His sacrifice and glad-
ness in His redemptive work. In those closing
hours of His career He ciearly foresaw the certain
end toward which events were moving. And when
He saw that the enthusiasm of the common people
ebbed away, when He discerned the plots and
counterplots that were being organized against His
life, and knew that the only result could be His
death at the hands of either the riotous mob or of
the astute leaders thereof, He looked forward to
the end not simply with calmness and equanimity
but even with joy and victory. And we are tol
that He accepted the result, not with resignation
and contentment, but that His peace rose into the
realm of happiness, and at last of outbreaking joy.
For He fully recognized what vast {ncrements of
good were to come to the people through His self-
sacrificing death, and joy buoyed His spirits up
and swept Him on to victory,

COURTROOM . FINISHED AT LAST.

CONTRACT CALLS FOR $,000; SHERIFF BAKER
DOES THE WORK FOR $00.

County Judge Harrison S. Moore, of Queens
County, will this morning occupy the courtroom on
the first floor of the courthouse in Long Island
City which cost a large amount of money in fur-
nishing, but which has stood idlc for two years be-
cause alterations were not carried out.

The bench, witness chair and the jurors’ box cost
$9,000, and the rest of the furnishings and fittings
cost in proportion. But the jurors’ box was so hizh
that the lawyers to talk to the jury had either to
stand on the opposite side of the room or else in-
side the inclosure reserved for the jurors. There
were other ridiculous mistakes in construction.

Judges Garretson and Moore conferred with the
Board of Supervisors relative to having the altera-
tions made. Figures were obtained, A_nd the esti-
mated cost of carrying out the judges’ suggestions
was another $9,000. Deputy Commissioner of Build-
ings Joel Fowler caused plans to be made. The
contract was awarded to Quinn Brothers. The
Board of Supervisors, which insists that it has not
been legislated out of office, obtained an injunction
restraining the contracting firm from touching the
building.

Judge Moore had to have the courtroom this
morning, and on Tuesday directed Sheriff Baker
to hire men and have the work done. The Sherlff
obeyed, and last nlght he was showing the room
altered under his supervision and under the plans
of the judges, and boasting what a fine job he had
done, He also had with him an_itemized account,
which, he said, included everything, even to the
nalls, putty and paint, and it footed up a little

COLER'S PASTOR ON ICE TRUST.

SAYS WE ARE MEETING THE UNSCRUPU-
LOUS POLITICTIAN WITH ONE
OF CLEANER SORT.

“We are meeting the unscrupulous politician with
one of the cleaner sort,” said the Rev. Dr. A. S.
Kavanagh, pastor of the New-York Avenue Metho-
dist Church, in his sermon last night. This is the
church that Controller Coler is a member of. Dr.
Kavanagh had announced that he would preach on
a theme suggested by the Ice Trust scandal In
New-York City. He opened his remarks by saying
that the same Internal foes and forces which ac-
complished the ruin of Troy, Babylon and Nineveh
now thregtened New-York,

Dr. Kavanagh took his text from Jeremiah v, 31:
“The prophets prophesy falsely, and the priests
bear rule by their means: and my people love to
have it 80; and what will ye do in the end thereof?"
He sald In part:

In the text is an awful plcture of national and
religious declination. Prophets and priests are cor-
rupt, but, worse than that, the people love to have
them so. And that is the worst possible of things.
It is a long time since the evils of the text con-
fronted Israel; but as great evils confront us to-
day. These evils are accentuated by events that
are transpiring in this city to-day. It is a well
known fact that the history of every great city is
the history of many cities. The history of Troy
and Jerusalem, of Babylon and Nineveh, is the his-
tory of many cities. In every case you have the
story of a wooden horse, In other words, the ruin
and destruction are from the inside.

When Babylon fell her ruin was from the inside.
The fall of the late Transvaal, at the last ana‘lysxs,
fs from the inside. The dlsmemberment of China,
which Is sure to come, is brought on herself.

Are there not lessons in this history for us? First,
the forces of Intemperance; second, anarchy and
mob law; third. the undigested and indigestible
part of our foreign population: fourth, the un-
scrupulous politician, who is in office for what he
can get out of it. How are we meeting these foes?
We are meeting the unscrupulous politician with
one of the cleaner sort. We are meeting these
foes with a higher standard of righteousness.

Now let us apply this line ,of argument to the
Church, The Church has never been smitten to
her permaneni hurt by outside foes. The Church's
only danger is from inside foes. Two of these foes
are: First, the inconsistent !ives of many of her
sons and daughters, and, second, the inconsistept
lives of some of her ministers. The minister vows
to subordinate wealth, office and position to the
work of the Church. When he becomes an office
hunting, money hunting clergyman, he i3 ruining
the Church from the inside. As well be a fox hunt-
ing clergyman of Wesley's time as a money hunt-
ing, ofMice hunting clergyman of to-day.

DESCRIBES AN IMPRESSIVE RECEPTION OF
THE DIXIE'S MEN BY THE POPE.

“It was wonderful and impressive, and the way
those cheering sailormen from the Dixle recelved
the Pope’s attention was | characteristic of the
American volunteers,”. gald CTharles A. Moore,
president of the Montauk Club and one of the
Kings County delegates to Philadelphia, yesterday.
Mr. Moore has just returned, after a six months’
European tour, with his family. Mrs. Moore, the
two daughters and the yvounger son, Eugene, will
spend the sumer in Switzerland. Charles Arthur
Moore, of the class of '02 at Yale, returned with
his father and will be associated with him in busi-
ness this summer.

After a seven weeks' stay in Egypt, devoted to
seeing the Pyramids, the Nile and the sport of
donkey and camel riding, Mr. Moore and his family
crossed to Athens. Mr. Moore, in describing his
journey after that, sald:

We went to the beautiful island of Corfu, near
Italy, at the mouth of the Adriatic. Then to
Naples, and in that sunny country we spent several
weeks. We remained in Rome three weeks, and
the most important incident in our travels occurred
there., We saw His Holiness the Pope, and I shall
never forget the scene. On the same day a hundred
Jackies and marines from the United States war-
ship Dixie, which lay in the harbor of Naples on
her way to Manila, had an audlence with the Holy
Father. 1 secured tickets which admitted me to
the Sistine Chapel, and soon the sallormen came
marching in, two by two, and stood in double file
awaiting the coming of the Pope. When His Holi-
ness a{»penrml in his throne chair, carried by four
men, the scene was impressive. I can never forget
it. When the men of the Dixle saw the Pope wave
the Stars and Stripes they gave three ringing
cheers, which ‘echoed and re-echoed through the
chapel. The Pope was visibly affected at the cheer-
ing and he bowed right and left.

ne thing that amused me and seemed to please
the Pope was the cry of the Dixie's men. It was,
“Who are we? Who are we? D-i-x-{-e—Dixie.""

After leaving Rome we travelled about and vis-
ited Venice, Monte Carlo, Nice, Marseilles, and
finally found ourselves in Paris. There we re-
mained three weeks seeing the sights—the Exposi-
tion mostly. It was unfinished then. Its buildings
are hardly as imposing as those of our World's
Fah,-‘ but the exhibits are of great variety and high
quality.
