It is oustfinu»r>- for#persons who«are being de-
ported to be lcteked.up on board ship until the
tailing of the wpssca. Accordingly. Mullet and
FJtzbarrlß were tfal'ipn to the steerage hospital
and the bolts shot.on the doors outside. There
was a moment of,absolute silence within, and
the officers of the V ship who had the Fenians
under surveillance tongratulated themselves on
the docility of their captives..

A moment later a ;Ut negro,^blowing and puff-
ing, came up the hatchway. Missing the last
step, he rolled over mV a heap on.the deck. It
proved to be one of the ystewiards.

"Oh! Pie— Lawd! \ Whew! whew! Dey's
a-breakin' down de do'! iWhew! whew! whew!
Dey*a roarin' an' sweari.7' down dare like as
de wild blasts, dey ore! Vhi-w!"
'A sound of cracking pa7idls was enough to

corroborate the story. Th*>l iofflcials succeeded
in reaching the swaying door before its hinges
had been torn off, and held ibishut. Just at this
a}oment "Skin the Goat" attempted to plunge
his head out of the porthole .and draw out the
rest of his body by a series fitviolent contor-
tions. The captive's face was* white with rage,
and after an original epilogue the yelled as a re-
minder of the fiery furnace of old:

"Stop, you Britishers. You are worse than
the Americans. We are not pttooners. This is
hell in here. Let us out. we're •mothering."

Mullett. in the mean time, war? battering Hi.-
door Hk-- a catapult, and at intervals he flung
some heavy iron missile against the panels.

Friends of the two men at last itaterpoaed, andon the promise of "Skin the Goat" that he would
not attempt an escape, he and his onannidf were
permitted to go on the steerage <Vck.

As this was the only trlumfjh they had
achieved since coming to this shore, the two
Fenians h^ld a levee among their fellow pas-sengers and friends. Among the .latter were
Major K<tantree, Edward L. Carey, O'Donovan
Rossa. Captain John Kerwln and Mrs. Lillian
Brfnand, the daughter of Captain L^dwall. who
was warden of Mount Joy prison when Mallett
and Fitzharris were there.

Just before the vessel sailed they (made* the
following parting statement:. " VVe have been treated shamefully here., The
Government has treated us badly, and tlvj/press
has been against us. Isay to you that sou are
bought by English gold, and the sooner the
British flag is hoisted at Washington tho better
Itwillbe."
.' As the vessel pulled out Into the jstream

.bcc.ime particularly demonstrative and endeav-
ored to convince another unfortunate, who was
also awaiting deportation, that the case of the
three men was as unjust as that of Shadrach,

Meshach and Abednego, after Nebuchadnezzar
had ordered them bound for the fiery furnace.
At the end of the tirade "the Dwarf" added, by
way of explanation, That Sh?.drach was Assyrian

Jfor Shamrock. After hurling several diatribes
at the officials by whom he was guarded, "the
Dwarf shouted in a high pitched voice: "Me
and me pard bees a-gettlng it"worser than
what the lowest down in the worstest of Eng-
lish prisons gets."

Two
other witnesses were questioned, but nothing im-
portant was brought out, and the inquest was ad-
journed until Monday.

"Lten" Hatpin and "Pat" Powers, both former
employes of the West St. Louis Electric Street
Hallway, are under arrest charged with attempting
to blow up a car on that road.

O. F. Havill,an employe of the Transit company,

REGTMFXTS LEAVE CAMP.

ESCAPED FROM INDIANA.PRISON AND
BEGAN A NEW LIFE IN PHILA-

DELPHIA
—

WHY PARDON
WAS NOT ISSUED.

Indianapolis, June 23 (Special).— A record, which
was made up in the office of Governor Mount yes-
terday, coupled with a statement of facts made by
his private secretary, contains a story of more
than ordinary interest, and one which Is by no
means common In criminal annals.

Eight years aeo Edward A. Cautlry was em-
ployed by the Longellffe Insane Hospital in the
capacity of a stenographer, and was regarded as
a young man of more than ordinary intellfeence.
Inconnection with his place certain moneys came
into his hands and suspicion was excited against
him, and an investigation proved him to be an
embezzler and former. He was tried and sentenced
to the Michigan City Prison for three years, but so
won on the prison management by his polite man-
ners that be was soon made a "trusty," and was
permitted to j?o outside the walls at will. One day
he succumbed to the temptation and escaped, and
nothing was heard of him for about three years,
i.was then learned that he had gone to Chicago
after leaving the .prison, and had worked in a
factory in that city, but subsequently went East,
where all trace of him had been lost.

