American Ice Company in Harlem yesterday sold |

at four different prices along the length of a single
blaock. System and ordinary methods of business
appear 1o have been utterly thrown aside by the

govern other lines af trade appear to have no in-
fluence. The reason is soon found when it is
gnderstood that the trust is practically the supply.
One of the most strenuous arguments of the
American Tee Company in reply to the charge that
it was selling ice at an exorbitant price was that
there was a shortage in that article, and a raise in
price was necessary 1o carry on the business. It
hss &ince transpired that even after such a state-
ment the Ice Trust not only began to sell ice
ground ihe city at all manner of prices below the
“living rate” of 60 cents. but offered bids to certain
parties at such a low figure as 25 cents a hundred.
Jn other words, the trust can sell ice to certain
customers as low as 25 cents and make money,
UNITED SETATES PAYS LESS THAN CITY.

One of these bids to which allusion has been
mede was offered by the Ice Trust to the Federal
authorities in supplying the Government buildings
in the city. These include the Postoffice Building,
the Custom House, the Appraisers’ Stores, the
United States Naval Station and the Barge Office.
This bid was also made after the ice company an-
rounced that it was necessary to raise the price to
# cents. It was also after that economical move
on the part of the trust to do away with the poor
man's five cent chunk. But while the Ice Trust
was selling for 25 cents to the Government it was
charging the municipal government of New-York
gt the rate of 40 cents a hundred pounds. This dif-
ference in price may perhaps be explained by a
Jook 2t the books of the Ice Trust. The big subscrib-
ers, Including Mayor Van Wyck, John F. Carroll
and Richard Croker, were connected with the city
government. There was no reason in the minds of
these Tammany leaders why the eity should not
pay 15 cents more a hyndred pounds than the mar-
ket price, so long as the additional income was for
their own pockeis all the time. Henry S. Kearny,
Commissioner of Public Buildings, Lighting and
Bupplies, secured the contract with the city for the
American Ice Company. r. Kearny is himself a
ghareholder in this company.

The hearing of testimony in the State investiga-
tion into the affairs of the Jce Trust before ex-
Eenator Myer Nussbaum, of Albany, tha referee,
which was scheduled to take place yesterday, was
egain postponed for one week. The technical point
upon which the motion of the defence was granted
was that an order for such a hearing had not
been entered by Justice Alden F. Chester, of Al-
bany, since his decision upholding the present pro-
ceedings against the trust. Such an order will
be entered next Tuesday.

ICE TRUST TO APPEAL.

The counsel for the American Ice Company is
about to appeal from the decision of Judge Chester
to the Third Appellate Division of the Supreme
Court, which set aside the writs of prohibition se-
cured by the trust.

A member of the firm of Townsend & Einstein,
coumsel for the petitioners, said to a Tribune re-
porter yesterday:

The hearing will not go on uninterruptedly. We

wiil endeavor to show that the American Ice
Company acquired a monopoly in ice not by out and

out purchase, but by well planned arrangement of |

GARDINER OFFERS TO RESUBMIT CASE.
HE REVIEWS THE PROCEEDINGS TAKEN
AGAINST THE ICE TRUST AND COM-
PLAINS OF BAD FAITH.

District Attorney Gardiner issued a long state-
ment yesterday in reply to Einstein & Townsend,
the attorneys for William R. Hearst in the action
againet the American Jce Company. He goes over
the ground from May 25 the day when Police Mag-
istrate Zeller held Charles W. Morse and other
OfMicers and directors on charges of alleged con-
spiracy, until the charges were dismissed by the
iGrand Jury on Monday last.

After communicating with the Grand Jury on
Fridey last and obtaining their consent to hear the
case on the following Monday, Mr. Gardiner says
that Assistant District Attorney Unger informed
the lawyers by telephone the same day, twice ask-
ing for a list of witnesses in addition to those
s'hose names were Indorsed on the complaint. He
says the firm replied offering to see him the next
morning. They did not do so, and he sent a com-
munication by special messenger, to which the
firm paid no attention. He charges them wwith
&n attempt to “unload upon his office the responsi-
bility for their own fajlure and neglect in the
premises.”

