•WORKING FOR INDEPENDENT CANDIDATES.

It was rumored yesterday that when the Execu-
tive Committee of the Antl-Imperlalist League cf
America' me^ts in Chicago on Monday next a num-
ber of the leaders will strongly urge the placing of
an independent Republican ticket in the field on an
unequivocal anti-imperialist platform. When the
anti-imperialists held their conference at the Plaza
Hotel In this city on Monday last they said that no
action of any sort would be taken until after the
Kansas City Convention. This would afford an op-

portunity to see what kind of a platform the Bry-
anites were going to offer the voters, and it is
understood that if the money plank is made less
radical all the anti-imperialists, no matter whether
they voted the Republican ticket in 1896 or not, will
be satisfied to vote for Bryan direct.

"here are others among the anti-imperialists,
however, who want an independent ticket, with ex-
Secretary George S. Boutwell. of Massachusetts, at
its head, and It Is believed that at the meeting in
Chicago on Monday those who want an independent
ticket will make themselves heard. The latter be-
lieve that a third ticket will catch all the dis-
affected Republicans who might otherwise be
tempted to '•backslide" from their position of hos-
tility to the Administration as the campaign ad-
vances.

On the other hand, it Is not believed by those who
have watched the history of third party efforts that
the anti-imperialists will feel like spending the
necessary money to make a vigorous right for a
third ticket. In the almost certain election of Me-
Klnley, the third ticket would be the laughing
stock of the people, and the men who spent their
money to carry on the canvass would have nothing:
to show for their effort. The Gold Democrats in 1596
had a wholesome vital sentiment hack of them in
their work, and' their fight had for one of Its tangi-
ble results the defeat of the Democratic ticket in
Kentucky. The anti-imperialists are strongest In
rock-ribbed Republican States, and could trot hope
to bring about such results as those achieved "by the
Gold Democrats four years ago.

THE GOVERNOR'S WESTERN PLANS.
NO POLITICAL SPEECHES ON HIS JOURNEY

THROUGH KANSAS AND OKLAHOMA.

Chicago, June 29.—Governor Roosevelt of New-
York will reach this city on the Lake Shore Lim-
ited at 4:30 o'clock to-morrow afternoon, on his
way to Oklahoma City to attend the annual re-
union of Roush Riders. He will remain In Chicago
over Sunday, probably as the guest of Paul Morton,
second vice-president, of the Atchison, Topeka and
Santa Fe Railroad. He will start for Oklahoma
with Mr. Morton and several invited guests at 6
o'clock Sunday afternoon. The trail? i? due in
Kansas City at S:3O o'clock Monday morning. A
special will be made up there and leave at »
o'clock for the scene of the reunion. On the way
ten or fifteen minute stops willbe made at differentpoints in Kansas and Oklahoma.

The Governor has stated that he is going to the
reunion as the commander of the regiment and asa private citizen, and not as the Republican candi-
date for Vice-President of the United States. it isprobable that he will make a short speech at some

stood will not refer to politics, his remarks being
simply in the v.ay of an acknowledgment of thegreetings which it is believed tho people will accord
him during his journey through Kansas and Okla-
homa. Arrangement! for this trip were made ayear ago nt the time of the reunion at Las Vegas.

NOTIFICATION OF ROOSEVELT JULY 12.
Waphtngton. June 29.—Senator Wolcott. who was

a caller at the White House to-day, said that he
had Just received notice from the Republican Na-
tional Committee of his appointment as chairman
of the committee to Inform Governor Roosevelt of
his nomination as candidate for Vice-President. He
said he would be at the Waldorf-Astoria Hotel In
New-York on the evening of July U. where he de-
sired to meet the other members of the Notifica-
tion Committee. At 10 o'clock on the morning ofJuly 12 the committee will proceed to Oyster Bay
where the formal notification to the Governor willtake place.
