Paris, June 29.—A representative of The As-
sociated Press was informed to-day that as a
result of negotiations between the Powers an
agreement has been arrived at which provides
for the maintenance of the status quo as re-
gards spheres of influence and commercial
agreements, and also respecting the nature of
the guarantees and compensations which will
be demanded from China.

According to the understanding the inter-
national army of occupation will consist of 80,-
0¥) men. Russia and Japan will provide 12,000
each, Britain will provide 10,000 men,
France 5000, and Germany, America and the
other Powers 5,000 each.

REPORTS ABOUT THE MINISTERS.
A MESSAGE FROM PEKING THROUGH CHI-
NESE SBOURCES SAYS THEY ARE THERE.

London, June 20.—The British Consul at Che-
Foo telegraphed to the Foreign Office to-day
that a message from Peking to the Taotaj of
Customs at Tien-Tsin says the foreign legations
are still at Peking.

The fact that & large international force is on
its way to Peking is taken in London to mean
that the commanders at Teku and Tien-Tsin
consider “some one” at the capital stands in
need of relief, so it is accepted as supporting the
hope that the legations have been kept {n safety
there. But {t is impossible to deduce a satis-
factory conclusion from the absclutely antago-
nistic telegrams, the most contradictory of which
appear to emansate from the same source, the
Viceroy of Nanking. The Viceroy's strange re-
port that the Ministers were arranging peace
terms remains unexplained.

Berlin, June 20.—The German Consul at Che-
Foo telegraphs, under date of June 28, that
nothing is known concerning the foreign Min-
isters. He adds that the railroad between Taku
and Tien-Tsin is still threatened, and that the
bombardment of Tien-Tsin on the west side
continues, though the Chinese shells explode
badly. It was also said that three residents
had been killed or wounded.

SOUTHERN VICEROYS PRESERVE ORDER.

RINGLEADERS OF A MOB WHICH HAD AT-
TACKED A FRENCH PARTY BEHEADED.

Paris, June 29.—The Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, M. Delcassé, informed the Cabinet Coun-
cil that the Viceroy of Yun-Nan had
telegraphed that M. Francols, the French Con-
sul, and his party, who left Yun-Nan-Sen on June
24, had reached Tong-Hali, halfway to Tonquin,

June 27, safely.

In event of this
supply being shut off the dealers will have to fall
back on India. This will be rather unsatisfactory
to consumers, as they will have to acquire a new
taste: in other worde, learn to drink tea over again
The India product has a different flavor and seems
bitter. A large stock of it is always held in re-
serve and may easily be imported. Japan, it is
sald, will not be able to increase her export to any
great extent fn the prospective emergency, thougn
a closer picking of the leaves may add a few thou-
sand boxes. The entire Formosan crop s also being
shipped.

The wholesale dealers are watching newspaper
reports of the Chinese situartion closely. They will
receive private advices regarding the tea crop as
s0on as their agents in the East get definite infor-
mation.

BRITISH LOSSES UNDER SEYMOUR.
CAPTAIN BEYTS AND TWENTY-FOUR MEN

KILLED

London, June 28.—In the House of Commons
to-day the Parliamentary Secretary of the For-
eign Mr. Brodrick, announced that the
British losses with Vice-Admiral Sevmour's
force, which, with the rest of the relief force,
had returned to Tien-Tsin June 26, were:

GREEN TEA MAY HAVE TO BE GIVEN UP.

IMPORTERS HAVE ONLY MODERATE BSUP-
PLIES AND PRICES ADVANCE.

The rebellion of the Chinese Boxers is already
making f{tself felt on the local tea market, and
the wholesale dealers in the Water and Front st
districts are snxiously awaiting further develop-
ments The warlike rumors received yesterday
sent the dealers who found themselves short into
the street ready to buy at a decided advance and
willing to run the risk of the war cloud fading
away.

A direct consequence of the rebellion is a rise in
the price of green tea of from 10 to 1§ per cent.
This tea comes only from China, and is the first
to show a direct advance. Prices on Formosa
tea have been ralsed from 6 to 7 per cent in sym-
pathy. Formosa is now controlled by Japan and
will not be directly affected by trouble within the
Chinese Empire. Japanese tea has also gone up
slightly, but not from war troubles. The first
erop in Japan this year was short, and the product

lable for export will be less than usual

The wholesale deaiers say that it will be some
time before the consumers will feel the rise in
prices. They say the retall dealers are making a
big profit In tea and can stand a 30 per cent ad-
vance without putting up the retail price. How-
ever, if tea shipments from China should be long
retarded the retell dealers will undoubtedly raise
their prices

New-York tea importers have a fair stock on
hand. It is not so large as they carried before
the present duty was imposed and the standard
raised. Some of this year's Chinese crop has al-

ready arrived, but the bulk of {t was to be shipped
between July and November. As yet no indication
has been given by the Chinese shippers that they
will be unable to 1o corders. Most of the

‘“Tony” Waller, as he Is endearingly calle@
throughout the service, was appointed to the
Marine Corps from Virginia and commissioned seo-
ond lieutenant on June 16, 1880. His first sea duty
was on the frigate Lancaster in the Mediterranean,
where she took part in the bombardment of Alex-
andria, Egypt. The emergencies met there were
similar to those in China. Egyptian agents aad'
scldlers were furious over the presence of English
and French marines, belleving that they had come
for permanent occupation of the country. The
Lancaster landed a detachment of marines, includ.
ing Lieutenant Waller, who won distinction in the
subsequent operations, and was officially commaend-
ed In reports. One iocident in which he was par-
ticularly conspicuous was the raid of a band of
enraged priests and natives, whe set fire to a store=
house containing quantities of ammunition. Waller,
accompanied by a small number of men dashed
into the group of incendiaries and quickly quelled
their rioting and turned his attention to the burn=
ing butlding. Hils little squad hastily broke thelr
way into the store and removed between 1500 and
20,000 rounds of cartridges at the imminent risk of

their lives and with the result of saving the lives
of numerons foreigners living close by. Agaln he
was the hero of the hour when the Alexandrians
set fire to a hospital where there were a score or
more of Greek women. Waller was there just In
time to rescue the terrified !nvallds. With notable
presence of mind he devised a ladder out of bed-
clothing and lowered one after another safely to his
men on the ground.

For some years after his achievements at Alex-
andria he remained on sea duty. and was promoted
in 1885 to first lleutenant.
