FIVE BROOKLYN SOCIETIES COMPETE.

Five Brooklyn societies will compete for the
Kaiser's prize— the Arion, the Sangerbund, the
Williamsburg, the Deutsches Liederkranz and
the Beethoven Liederkranz. The other three
competing societies are the Junger Manner-
chor. of Philadelphia; the West Newark Quar-
tet Club and the Kreutzer Quartet Club, of Man-
hattan.

THE KAISER PRIZE.
The Kaiser's prize is said by those who have

seen it to be beautiful Indesign and workman-
ehlp. It Is of solid silver and stands three and
one-half feet in height. Itis worth $12,000. in a
marketable sense, but is practically beyond
value as a trophy. It was selected by the Em-
peror himself from twoscore artists' designs sub-
mitted by the best artists of Germany. The
pong to be sung by the societies in this compe-
tition and the music to which the song Is to be
sung were Effected out of several hundred sub-
mitted. The selection was made by the Music
Committee of the sangerbund.

The Kaiser's song, which is entitled "My Ger-
man Song," was composed by Peter Fassbender.
of Switzerland. The words are by Adolph Hacht-
mann, of Brooklyn.

Err peror William of Germany has given a
statue of a mediaeval minstrel, for which only

eight societies will compete. This small num-
ber is due to the fact that most of the aspiring

societies were frightened at the admitted supe-
riority of the Brooklyn Sangerbund. This so-
ciety has for its director Louis Kommenich.
There will be ninety-five voices in his chorus.
A royal competition of song is expected. The
singing for the Kaiser's prize has been reserved
for Wednesday, July 4. The greatest Interest
of the week is centred in this competition. The
winning society may hold the trophy until the
next National festival, when it must be offered
a-gain for competition, the holder being ex-
cluded from the contt-pt.
