CLUB MEETING.
London, June 30.—Out of four events which

Princeton contested at the summer meeting of the
London Athletic Club at Stamford Bridge to-day
the Princeton men won three, which, as Manager
Jameson «aid. waa better than they expected.
Judging from the performances of the English
cracks to-day, Princeton. Pennsylvania. George-
town and the New-York Athletlo Club should al-
most sweep the boards Saturday when they com-
pete in the amateur athletic championships of Eng-
land. Pennsylvania will probably be credited with
the lion's share of the honors, although no Ameri-
can competed In the running to-day, the visitors
confining their energies to Jumping «nd putting tha
weights. However, it was evident that unless the
climate of England wreaks unexpected havoc, the
visitors should have no difficulty in securing some
of the running contests.

The weather was cold and wet, an'i the afternoon
proved a trying one for the comp<nltors. Princeton
was peculiarly unfortunate, for In addition to hav-
ing Perry in'A up. Horton hurt himself In the pole
Jump, and may not be able to compete next week.
The most friendly spirit existed between the Eng-
Ush and American competitors. Carroll, when Laa-
celles failed to clear the bar and gave the Tigers
the vlcto-y. won golden opinions by stepping for-
ward, shak'r.g hands and warmly saying, "It was
onp Of the prettiest bits of Jumping Ihave ever
seen, sir."

The winiiins Americans received far more ap-
plause than did those of England. Daffy, of George-
town, who is relied on to secure the hundred yard
dash, took a run on the track after the games and
seemeel in excellent shape. Secretary Herbert, of
tho Amateur Athletic Association, when asked what
he though of the Americans, said: "They are a
splendid lot of men, and Ifear we have pot few
who will have a look in for the championships."

SONS OF OLD ELI FAIL TO BAT WTTH
'

EFFECT INTHE GAME TO DECIDE
THE TIE-A SPLENDIDLT

CONTESTED BATTLE.
The final game between the Yale and Harvard

baseball teams waa played at the Polo Grounds
yesterday, the brawny wearers of the crimson an.l
the "H" coming off victorious rather easily. Itwas a sportsmanlike battle, fought by foes worthy
of each other, and the four thousand specta-
tors present enjoyed the contest to the end.although it lasted much longer than the usual
game of baseball. The behavior of the players
and the character of the spectators were in vast
ccntrast to the usual scenes at this mismanaged
field of sport.

The Yale men seemed reasonably sure of a vio- ;
tory before the game hegan. and there were many j
Prlncetonians present whose sympathies were ail '
with the wearers of the blue. Had Yale won. Prince- ;
ton would have had a clear title to the champion-
ship. Yale did not win. however, and th« ques- I
tlon of supremacy is still unsettled and likeiy to
remain so. The Tigers won both games from Yale
and won and lost a game with Harvard. Accord- ,
Ing to the college men, there Is little chance that i
Princeton and Harvard will meet for a final strug-
gle. Such a game would be well worth going mll«"s
to see. Harvard men say that they are satisfied
with defeating Yale, and that they care nothingabout an extra game with the men from Old Nas-sau.

The contest yesterday was splendidly played as
to fielding, and the base running as a whole wasgood. Harvard's superiority was clearly proved
in batting, as the score will show. 14 hits to 8
Btsldes thl«. most of Harvard's hitting was of thehard, safe sort, the ball leaving the bat with a.
crack not unlike a pistol shot. Then Hanard earned
two of her runs, while Yale did not earn any. Still-
man pitched with masterly effect right through th*game, while Yale put in two pitchers. Robertson,
who started off for the sons of Ell. did not appear
to have much speed, and he retired after the fifth
inning. Garvan. who relieved him. was nervous at
the start, bul after his first Inning he did well.
Quimby and Camp did the best work for Yale.
Clark. Wendell and Laughlin won the batting hon-
ors for Harvard. A spectacular stop and throw by
Quimby in the sixth Inning was the best fielding
feature of the contest.

There was the usual turnout of pretty girls and
stately matrons dressed in the colors of their favor-
ite college or carrying the crimson of Harvard or
the blue of Yale. The Harvard sympathizers were
massed In the lower left hand end of the grand-
stand, and for onca thfy outyelled the usually noisy
Yale "rooters." Those Harvard men began to shriek
their college cries before the game started, and as
the result seemed to favor their side after the
opening inning they never stopped the din for over
two and a half hours. Harvard Vegan the sing-
ing, and her little army sang with much gusto.
"How Sorry IAm for Yale." Yale retaliated with
"Goodby. Harvard, W» Are Going to Leave You
Now."

The only unpleasant feature of th« fame occurred
In the seventh inning. Wendell was on first, when
Fincke hit sharply toward short. Camp got the
ball and forced Wendell at second. Then Camp
braced himself to throw to first in an effort to
complete a double play. Wendell interfered with
Camp and hDt words passed between the men. Camp
started toward Wendell threateningly, and Wendell
was about to "present arms" when hisses from the
grandstand brought the two players to their senses.
Wendell evidently was believed to be at fault, for
the Harvard enthusiasts failed to applaud him
when he went toward the Harvard bench.

smothered. Reid hit safely to right field, and Har-

vard's hopes rested upon Wendell. The latter re-
sporded gamely with a line drive toward left. It

looked like a safe hit. but to Yale's delight Guern-
sey rushed over and pushing out bis left hand the
ball stuck there. It was a splendid catch, and

even Harvard applauded. It was a goose egg for
each side. Yale's chances looked bright again in

the second inning. Sharpe popped up a tiny fly

which fell back of third base. Clark went after
It, but spun around like a top, with the result that

the ball fell safely, and Sharpe was credited with
a scratch hit. Hirsh struck out and Barnwell made
a senseless sacrifice. Robertson sent the ball tow-

ard short, but it struck Sharpe In the leg. Under

the rules Sharpe was out. but Umpire Simpson

did not see the play. Quimby was struck In the
back with a pitched ball, and Yale ha.l a man on
each corner of the diamond. Fortunately for the

umpire. Camp's fly to loft was captured by Lough-

lln. and Yale went to the field without a run.
How the crimson flags did wave and how the

Harvard cry vibrated In the last half of the inning,

when Harvard by clean hitting filled the bases,

with only one out! Coolidge and George made
short Infield drives, which Quimby could not handle.
Fincke's fly was gathered in by Barnwell. and
Yale felt easier. Clark hit safely to left, and Yale
felt worse until Cook made a clever throw to the
plate, keeping Coolldee on third.

The scenes at the Garden City links yesterday
were prophetic of the bustle and activity that will
attend to-morrow's championship. Throughout the
day the. course was crowded with players, and
though no detailed scores were kept It was com-
paratively easy to estimate the probabilities of
to-morrow's qualifying round.
