EPISCOPACY IX THE PRILIPPIXES.

From The Standard (Baptist).
The Anglo-American Church -was organized by*

Chaplain C C. Pierce, once a Baptist, now a most
ardent High Church Episcopalian. Though exer-
cising a commission In the Regular Army he Is
styled "rector" of this church, and his congre-
gation at the Cuartel de Esparta is the most rep-
resentative "Protestant" body In th« islands.

Upon arrival here In the autumn of 1338 he ad-
dressed himself to th*» task of acquiring a mastery
of Spanish, and he succeeded, and Is able to preach
fluently In that language. In addition to his
numerous duties he sought to reach the Filipino
by conducting complete Episcopal services inSpan-
ish, and in this way influenced no: a few publicly '
and over their own signatures to renounce Roman-
Ism. So far as practicable he conformed to their
religious notions, and accordingly made his altar
gleam with many candles. Episcopalians iv«

themselves expressed surprise at the splendor of?
ceremonial to be witnessed at the Anglo-American
church. Some thousands of dollars now stand to
the credit In the bank of th!s congregation.

Chaplain Pierce is now In th« United. States, and
Is expected to return to Manila with a largo turn
of money with which to erect an edifice and founda school. Not only does he attract the Filipino,butduring his absence Chaplain Marvine has received
Into that communion several of the wealthiest
Chinese in Manila, who have heretofore been at

The coal trade at Leghorn in IS3?. says the British
Consul at that place, calls for special comment, as
the market has been in a very unsettled stats
throughout the year. Owing to a. temporary drop
In freights at the end of IS3S and the beginning
18C-9. large quantities of coal were Imported by way
of speculation, and the market became so greatly
oversupplied that such importers as were not in a
position to stock their coal on shore without loss to
themselves were obliged to sell their cargoes on
arrival for what they could get, and prices conse-
quently fell considerably. The congestion lasted
until about May. when thin/ again began to take
their normal course, and prices were further
stiffened owing to the effect which the Belgian
miners' strike had on British coal markets.

The coal famine, which set in last November, has
had the effect of attracting American coal to the
Italian market. The high price which British coal
has now attained more than made up for the
handicap in freight withwhich American exporters
have hitherto had to tend. i- is probable,
however, that the quantity Imported would have
been considerably larger had the consumers here
not been somewhat chary of buying a new kind of
coal of the qualities of which they knew nothing.
especially as at tlrst the difference in price) a3
compared with British coal was slight. At pres-
ent, however. American coal Is about 12 shillings a-
ton cheaper, free on board, while the freight from
the United States to Leghorn Is about -4 shillings
above that from the United Kingdom, thus leaving
American coal a margin of about 3 shillings a
ton. Of course, when the British market regains
its normal condition. United States coal will again
be at a disadvantage unless favored by an excep-
tional condition of the American freight market,
but having once gained a footln? It Is conceivable
that it may continue to be Imported by liner*
which may prefer to fill up with coal at an excep-
tionally low rate to returning to the Mediterranean
with incomplete cargoes, as sometimes happen.

Isupposed at first that the redeeming
feature of existence there was the abundance of
good things to eat which the locality afforded. De-
licious pompano, sheepshead and mackerel could b«»
caught with ease at any time: there was a reef of
excellent oysters hardly a stone's throw away;
crabs and shrimp abounded all along the coast,

and a neighboring bayou was full of Florida ter-
rapin thnt could hardly be distinguished from the)
superb Chesapeake diamond backs. To my aston-
ishment Ifound the natives regarding these dell
cueles with contempt. They very seldom ate any
of the flsh Ihave mentioned, and, strange to say.
preferred dried mullet, which ire caught at certain
seasons and preserved in Immense quantities. I
have seen them toss aside a string of beautiful
pompano. fresh from the water, and cook a salt
mullet that looked like a section of sole leather.
The terrapin they regarded as 'plzen.' but they
were rather fond of land turtles, or 'gophers.'
which they baked In old style Dutch ovens. The
flesh of the gopher resembles tough, stringy beef.
But what they liked best of all was 'whttr meat.'
or fat bacon, which they occasionally purcha^d at
a nearby town. We had a big chunk of it In camo.
and 1 won the hearts of a whole family by present-
ing It to them as a p.rting gift. The man who
wrote 'de gustibus' certainly knew what he was
about."

