The Jury in the case of Alfred R. Goslln,
'

Eugene L. Packer, Charles T. Davis and Henry

Bcgert, accused of conspiring to depress the
Trice of Brooklyn Rapid Transit stock, returned
a verdict yesterday in the Criminal Branch of

the Supreme Court, holding the first three de-
fendants named guilty of the charge against
them, and acquitting Bogert, as directed by the
Court.

The jury took thirty minutes to consider the
case. It was discharged with the thanks of the
Court for Its "Intelligent consideration" cf the
case as soon as its report was subnltt^d.
, Justice Puramaa instructed the Sheriff to take

the convicted men to the Tombs, and to return
thorn before him at 10:90 o'clock to-day for
fentence.

Something of a sensation was created by

Justice Fursman Just before the usual adjourn-

ment for luncheon, when he made this an-
nouncement:

Gentlemen of the Jury. Iwill not permit you toseparate. You \u25a0rill go to your lunch in the care
of a court offlcer. One of your number has tiled
an affidavit with me saylns; that he had been of-
lerod money to disagree In this case. The affidavit
Fays further that the man who offered him money
told him he had already fixed another of tho jury-
mtn. The matter is now under investigation

'

desire to tell the Jury that any Juror to whom suchan offer was made and who failed to report it to the
Court is liable to severe punishment.

No further Information as to the affidavit filed
•was vouchsafed by Justice Fursman. The
lawyers connected with the case were seen and
afked about the affidavit, but they refused to

discuss it. Inevery quarter there was a disin-
clination to soy i.n;;hinj ah.i •: It.

The statement caused much comment among
the lawyers, the defendants and the spectators.
It was an unusual statement for the presiding
Justice to make at such a time, the lawyers
said. Goslln and the other defendants were
much dejected.

'"No friend of mine." said Goslin. "would be
Fuch a fool. We didn't want a disagreement, for
we ought to have been acquitted."

As soon as Justice Fursman took his seat
after recces ex-Governor Black, of counsel for
the defence, moved that the case be taken from
the jury, saying:

FIFTEEN PERSONS BELIEVED TO HAVE

PERISHED AT DIFFERENT POINTS.

Seattle. Wash.. July 2.—ln the storm off the Behring
Sea coast, on June 6, the sloop Seattle, with seven
men aboard, was capsized. Itis believed by the of-
ficers of the steamer Aberdeen, which has arrived
here from Nome, that all of the occupants were
drowned.

The body of A. Pavey. one of the party on the
sloop, was washed ashore twelve miles below Bluff
City, n«?:ir the new Topfe ik diggings, and near it
also the wreck of the sloop. Three other occu-
pants of the sloop who are mlsisng were Neal Adalr
and Frank Alger, both of Seattle, and a man
named J. McFarron. A Mr. Wallace is supposed to
have bf-en another member of the party.

Adiary found on Pavey gave Information relative
to the expedition, which left Dawson on May 14.
On that date he and McFarron and Thomas M- -
Fadden left Dawson in a small boat. At Circle City
McFadden refused to go further on account of the
treacherous state of the Yukon ice. Pavey and
McFarron. being utiable to handle the craft, aban-
doned it and later took passage on the sloop Seat-
tle, which contained five passengers. The names

drowning of a party of four—one woman and three
men

on May Is on the Yukon, ten miles below the
