stitute an Independent Invest ion and that steps

will be taken to bring about an absolute enforce-
ment of all the fire regulations.

While tho talk of an advance of rates on "floating1

policy contracts" is merely of, a tentative charac-
ter, it Is probable that there willbe enrac readjust-
ments of rates oi certain classes of risks. Agente
of some of Ihe foreign companies ho were seen
yesterday admitted that they were in communica-
tion with their bead offices with respect to thismatter.

Further inquiries in marine insurance circles yes-
terday led to the conclusion that, the estimates
made on Monday, which computed the loss to the
Insurance companies at 000,000, were somewhat
excessive. Anton A. Haven, president of the At-
lantic Mutual Insurance Company, said yesterday
that a more careful investigation tended to show
that tlm tirst estimates had been somewhat exag-
gerated. Nevertheless the lire has hit nearly
every marine company of Importance represented
In this city, and the losses sustained will go insome degree to nffsi t the hands profits made by
the marine companies during t i,.- war with Spain,
when rates were greatly Increased, while the losseswere extremely small.

TUG OWNERS TAKE STEPS TO RECOVER
FROM THFI NORTH GERMAN LLOYD.

The following libels fnr salvage njcainpt th»
•teamen of the North German Lloyd Line were
Bled y-sterday with the Clerk of the f'nited States
TMstrict Court:

LIBELS FILED FUR SALVAGE

No bodies were recovered yesterday from the in-
teriors of the steamships Main or Bremen, lying
on the flats near the West Shore ferry. in Wee-
hawken. The condition of the vessels will not per-
mit of a close Inspection of the decks beneath the
\u25a0waterllne. Clangs of men employed by the Merritt
& Chapman Wrecking Company are at work
night and day removing cotton from the hold of
the Bremen. One of the two divers employed is
William H. Dwyer, who recovered many of the
bodies of the Illfated battleship MaWe In Havana
Harbor.

Dwyer said yesterday, speaking of the Main: "I
don t think Iwill be able to go down Into the in-
terior of the ship for several days yet. Ifiwent
down now it would be at the risk of my life."

Th« wreck of the Bremen, which lies nearer the
shore, a short distance from the Main, has top-
pled far over on one side. She lies In about eight
feel of mud The crew of the big- wrecking tug
Monarch, which lies on the port side of the Bremen,
have placed chains around the stern of the wreck
to hold her up.

Captain Wolcott. of the I.J. Merritt, said yester-
day that Sunday morning he was lying alongside
the Bremen and pouring water into her. All handswere busy on the port aide, and no one was watch-Ing the starboard. He ascended to the pilot house
and saw that the tugs which had been laboring toget the blazing Main on the flats had lost control
of her in the strong tide, and the burning vesselwas drifting down upon htm. only live cable lengthsaway. He shouted to bis men and lumped to the
wheel. The lines were fast to the Bremen Th-ywere cut with axes. To run forwad was to run the
Merritt into the mud. There did not seem time to
back out, but he took the chance He rang for fullspeed astern, and she responded quickly but as hepassed out bis two sides grazed either vessel. In
all his career as a wrecker Captain SVoleotl said
it was his narrowest esi ape, for a few Inches wouldhave crashed the Merritt between the two vessels
both of which were burning.

As he backed out, the captains of other tugs
alongside the Bremen bagged him for God's sakenot to desert them, as they knew the Merritt wasnolillng the Bremen up. nnd she was In danger ofturning on her side and crushing the smaller boats
under her rail. The Main grounded when her sternwas within a few feet of the Bremen but later shemoved around so that Captain Wolcott was ableto run In between and work upon both vessels atone«.
