We hold thai the Constitution follows the flag
and denounce the doctrine that an Executive or
CongTees, deriving their existence at>.l tlnir
powers from the Constitution, can exercise law-
ful authority beyond it.

If this last doctrine Is true, bow can the
Executive and Congress exercise any authority
to give the Filipinos stable government, or In-
dependence, or protection, or anything else but
the rule which, :ts citizens of the Inited Staffs,

is their Inalienable riirlit under the. Constitution
of the United States? What does the Democ-
racy mean by saying that "the Filipinos cannot
"be citizens without endangeriug our ctviltsa-
•tion." while proclaiming that all territory of thr»
rutted States Is under the Constitution with Its
Inhabitants on the road to state government!
The party protests that It is n moral outrage
aud a legal usurpation to have withheld citizen*
ship and full constitutional rights from a Porto
Rlcan for an instant after the ratification of
the treaty of annexation.
