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FUSION ON THE BRYAN TICKET.

SILVER REPUBLICANS ACCEPT STEVENSON—
POPULISTS UNCERTAIN ABOUT TOWNE—
HE GOES TO SEE BRYAN.

Kansas City, Mo, July 7—The Democratic Na-
tional Committee resumed its sessions to-day at
the Kansas City Club. The representatives of the
Populists and Silver Republicans attended the
meeting. Nearly every State in which the Popu-
list and Silver Republican strength is necessary to

carry the State for the Democracy was pledged |

to Bryan and Stevenson. The exceptions were Ne-
braska. Kansas and South Dakota, the representa-
tives of these States saying they thought it ex-
tremely doubtful whether they could be carried
for Bryan unless a Populist should remain in the
field. ¥

At the same time they claimed they did not care
to sacrifice Mr. Towne and force him to become
a Watson, even on a smaller scale. The Silver Re-
publicans and Populists representing the three
States named did not talk very encouragingly.
They said Populists and Silver Republicans might
to some extent vote the Republican ticket, while
other Populists, who had heretofore acted with
the regular organization, would go over to the
middle-of-the-road ticket nominated at Cincinnati.

Stress was laid upon the danger of losing four
Senators in the three States. The Sllver Republi-
cans said there would be no doubt about carrying
the mountain States, but they had little hope of
the Pacific Coast. The matter of running a third
ticket probably will be determined after a confer-

“ST. PAUL GLOBE” BOLTS BRYANISM.

St. Paul, Minn., July 7 (Special).—"The St.

Acting Chairman Edmiston, General James B.
Weaver and Thomas Patterson spoke for the
Populists, while Chairman Tillotson, ex-Senator
Dubols and Representative Shafroth spoke for the
Silver Republicans. All of the Silver Republicans
piledged their hearty support to the Bryan and
Stevenson ticket, and the Populists said they were

earnestly in favor of the election of Bryan, but |
prointed out the difficulty of the indorsing of this |
ticket by the Populist Committee without being |

placed in the position of dictators of the party,
something that the Populists of Kansas, Nebraska
and South Dakota would not stand.

The Silver Republicans presented the names of
Chairman Tillotson, Senator Teller and ex-Sena-
tor Dubois for representation on the Democratic
Executive Committee. The Populists did not pre-
sent any names for this committee, saying that
until they could confer with the leaders in the
various States they would take no action.

It was determined that addresses in the interest
of the Bryan and Stevenson ticket shall be issued
scon by the Democratic and Silver Republican par-
ties, to be followed later by an address from the
Populist party when it is ready to act.

Chairman Jones said everything was working
toward harmonious action by all of the ‘“reform"”
forces, and that indications are that all parties will
be pulling together for the Bryan and Stevenson
ticker.

At 12:30 p. m. the committee adjourned sine die. A
number of the leaders started for Lincoln this af-
téernoon to confer with Mr. Bryan.

Practical fusion between the Populist and Dem-
ocratic parties on the Presidential tickets has
been decided upon by the Populist National Com-
mittee. TUnless present plans are changed, how-
ever, the Democratic Vice-Presidential candidate
will not be indorsed, whether or not Charles A.
Towne decides to withdraw his name as the candi-
date of the Populist party, as this, it is feared.
would result in a large deflection to the middle-of-
the-road Populists. Mr. Towne started for home
this afternoon, but will stop over at Lincoln, on
the invitation of Mr. Bryan.

The whole situation will be thoroughly discussed,
and upon Mr. Bryan's views on the matter will
depend in a large measure Mr. Towne's decision in
regard to the Vice-Presidency. He will not an-
nounce his decision until he has also had con-
ferences with other leaders in both the Democratic
and Populist parties, until he communicates
with the Populist Natioral Committee, which will
not be for several days at least, that body will take
no further action. In case Mr. Towne decides to
withdraw his name as the Vice-Presidential candi-
date of the Populist party, the National Committee
will select another candidate. _

The sentiment apparently is against the indorse-
ment of Mr. Stevenson on account of the pecullar
conditions existing in several of the estern
States, notably Kansas, Nebraska and South Da-
kota, where the Populist vote is larger than the
Democratic, and where the Populist leaders fear
the straight indorsement of the Democratic ticket
will jeopardize the success of the ticket. But the
parties will work together in this way: In the
States where the Populist strength is the greater
the understanding will be that the electors on both
tickets will favor Bryan and Towne. This will
apply especlally to the Western States. In the
Eastern States and other sections, where the Popu-
lists admit their party is distastefu] to the Demo-
crats, the electoral ticket will be for Bryan and
Stevenson.

