VOYAGE OF DOLPHIN.

MUTINEERS FROM SANTA LUCIA TRY TO
SEIZE THE SHIP-MUDEROUS TERRA

DEL FUEGIANS TRY TO BURN HER.

fan Francisco, July 8 (Special).—The steamer
Dolphin, which arrived late last night from
New-York, had an eventful voyage, marked by
narrow escapes from mutineers and from mur-
derous Terra del Fuegians. The Dolphin stopped
at Santa Lucia and took on eight negros for the
steward’'s department. Three stowaways were
also found aboard after leaving Santa Lucia,
who proved to be a bandit, an escaped mur-
derer and a lunatic. Just before reaching Mon-
tevideo the eight Santa Lucians mutinjed and
attempted to seize the ship. They were over-
powered and placed in irons, and when the ves-
sel reached Coronel, Chili, they had a trial be-
fore the American Consul, who is an English-
man. He sentenced them to three months in
the jail, which is swarming with vermin, Coro-
nel is a tough place, as the American Consul,
two days before the vessel arrived, killed a man
who was trying to rob his house, and a gang of
street roughs tried to murder the chief engineer
and the purser of the Dolphin.

In coming through Smythe Channel, to avoid
Cape Horn, the Dolphin lookout sighted a Terra
del Fuegian boat approaching the vessel in the
darkness. The boat was held up and the na-
tives were found with blazing torches, which
they were about to throw on board. A few
months ago they destroyed a Chilian man-of-
war by throwing a firebrand through a porthole
as she lay at anchor. -

When the Deolphin reached Punta Arenas the
Mayor came aboard and asked for arms, as four-
teen men had been recently murdered by the
natives. He was supplied with a three-inch gun
and some rifles. The Dolphin started to-night
for Beattle.

EXPERIMENT PERFORMED. AND DOCTORS

THINK THE CHILD WILL LIVE.
William O'Keefe, four yvears oid, of No. 2576

JEWS' SAD PLIGHT.

RUMANIAN

PROTEST AGAINST THEIR DEPORTATION
FROM NEW-YORK—A HEARING TO
BE GIVEN THEM.
[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]
Washington, July 8 —The Commissioner of Im-
migration, who had ordered the immediate de-

portation of 175 young Rumanian Jews who arrived
at New-York last week, has consented to allow
them to remain until July 21, in order to give them
time to furnish proof that they do not belong to
the excluded classes. This action is taken at the
instance of Simon Wolf, of Washington, chairman
of the Committee on Civil and Religious Rights of
the Unjon of the American Hebrew (ongregation,
and A. S. Solomons, of New-York, superintendent
of the Baron de Hirsch Trust Fund. The case of
these 175 political refugees appealed to the authori-
ties, who, it is believed, are disposed to grant them
every indulgence. They were temporarily barred
out because it was thought likely that they would
become a public charge, and also because they
could not prove to the officials that they are not of
the prohibited category.

Their story is an unusual one.
country in consequence of anti-Semitic persecu-
tion prevalent in Rumania, where Jews are de-
prived of citizenship and allowed to live only in
certain towns set aside for them. They are also
forced to act as the servants of leading Govern-
ment officials and persecuted to-day as badly as
they were in Rumania thirty years ago.

FORBIDDEN TO RETURN.

These men, having provoked official displeasure
in some way, were driven out of their homes and
received passports which distinctly state that they
may never return. This passport is regarded as re-
markable by the immigration officials. Now that
admission to the United States is refused them,
knowing as they do the impossibility of returning
to Rumania, most of the young men are in a de-
pressed frame of mind, and several have threatened
to commit suicide should this Government finally
exclude them. There is no doubt in the mind of
Mr. Wolf, however, that a decision will be rendered
in their rfavor.

Mr. Wolf says: “It is proper to say that these
refugees are not paupers, but, on the contrary
each one of them {s a mechanic or tradesman, and
all are intelligent, peaceful young men. Their lives
heretofore have been sc miserable and they have
been caused to suffer and endure such hardships
that it is thought another disappointment, such as
being denied entrance to the United States, pict-
ured to them a heaven for the persecuted, will re-
sult in a number of suicides.”