Just before the close of Governor Matthews'!
term an application was submitted to the Ex-
ecutive for Cautley's pardon. It was accompanied
by letters from a number of prominent business
men of an Eastern city, who testified to his faith-
fulness and honesty, and with these recommenda-
tions came a history of his life by Cautley him-
self. He said that he had gone from Chicago to
Philadelphia, where he had secured employment
as a stenographer in a railroad office, and had
been advanced from place fo place tillhe was then
the owner of considerable property, and was promi-
nently identified with the city's interests. He
said that he had married under an assumed name,
and one child had blessed the union. He appealed
to the Governor to pardon him, and thus relieve
him from the constant fear of being arrested and
returned to prison, and sold that ho had secured
the testimonials to his character, and could for-
ward hundreds of others Ifthey should be required.
He pleaded with the Governor not to betray his
secret, and pointed out the mortification that it
would occasion him were it known that he was
once a convict.

The Governor answered his letter and congratu-
lated him upon the excellent record that he had
made, but regretted that he could not comply with
his request for a pardon. He said It was a rule of
the office not to consider an application for a par-
don by one who had escaped from the prison, and
that Cautley could expect clemency only after re-
turning and submitting himself to the law. While
this was a rule that would not admit of any ex-
ceptions, said the Governor, he would respect the
wish of the applicant, in consideration of his
changed life, and would not make public the name
under which he was then ivlng. nor would any
effort be made by the Executive office to appre-
hend him. Cautley replied to the Governor's let-
ter, admitted the Justice of the rule, which denied
pardon to escaped criminals, but did not manifest
any desire to return and surrender himself and
take the chances of a pardon, for the Governor
had trained from saying what he would do If
Cautley should return to prison.

When Governor Mount succeeded to the office In
1897, the retiring Executive gave him a history of
the case, and added his recommendation to that
of Cautley's business associates in the East, con-
ditioned, however, that Cautley should first come
to Indiana and surrender himself at the prison.
For nearly four years the case has stood In this
way, the State Executive refusing to consider the
granting of a pardon so long as Cautley occupied
the position of an escaped convict, and Cautley re-
maining away because he could secure no promise
of a pardon even ifhe should surrender. Governor
Mount, like Governor Matthews, however, respect-
ed the confidence that Cautley had reposed In him,
and, although both Executives knew the name
under which he was living,and the place of his
residence, neither cared to take any steps to have
him arrested. In fact, both of them believed that
the Imprisonment of Cautley had taught him a
lesson, and that out of It had come conditions
which were best both for him and society, and
neither had any desire to see him again in prison,
though they could not afford to set a precedent by
pardoning him while he was still at large.

Some weeks ago Cautley'H wife fell sick, and It
was decided to bring her to a Western health re-
sort, and he came along with her. At about the
same time his aged mother was stricken with
paralysis, and the son longed to see her before she
died. He had been in communication with mem-
bers of his family, but he did not dare to risk him-
\u25a0elf at his old home, where he would be certain to
be recognized and, possibly, arrested. He again
entire.] into communication with the Executive
Department, but with the same result. He was
told that the Governor was satisfied that he had
lived un honorable, manly life since leaving the
prison, and that society was better off with him
outside of prison walls than within them, but the
rule of the office would not admit of any excep-
tions, and he could not be pardoned till he sur-
rendered himself. No promise was held out for a
pardon ifhe did. and Cautley was nu'urally per-
plexed at the situation. He was satisfied that he
could live out his days in his Eastern home, and
no one would take the trouble to arrest him, but
that was not what be wanted. He wanted to be
free to visit his old home and friends, and so long
as the pardon was withheld he was not free to do
this.

The dangerous Illness of his old mother Induced
him to act. On Monday be appeared at the Mich-
igan City l*rlson and formally surrendered himself
to »tie warden. That official communicated the
fact to Governor Mount, and Cautlei was paroled
from the prison, after having remained In a cell
for i-cimfl twenty-four hours. Under the conditions
of the parole he is placed on probation for nix
months, and at the end of that time. Ifhe deports
himself well; a pardon will be granted. As soon
as the parole was granted, Cautley hastened to
the bedside of his mother and had the satisfaction
of seeing her before she died. Of course, the Gov-
ernor expects to Issue a pardon at the expiration
of six months, for he it- satisfied that the terms
of the parole will not be violated, and this would
have been done tlve years ago could Cautley have
brought himself to the point of surrendering to the
prison officials.
It is said at the Governor's office that t'autley is

a man of considerable wealth, and is engaged In
a lucrative business. He married several years
ago, and. though under an inMiined name. It was
not without the knowledge of his wife, who was
Informed of the fact that he had been in prison
and had escape, l. It Is mild that hi* wife is the
daughter of a wealthy manufacturer, and that
Cautley was employed In the latter when he won
th» daughter. The letters which were sent to the
Governor are from men of prominence In society
and t uslness. but It is not clear from them that
they were ever Informed of ''autley'n past life.
They refer to him under his assumed name, speak
of their long acquaintance with him. and testify to
his high character and honorable life. It is pos-
sible that the letters were obtained without di-
vulging the. use to be made of them In so far as It
related to a pardon. One of the 'letters Is from
liussell H. Conwell, the lecturer.