The letter concludes as follows:

I do not propose that you shall through the
wedium of the press and in order to advertise your-

slves place elther this office or the twenty-three
& ntlemen who constitute the June Grand Jury in
a false light. You say vou have ‘‘collected a mass
of evidence warranting the indictment and con-
vietion of the defendants” which vou will be glad
to lay before this office. I now czll upon you to
25 g0 without any further delay and I will submit
t2e same to the proper court for its consideration
on an application for an order for resubmission
to the next Grand Jury.

TWO WOMEN ARRESTED ON AN ANONY-
MOUS CHARGE FROM AN INMATE
OF THE ALMSHOUSE.

As a result of an anonymous communication re-
celved by Captain Cooney, of the West Thirty-
seventh-st. station, Mrs. Theresa Henning, thirty-
five years o0id, of No. 406 West Thirty-ninth-st.,
and Mrs. Hannah Nolan, thirty-nine years old, of
No. 441 West Fortleth-st., were arraigned in the
West Side Court yesterday suspected of having
caused the death of a child by roasting it in a

Stove. The women were held in $1,600 bail for ex-
a)r”mnuion to-morrow. They indignantly deny the
charge,

Captain Cooney sald afterward that he had re-
ceived the anonymous communication on Wednes-
day from a woman on Blackwell's [sland. He de-
clares that Mrs. Henning admitted she knew that
a child had been burned, but sald it was a still-
born child. and that she did not consider it neces-
sary to inform the Board of Health. Captain
Cooney says that the mother of the child is sup-
posed to be a woman living at No. 441 West
Fortieth-st., where Mrs. Nolan lives. He declared
he would have her in court on Saturday, and that
he would also have the woman who wrote the
anonymeus letter.

Benjamin Greentha®y who appeared for the
women, said that the case is one of jealousy. He
saild the child was a two-months stillborn infant,
and that the charge made by Captain Cooney was
trumped up by the Nolan woman's mother. who
was in the almshouse on the Island. Ha de-
clared the charge to be without foundation.

CHARGED WITH BLACEKMAIL.

DIRECTORS OF EISENHUTH HORSELESS
VEHICLE COMPANY ARRESTED ON
PRESIDENT'S COMPLAINT.

Charged with blackmaill, James Wilson, whose
way; Edward C. Talcott, living at the New-York
Athletic Club, and with offices at No. 141 Broadway,
and Danlel R. Hendricks, a broker, of No. 40 Wall-
st., living at No. 541 Bedford-ave., Brooklyn, were
prisoners In the Centre-st. court before Magistrate
Pool yesterday. The complaint was John W,
Eisenhuth, president of the Eilsenhuth Horseless
Vehicle Company, with offices at No. 40 Wall-st. A
warrant has also been issued for a man who is said
to be connected with the American Steel and Wire
Company.

The Eisenhuth Horseless Vehicle Company is a
company Incorporated under the laws of Maine,
and has a capital of $10,000,000, The three defendants
are stockholders in the company and members of
the Board of Diractors.

According to the story told hy Mr. Eisenhuth, the
men named have attempted to extort from him the
sum of $10,000 in cash and a controlling interest in
the company. Wilson owns $2,100 worth of stock

in ;he cempany, and Hendricks and Talcott $2,500
€ach.

Last March Efsenhuth was taken sick. While i1
at his home, No. 10 East Ninety-fifth-st., the three
men, he says in his affidavit, visited his house and
told his wife and nlece, Mamie Ried, that unless
he gave them $10,000 in cash and three-fourths of
the capital stock of the company they would have
him put in jail for some alleged offences committed
some vears ago when he lived in San Prancisco.

The men who are now named as defendants then
went before Magistrate Mayo in Yorkville court
and obtained a warrant for the arrest of Eisenhuth.
The Grand Jury found no indictment against him.