The Keene colt Petruchio. son of Domino, out
of Katharine 11. and the winner of the Brooklyn
Derby, was thought by many persons to be a
formidable candidate for the Realization Stakes, atSheepshead Bay, on Wednesday. July 4. but he
hns broken down, and James Rowe, his trainer.
says that he is not likely to run again this year.
Petruchlo was second in th» Belmont. at a mile
and three furlongs, at Morris Park, and first In
the. Brooklyn Derby, at a mile and a half. There-
fore, many turfmen thought that Petruchlo might
have a fine chance In the Realization, at a mile
and five furlongs.

The Keene stable has had its share both of good
luck and bad luck this year. Disguise, one of the
sons of Domino, would be one of the most popular
and admired candidates for the Realization if hewere here. But he was sent to England, with thehope that he might win the Dt^hy. He ran third
in the Derby, which was a creditable perform-
ance, even ifhe did not win it. Ifboth the Keene
colts. Disguise and Petruchlo. were on hand for
the Realization, and both were fit and well, the
Keene colors would probably be In front on
Wednesday. But. o.f course, Mr. Keene would be
better pleased to capture the world renowned
Derby, rather than the Realization.

The Keene stable is amazingly strong in 1900.
Disguise is certainly a colt of merit or he would
not have been even third In the Derby. Virginia
Earle Is a filly of some speed-In fact, she was a
stake two-year-old filly in this country last season.
She is now in England and has been a winner there.
Consider Voter. What a sprinter he Is! Mr. Keene
has several horses in the older division that can
fake in a prize now and then.

Next glance at the Keene array of two-year-olds :
Commando is no Boer, although he has a Trans-
vaal name. He is a champion warrior. And Tommy
Atkins can hold his own fairly also. Can't Cap and
Bella fly? And Olympian, Outlander and several
other youngsters in the Keene collection know how
to pick up their heels a bit. It's a pity that Pe-
truchio has broken down. He might have won a
number of stakes for Mr. Keene. Including per-
haps, the Realization.Some of Mr. Maddens dearest and closest old
friends demur to what he told them Friday before
the Demurrer race. They say Mr. Madden hinted
to them that Demurrer was a fainthearted racer,
while in the race he was actually as bold as a
lion. Hut these old friends of Mr. Madden must
surely have misunderstood the true significance of
his words. Nothing pleases Mr. Madden so muchas to put his true friends on a genuine good thing,
and he would prefer at any time to lose money
himself rather than to cause his friends to lose It.
Mr. Madden was amazed when Demurrer was suc-
cessful, because lie felt sure that the creature's
faint heart would cause him to stop and quit. Some
bets on Demurrer were put on in certain poolrooms,
but Mr. Madden hail nothing to do with them.
They were wagered without his knowledge or con-
sent. Demurrer's name appears In the Hat of prob-
able starters inone of to-day's races, and it willbe
interesting to see if he quits because of his faint
heart. These fainthearted \horses sometimes pur-
loin a hit of bravery somewhere and display marked
speed.

Prince Charles. Commando, The Parader and Elk-
horn seem to be Ina class of two-year-olds all by
themselves.

Some of the handleappers thought that Sanders
spoiled a daily "shoo in" on Saturday. A promi-
nent plunger and several assistants were unduly
confident that the Dwyer stable ha. l the purse won
before the race was actually started.

One of the fleet fillies of the Keene stable may be
an added starter In the Vernal Stakes.