In the electoral college. according to the general
plan as outlined, it is the intention to unite the
vote, probabiy on Mr. Stevenson. This general
lan was outlined at the meeting of the Populist
?\'atlnnal Committee which was held last night.
“The whole idea is to concentrate our forces and

and

work for the success of Willlam J. Bryvan,” sald
former Congressm Ridgly, of Kansas, to-day
“The Democratic platform and ticket are satis-

factory to us, but peculiar conditions exist in many
States where our strength is the greatest, and we
consider it advisable to have a complete Populist
ticket in the field, as in this way we can best hold
our forces.”

The Silver Republican National Committee has
voted unanimously to place Adlai E. Stevenson in
nomination for Vice-President, and to co-operate in
every way with the Democratic party for the suc-
cess of the ticket, No opposition to this action was
made by any member of the committee, the debate
being solely on the question of the best time to
take such action. In view of the feeling shown by
the Silver Republican delegates vyesterday over
Charles A. Towne's defeat for nomination by the
Democratic Convention, several members of the
committee advocated a postponement of final ac-
tion for thirty days, but it was finally decided that
delay would resuit in no good, and Stevenson was
accordingly placed on the ticket, the coquinee

JUST TO SAY THAT “THE SILVER

PRACTICALLY SETTLED."

QUESTION 1S

Washington. July 7 (Special).—Speaking of the
Democratic National ticket to-day, ex-Representa-
tive Springer, of Illinols, said:

It is the best ticket that could have been nom-
inated by the Democrats. I represented in Con-
gress an adjoining district to Mr. Stevenson's for
many years, and know how popular he is. Many
things at Kansasg City indicated that the Gold Dem-
ocrats are going to get back into line and will sup-
port the ticket. The silver question is practically
disposed of. It is put away off in a corner, and wiil
cause no trouble.

It is recalled that when Mr. Springer thought he
was a candidate for the Speakership of the House
of Representatives of the LIId Congress, Mr. Ste-
venson was one of the principal managers of his
campaign. Mr. Springer controlled four or five
votes. The race between Mills and Crisp was an
exceedingly close one, and Springer and Hatch, of
Missouri, between them held the balance of power.
There were some interesting negotiations after the
first caucus and before the second one. Crisp was
elected Speaker, Springer became chairman of the
celebrated “popgun” Ways and Means Committee;
Hatch of the Committee on Agriculture, and Hol-
man, who had pledged his vote to both of the lead-
ing candidates ard voted for the successful one,
was rewarded with the chairmanship of the Appro-
priations Committee. Crisp. Holman and Hatch
have all passed away, but Springer is still with us,

he Republican Convention met at Philadeiphia
nr;r'ruesd;l\y to nominate a candidate for the Presi-
deney, and, as was fully expected, decided finaily
upon Mr. McKinley, who, whether the best Ca'ndl-
date or not, divides the party least. The Vice-
President is Governor Roosevelt, who in deference
to the unanimous wish of the party has reluctant-
ly consented to accept an honor which often in-
volves political extinction. How reluctantly may

They decide to keep the
Philippines and Porto Rico, while granting .l:!‘hts
of local sei-government, but promise Cuba “inde-
pendence’’ by and by. They hope the South
African War will end honorably for both partles,
but are rather vehement about the Nicaragua
Canal, which they wish to see controlled, as well
as owned, by the United States. Altogether, the
programme Is moderate, and the cholce for Presi-
dent as good a one as circumstances permitted.
Mr. McKinley 1s possibly a little too much of a
politician, but he has won and recelves interna-
pect.