The Department will carefully consider the case
on July 21, after giving an opportunity for both
sides to produce evidence, and decide upon the mer-
its of the case.

THE PROVISION EXPORT RECORD.

FOR THE' FISCAL YEAR JUST ENDED IT EX-
CEEDS THAT OF ANY PREVIOUS YEAR.

Washington, July 8 (Special).—Exports of provis-
fons from the United States during the fiscal year
about to end will exceed those of any previous year.
The total will be fully $180,000,000, thus averaging
$500,000 a day, and surpassing the phenomenal record
achieved by that record breaking year, 1899, For the

eleven months ending with May, 1900, the total
export of provisions, including meat and dairy
products, is $186 834, against $159,378,603 for the

corresponding period of the fiscal year 189,
large sum, the principal items are lard, with a total
export during the eleven months of 38,691,000 ;
bacon, with a total of $35,478,000; hams, $18,192,000;
pork, $9,459,000; oleomargarine, 39,403,000, and beef,
$7,655,000.

American beef is finding an enlarged market
abroad, especially in the United Kingdom, France,
Africa and the Orient. Comparing the exports of
the eleven months ending with May, 1300, with those
of the same months of 1899, it is found that the
United Kingdom increased her purchases of canned
beef from $1,359,000 to $2,937,000; France increased
hers from $31,057 to §l1 , while Germany showed
a slight decrease, the value falling from $§251.942 in
1499 to $241,568, representing a shrinkage of a half
milllon pounds 'n the volume of exports. To Asia
and Oceania the increase was from $158,000 to $190,000,
and to Africa from $437,722 to $1,033,700, representing
an increase in quantity of export of more than

HU ANA'S NEW (‘H-lRTER
REGARDED AS ANOTHER LONG STEP TOW-
ARD SELF-GOVERNMENT IN
THE ISLAND.

Havana, July 8.—The new charter of the city
of Havana will go into effect immediately after

its publication, which will be this week. The
powers of the recently elected officials are there-

by greatly increased. The city will have con-
trol of all matters within its boundary, par-
ticularly the establishment and regulatien of

the city administration, the adoption of meas-
ures relating to the use, arrangement and orna-
mentation of public ways, the comfort and
health of the inhabitants, the promotion of their
material and moral interests, and the security
of their persons and property.

The charter gives the new officials authority
as to the closing, opening, alignment, widening,
grading and cleaning of streets, squares, parks
and every class of public ways, their use by
persons, animals, vehicles, ete., their occupation
by pillars, rails, pipes and other objects, and
their paving, lighting and sewerage. It also
gives them charge of the supply and distribu-
tion of water to parkways, streets, bathing es-
tablishments, laundries, fountains and troughs,
and of the markets, slaughter houses, institu-
tions of instruction and charity, prisons and the
local reformatories. The officials are also given
supervision of the sanitary and hygieniec service
and of amusements and public meetings, the
use of and the maintenance of good order upon
public ways. This covers such matters as the
display of advertisements, the exhibitions of
flags on the streets, hawking noises, the dis-
charge of firearms and fireworks within the
city boundaries. Vagrancy, the suppression of
vice and immorality, the regulation of rates for
vehicles, the regulation of gas, water and elec-
tricity, telephonic and telegraphic connections,
the Fire Department, watchmen, private police
and the imposition of fines for the breaking
of ordinances are also matters with which they
but it is provided that
in excess

are empowered to deal,
the officials shall impose no fines
of $50.

The municipal administration shall include
the use, care and preservation of lands, goods
and rights which are appurtenant to the city
and the establishments dependent thereon, and
the administration, distribution, collection and
expenditure of and accounting for all income
and taxes necessary to carry on the municipal
functions. The “officials shall have power to
grant franchi$e¥ #nié concessions. In such mat-
ters as are not within their functions the City
Council and Mayor/must, within the limits of
their power, as€ist'the central Government.

Neither the ¢entrdl nor the provincial govern-
ment shall have power to intervene in matters
placed under the control of the city officials,
This gives more complete power than was ever
before given to a municipality in the island.
The granting of a charter to Havana will doubt-
less be followed by the granting of charters to
other cities as soon as the documents can be
prepared. Havana's charter is considered an-
(\thor long step toward Cuban self-government.