When the prisoners were arraigned before Magis-
trate Pool counsel applied for a continuation of the
case. This was consented to, and a hearing was
set down for July 6.

Counsel for the defendants refused to discuss the
case. It was stated emphatically, however, that
there was nothing in the charges, and that it would
be so proved when the hearing was had.

FORTY-SECOND-ST. IN DISORDER.

TORN UP AND BOARDED OVER AND WORK
DELAYED TO GET SUPPLIES.

The condition of Forty-second-st. from in front
of the Grand Central Station west to Broadway is
such that it has caused a great deal of earnes:
protest. Complaints against the condition of the
street are frequent and emphatic, but they seem
to do no good. The streetcar company, which is
doing some reconstruction work, has the street
torn up and boarded over and there are constant
dust and dirt as well as an impediment of traffic.
The work of tearing down the old reserveoir has

also done much to throw debris and rubbish in the
etreet near Fifth-ave., and this adds to the general
disorder. The officers of the Metropolitan Street
Rallway Company say that they are doing every-
thing they can to hurry the work in the street,
but that delay in getting supplies is causing the
trouble.

REPLY TO THE CONTROLLER.

J. EDWARD SWANSTROM MAKES AN-
OTHER PRESENTATION OF THE
BOND CASE.

J. Edward Swanstrom, attorney for Mr. Mack,
made a statement yesterday in reply to Controller
! Coler’'s answer to Mack's charges. Mr. Swanstrom
says that the Controller has not been frank in his
attitude toward the charges. The Controller's con-
tention that he had been vindicated by the courts
was set down as false, hecause Mr. Coler in his
haste to make the bond issue award dld not walt
for the courts to decide. Mr. Swanstrom declares
the Controller wants to shift the {ssue by pretend-
ing that the charges are of a different nature from
those made. An instance of this Is given in an-
other statement Issued by the Controller. He calls
attention to the fact that he has just awarded
$3,135,000 of bonds at 110.54 for the whole issue, there
being in addition two small bids of $1,000, each of
which was higher than the proportionate bid of
the guccessful bidder. The statement accuses the
Controller of intimating that if Mack's charges are
esound he would have heen obliged to have awarded
$2.000 of these bonds to the two small bidders and
then readvertised the rest at considerable ex-
pense to the city. It is denied that Mack makes
such a charge. The reply reasserts that Mack's
| charge was that in the bond sale made in July, 1898,
| the Controller “threw down'' thirty-one respon-
, sible bidders, who offered to take not a small frac-
| tion of the issue, but two-thirds of the whole issue

of 312,688,992 36 at a premium of $636,248, as against
$414,219 for the same amount of bonds offered by the
Controller’'s syndicate, a difference of $228,029, a sum
sufficient, as Mack points out, to build three pri-
mary schools.

The statement continues:

Any one who will take the trouble to examine the
Controller's defence cannot he? seeing its flimsy
character. He says that he made the award to the
syndicate because it bid for all the bonds, while
the thirty-one applicants bid for only two-thirds
of the {ssue. But in his advertisement of the bond
sale he expressly invited bids “‘for the whole or a
part,” and expressly reserved to himself the right
“to determine what, if*any, part of sald proposals
shall be accepted.”

Now, an ordinary citizen might have supposed
that when these bids were opened the Controller
could have said to the members of the aforesaid
philanthropic trust. “Gentlemen, I find that there
are thirty-one bidders for two-thirds of the issue
who offer $222,029 more than vou do for the same
proportion of tae issue—in fact, they offer a pre-
mium for twe-thirds of the issue greater than your
premium for the whola, I must, therefore, in the
interests of the city, award two-thirds of the bonds
to them, but you can have the remaining one-third
at your bid of 104.94.""

If that course had been pursued the city would
have received a premjum of approximately
$1,030,000, instead of $628.000, a difference in favor of
the city of $400,000. But if that course was not pur-
sued the remaining bonds should have been read-
vertised and sold. Indeed, the latter course would
have been far more to the advantage of the city
because with the confldence inspired by the sale o
two-thirds at a premium approximating 108 the re-
maining one-third would have been competed for at
the same or a greater premium_, thus enabling the
city to obtain a still larger profit.