GOVERNOR AT HOME AGAIN

A DEFERRED FOURTH OF JULY CELE-
BRATION AT SAGAMORE HILL.

SAYS KANSAS CITY PLATFORM OUGHT TO
INDUCE ALL TRUE AMERICANS TO SUP-
PORT THE PHILADELPHIA TICKET.

Governor Roosevelt returned vesterday from i
his trip to Oklahomg City to attend the Rough
Riders’ reunion recently held there. The Gov-
ernor left Canton on Friday afternoon and ar-
rived in Jersey City about 2:30 in the afternoon.
Crossing the Borough of Manhattan, the Gov- |
ernor went directly to the station of the Long
Island Ralilroad, in Long Island City, and there
awaitad the departure of the 3:30 p. m. train
for Oyster Bay. The Governor's presence quick-
ly became noised about the station, and he was
soon surrounded by a crowd of men and women
cager to shake him by the hand and to congrat-
ulate him on his nomination for Vice-President
and to wish and predict him success in the com-
ing election. When the Governor was crossing ’
the North River & prominent Kentuckian stepped
up to him and told him that the l’lepubllcanY
nominee for Governor of the Blue Grass State
would unquestionably be elected this fall, and |
that the State's electoral vote would probably
be cast for McKinley and Roosevelt.

At Long Island City Colonel Roosevelt was
Joined by Lieutenant Robert Ferguson, late of |
the Rough Riders. Lieutenant Ferguson, who
is In the real estate business with Douglass
Robinson, the Governor's brother-in-law, is a
great personal friend of Colonel Roosevelt, and
accompanied him to Oyster Bay to be present
at the display of fireworks which were set off |
for the pleasure of the Governor's children in
the evening.

Colonel Roosevelt arrived at Oyster Bay at
4:46 p. m., and he and Mr. Ferguson were driven |
directly to the Governor's home, Sagamore
Hill. The road to the house was a scene of
desolation most of the way, for the terrifle
storm of Friday night, the worst that has be-
fallen that sectlon of Long Island for years,
wrought havoec with the beautiful trees of the
town and surrounding country. All over the
town were trees torn up by the roots, or even
where the trunk had withstood the shock of
the gale the tree had been bereft of many of
its limbs and most of its follage. All through |
the village the sides of the road are banked with |
these fallen trees and limbs, and it took hard
work on the part of the village authorities to I
get them to the side of the road from the centre
where they had originally fallen. About three- |
quarters of a mile from the station, and just
where the road makes its northeasterly swing |
toward Roosevelt's home, behind a smail arti- {
ficial lake, is the beautiful home of William J. |
Youngs, Governor Roosevelt's private secretary. |
Mr. Youngs has always been justly proud of |
the magnificent trees that girt his house, but, |
exposed to the full brunt of Friday’s storm, not |
one of them escaped, and fully a third to a half
of them were thrown bodily down. Some of |
these trees were of great size, and Mr. Youngs ‘
was inclined to congratulate himself on his luck |
that none of them had fallen on his house rather
than to deplore their loss, heavy as it was.

At Mr. Youngs's house Governor Roosevelt |
stopped his carriage and examined the havoe f
the storm had wrought. He then drove on to |
his own home, with a foreboding as to what
might have happened there. But the elbow of |
the hill had protected his domain, and, al- |
though the quarter of a mile from his gate to his
house lies through woodiand, there was only
one fallen tree.

Governor Roosevelt was eager to return yes-
terday, because it is his annual custom to give |
his six children the Fourth of July celebration
that is the delight of healthy American child-
hood. The i.00sevelt youngsters regard this as
one of their prerogatives of right, and there was
weeping and wailing and gnashing of teeth
when the Governor announced that on account
of the Rough Riders’' reunion he could not be
present this year. Colonel Roosevelt was as
disappointed as they, and so he said six words |
for himself and half a dozen for them, and |
compromised on a deferred celebration, which |
took place last night.