The orders for the removal of a large number
of troops from Cuba, recently issued, have been
gladly welcomed by the Cubans, and General
Wood is in receipt of many letters from various
municipalities offering thanks for what they call
his disposition to trust the Cubans, and declar-
ing that the entire island is in a state ¢f ab-
solute tranquillity.

General Wood will probably pay a short visit
to the United States, leaving here on Saturday
next. His purpose is to escort Mrs. Wood and
his family to their home, and also to consult
with Secretary of War Root regarding the com-
ing constitutional convention.

The Governor's family will remain North for
the rest of the summer. All are very anxious

as to the fate of Miss Condit Smith, in Peking,
but hope for the best. The local papers express
much sympathy.

At the acetylene works which supply the gas to
the Hungarian street railway, ohl-»rh&n of lime was
formerly employed as the purifying material. They
now use a mixture of chloride of me and godium
plumbate contailning an excess of alkali. ‘hloride
of lime alone Is llkely to cause the exovlosion of the
gas, on account of the liberation of chlorine. A
purifier charged with a new mixture was opened
after ten hours' working. When the upper grating,
covered with lime, was removed, spontaneous com-
bustion took place, and a long flame rose from the
| apparatus, but there was no explosion. Und:r these
conditions, it Is safe to say that the nc.. mixture
is not dangerous.

DIVORCE IN SOUTH CAROLINA.

STATE WHICH HAS NO DIVORCE LAW RECOGNIZES
A DIVORCE GRANTED IN UTAH-IM-

PORTANT DECISION.

Columbia, S. C., July 38 (Special).—For the first
time a court in this State has recognized the
validity of a divorce granted in another State.
There is much speculation as to whether the Su-
preme Court will sustain the Circuit Court. In
the Court of General Sessions for Lexington John
B. Sharpe and Mrs. Maggie O'Brien were indicted
for adultery.

The indictment set forth that John B. Sharpe and
Cynthia L. Sharpe were married in this State in
1876; that some five or six years ago Mrs. Sharpe
left her husband and removed to Utah; that some
time after she left this State John B. Sharpe
removed to Georgia and became a citizen of that
State. That after Cynthia L. Sharpe had become a
citizen of Utah and had her domicile there, she
instituted an action for divorce in the Fourth Ju-

dicial Circuit of the County of Utah, State of
Utan, against John B. Sharpe, who was duly
served with process of the court and filed an

answer; that the court of Utah, after a full hear-
ing of said case, pronounced a decree abselutely
dissolving the marriage and releasing the parties
from all the obligations thereof. That since that
time John B. Sharpe and Maggie O'Brien had mar-
ried in the State of Georgia, and about one year
ago returned to Lexington County, S. C., where
they are now living as man and wife.

Counsel moved to quash the indictment on the
ground that the domicile of the wife was shown
to be in the State of Utah, and the court of that
State could have fuli jurisdiction, because in such
a case the wife could have a separate domicile,
under the principles announced by the Supreme
Court of the United States in the case of Cheever
against Wilson; and that the defendant having
filed an answer to the proceedings in that case,
the decision of the court of Utah was binding on
the court of this State, and the defendant could
not be convicted of adultery.

Judge Klugh coincided with this view, and the
indictment was quashed. Heretofore persons
marrying in this State, divorced in another, re-
marrying and returnh‘g here have never been
recognized as legally married.

DROWNED AT A SCHUYLKILL DAM.
Philadelphia, July 8.—David Hallen and Isaac
Braumfine, both nineteen years of age, were

drowned in the Schuylkill River this afternoon,
their rowboat going over Flat Rock Dam, just
above this city. Hallen and Braumfine were mem-
bers of a picnic party, and in company with Leon
Kapplain and Tillie Stein hired a rowboat for a
row on the river. They did not know of the close
proximity of the dam, and when they discovered it
the boat was too close to be rowed away. There
was not much water going over the dam at the
time, and the little craft stuck fast. The lock-
keeper came to their rescue in a launch and threw
them a rope, which he instructed them to tie around
their bodles and then jump overboard. Hallen and
Braumfine refused, but the girl and Kapplain did

Hallen and Braumfine sank immediately. The other
two were drawn safely on board the launch.