The Controller was apparently not satisfied with
the opinion of the Corporation Counsel, and so
sought the advice of private counsel. If every head
of department did the same thing the city's busi-
ness would soon be in a sad muddle. The Con-
troller also admits that the indebtedness of the
new city had nothln‘% to do with the issue of the
bonds In question. ell, then, why didn’t he say
s0 when he was issuing statements to the effect
that the city was overbonded?

The fact is that these bonds were issued for con-
tract obligations of the old city of New-York, and
hence would have to be paid even if the city had
{ exceeded its constitutional limit of indebtedness.
This the Controlier knew, and yet he persisted in
stating that the city had exceeded its lawful Himit
of indebtedness without making an exception of
these bonds go that intending investors would not
be confused by his statements.

If the charges made by Mr. Mack have no other
effect than to abolish the iniquitous method of
awarding bonds which now prevails, he will have
rendered a great and important service to the
community.

EQUIPPING TO FIGHT PLAGUE.

MOST OF THE $20,000 APPROPRIATED TO BE
SPENT IN PRECAUTIONARY MEASURES.

The Board of Health reiterated its statement yes-
terday that the public should not be alarmed be-
cause $20,000 had been appropriated for its use In
fighting contaglous diseases by the Board of Esti-
mate on Wednesday. Colope} Michael C. Murphy,
president of the Department of Health, declared
that there was no occasion f£ori Miirm, and that the
onily use the Departmen!,p‘buﬂnqn increased ex-
penditure at the present time was the thorough
equipment of North Brother Island, the Willard
Parker and Kingston Avenue (Brookiyn) hospitals,
0 that it would be fully prepared to handle any
outbreak of contagious disease that could possibly
occur.

prepare for the removal of his famliy to Far Rock-
away, but before going he gave out the following
statement:

It 1s most important that the newspapers should
aid the Board of Health in its efforts to prepare

any alarm where a few contagious disease cases
might arise. This Department is prepared for any
and all emergencies that may arise, and with the
aid of the press In not giving needless alarm to the
publie, the Health Board will go on in {ts usual
cour=e, and watch the encroachment of any disease
of any kind or character and be prepared and able
to meet it.

Dr. Feeney, Chief Sanitary Inspector, also ridi-
culed the idea that there was any cause for alarm.
In speaking of the report that the Board of Health
was about to descend on Chinatown in the same
manner that the San Francisco authorities had
done In the Chinese quarter of that city, he sald
that there was no occasion for such extreme meas-
ures at present. He added that Chinatown, the
Ghetto and the Ttallan centres would be made ab-
solutely safe. .

The Health Board does not fear the bubonic
plague getting a foothold here any more than it
does an outbreak of Asiatic cholera or other dis-
eases from abroad. While no extraordinary meas-
ures are to be adopted, attention will be paid to en-
foreing the law governing the number of tenants
occupying the same apartments. All cases of over-
crowding will be acted upon at once.

In view of the fact that Dr. George F. Shrady,
who is conversant with the steps taken to fight
the bubonic plague in San Francisco, has warned
the Health Board to look out for the cellars, it will
lose no opportunity of doing so. While it Is said
that the inhabitants of Chinatown were living just
the same as usual 2and making no preparations for a
visit from the Board of Health, it was noticeable in
a walk through the Chinese quarters yesterday that
a general cl2aning up and refurbishing was going
on on all sldes. The spokesmen of the Chinese resi-
dents declared that there would be no opposition
to the fumigation of Chinatown or to any other
measures that the Board of Health might deem it
necessary to take. Should the Board insist on vac-
cinating all the Chinamen, however, the latter
would in all probability put up an exceedingly
strong kick. Although the Chinese are stoics in
many ways they dread being subjected to the knife
or lancet in the hands of foreign doctors.