When seen at his home, just after his early |
dinner, the Governor made the following state- |
ment, with regard to his Western trip:

I genuinely and thoroughly enjoved the trip to
2nd from Oklahoma City, and have been greatly |
impressed, not only with the prosperity of the
country and the people, but also with the haughty |
American feeling that is everywhere in evidence. |
It seems to me that the platform recently adopted
by the Democratic party, together with the man- |
ner in which it was adopted, and the nominations
made, give us the right to appeal not merely to
Republicans but to every American as well who is
sensitive to honesty at home and to honor abroad |
to stand with us in this contest.

Just after the Governor's arrival a tremen- ;
dous thunder and rain storm occurred, which |
thoroughly drenched all of Oyster Bay. I

“Our celebration to-night,” the Governor re- '
marked, “is simply a Fourth of July deferred.
All my children will, of course, be there, and as
many of those of my neighhors as care to come. ,
Thanks to the raln, we will probably now be \
able to preserve the house, and we will trust in f
Providence to prevent injury to the voungsters.' ’

Promptly at eight the fireworks were started
by a rocket which, touched off by the Governor,
soared high in the air. Other rockets, roman
candles, pinwheels, crackers, and the thousand
and one other things that go to delight both |
small boys and girls, and adults, too, on a |
Fourth followed fast and followed faster, until a !
successful evening was brought to a success- |
ful close. without setting fire to the house, and |
finally each and every tired youngster, perfect-
ly intact, was tucked into his or her bed

Owing to the prominence of Sagamore Hill,
the fireworks were plainly visible from the
town, where the beautiful spectacle attracted
and held the attention of such of the towns- |
people as had not made the trip to the scene
of the celebration. All the telephone wires are
down at Oyster Bay on account of the storm, but
the Governor seemed rather to regard this in |
the light of a blessing.

ROCHESTER CAMPAIGNERS STARTLED.
ASSEMBLYMAN RODENBECK REFUSES TO RUN
AGAIN—HOSTILITY BETWEEN O'GRADY
AND ALDRIDGE.

Rochester, N. Y., July 7 (Special).—The midsum-
mer quiet which succeeded the Presidential Conven-
tion at Philadelphia has been broken in Rochester
by two detonations which have startled the polit-
ical campaigners out of their hot weather somno-
lence. One was sprung to-day in the form of an
announcement that Assemblyman A. J. Rodenbeck
would not be a candidate for renomination for the
Assembly and that he might be a candidate for
Special County Judge against Judge J. M. Stephens,
who was appointed by the Governor to fill the
vaeancy caused by the resignation of Judge Car-
nahan, now Mayor of the city.

Mr. Rodenbeck announced last Dacember that he
was a candidate for the judgeship, and that in his
opinion the fact that he had been elected a member
of the Assembly but had not yet qualified was no
constitutional bar to his appointment. But Gov-
ernor Roosevelt held otherwise. It has been an
open secret, however, that George W. Aldridge a2nd
the other Republican leaders, while friendly to
Rodenbeck. have been rather reiuctant to give sanc-
tion to this ambition. The objection did not arise
from any opposition to Rodenbeck. On the contrary,
it was based on the desire to retain him in the
Legislature. where his ability and character had
already made a good impression and where with a
few more vears' experience he could forge to the
front as one of the leaders.

The Aldridge-O’Grady fight has taken on the form
of a determination to force the momination of J.
Breck Perkins in Mr. O'Grady’s place. The lines
have been drawn sharply after much econferring
and figuring on all sides. It looks now as if not
much chance of a change of front exists. The prob-
abilities are that J. Breck Perkins will fight to the
finish as the machine candidate in opposition to
O'Grady.

FEWER CUBAN MAILS.

A TRI-WEEKLY SERVICE WITH THE UNITED
STATES.

Havana, July 7.—All of the papers in Havana
complain bitterly of the reduction in the mail
service of the United States to three times a
week. This is due to a cessation of contracts
with the Miami Line, which expired Jume 30.
“The Post” and “La Lucha™ have requested
General Wood to run the Government boat bi-
weekly. The postal authorities state that they
are endeavoring to arrange a service with a
line from Mobile, but as the present beat takes
five days from there, such a serviee would prove
very unsatisfactory.
