portant deals In trolley lines that has taken place

in Northern New-Jersey this year was consum-
mated yesterday In the sale of United States Sena-
tor John Kean°9 company. which operates the
street railway between Ellzabethport and Elmora.
and is planning1 to extend to Cranford, to thi»
Rlker-Hine syndicate, which operates the Plaln-
flfld Street Railway Company, the Westfleld and
Elizabeth Street Railway Company and the Rah-
way Street Railway Company. This sale will put

an end to the contest between Senator Kean and
the Riker interests, whi^h have been tiKhrinir each
other for three years to secure advantageous routes
for the rival lines between Plainfleld and Eliza-
beth. The terms of the sale have not been made
public. The Rlker-Hine syndicate now rontr'.is
nearly sixty miles of trolley tracks In Union and
Middlesex counties.

DR. LUCY ffALL-BROWJTB TRIP ABROAD.

SHR IS A DELEGATE TO FOUR CONVENTIONS IN

% EUROPE.

Dr. Lucy Hall-Brown, the Brooklyn woman phy-
sician, who was s passenger in the steamship Me-
saba, of the Atlantic Transport Line, which sailed
on Saturday, goes abroad as a delegate to four
conventions in Europe. She will return to this
country on September 8. Two of the four con-
greasea which she will attend are the International
Medical Congress and the Congress of Electro-
Therapeutics and Radiology. The third Is the Con-
gress of Secondary Education and the fourth the
Congress of Hygiene.
In the field of electro-therapeutics Dr. Hall-Brown

has become prominent, and in addition to speaking
at the Congress of Electro-Therapeutics and Radi-
ology she will exhibit a number of electrical ap-
pliances which Fhe has Invented. This .'ongress

will meet at Paria on July 26. The next congress
in order of time which will he held In Paris is
the International Medical Congress. The delegates
will be enterl '• by President Loubet at the
Champs Elysees on August 2. Three days later
they will bo received by the Municipal Council, and
afterward they will be entertained at the Luxem-
bourg.

Dr. Hall-Brown was graduated from the Uni-
versity of Michigan in 1.-7^. She was physician in
charge of the State Reformatory for women at
Sherborn. Mass.. and late held the chair of
Physiology an<l Hygiene at Vassar College. She
came to Brooklyn in 1884, and is a member of many
of the medical societies of Brooklyn and Man-
hattan.

"Borough autonomy for our educational system."

Is now the cry of many of those Interested in the

schools of Brooklyn. They point to the difficulty
ihers have experienced since consolidation

In getting their salaries. They bemoan the red
tape Incident to two Hoards of Education. They
say that consolidation has retarded the progress

of the educational system In Brooklyn.

A report which has just been made public by a
committee of well known members of the Board ol
Education is an argument for autonomy. At a
recent meeting of the local School Hoard a motion
was carried that the special committee named by
President Robertson to represent the local School
Hoard before the Charter Revision Commission
should prepare and present to the Commission fig-

ures showing the cost of the new school buildings

erected by the Hoard of Education of the old city
of Brooklyn, and the cost of the buildings erected
or contracted for through the Central Board of
Education since consolidation. This committee Is
composed of the following members: George Frei-
feld, chairman; Richard Young. Frank L. Abbott,
John llc.samee, Horace E. Dresser. John Greene
and Herman A. Meiz.

FIRE WHICH BTTRNED BARN AND LJLUNDRY

BEUEVED TO BE WORK OF INCKNTMARY.

HIGH PRICED BCHOOLHOUBEB.

The standard which this Nation should ever have
before her Is that of righteousness, and not that
which is born of men, but that which proceeds from
God as laid down in His holy woid. Itis not. ther^-
for« a matter of party supremacy, except as the
party Is the exponent of morality and rlghtfloup-
oeas. It is not a matter of gold or silver, except
as the money question affects that which is honest
and right. Neither Is it a question of territorial
expansion, except In so far as righteousness de-
mands the fulfilment of the responsibility which
has been placed in her hands. The great question
which should be in the mind of every citizen Is.
How may th« Nation brst embody and exemplify
the truths of God in her life? Truth and righteotis-
ness are God's demands of every citiaen and of
every nation. No man should vote a ticket because
in so doing he would be true to the traditions of
his fathers. He should think for himself He
should take th.- platforms of the different parties,
read, study and a<-< i.!.' which ono host presents
the rlerhteouniiess of which the wise man sneaks.
That is the only wny to perform the duties of good
citizenship.

A great deal of interest is being centred upon the
matter of Imperialism or extension of our do-
minions. Ido not consider that there !s any cause
for alarm, notwithstanding the notes of danger
that are sounded by many. The. history of the past
is In a measure the forecast of the riittirw. The
feeble, struggling colonies have become a great
Nation. The little strip of land along tho Eastern
coast has become a broad domain. Our Hag to-
day files in the East and West, in tha North and
South, cur Nation had entered upon the arena of
the world's Towers, and is destined to ex.rt a
mighty Influence there. The position all along has
been unsought, but has been forced upon us, an.l
the Nation would have been cowardly if she hud
failed to accept it and to do the. best she could.
To-day our (iovornrnent is in the possession of
Islands of the sea, and she must bear the re-
sponsibility as best she can. She must rise equal
to the occasion or g> down to posterity unhonnred
and unsung as unworthy to be the recipient of
such a trust. The eyes of the world are upon her
to see how she deports herself In the midst of the
tryingcircumstances with which she is surrounded.
At this point we should go forward as a Christian
Nation, laying the foundation of the principles of
riphtpousness. which must be the foundation of
every enduring government.

Into these new possessions the common school
must be taken, with all tho influences which are so
potent for the training for the duties of citizen-
ship. There must be the freo ballot, the subserv-
ing of all individual rights, the preaching of a full
and free Gospel. What an opportunity to teach
our sister notions the proper way to take care Of
colonies in order to develop them into free and in-
dependent States! But the.re is a blur in tho
beautiful picture, a weak spot In the theory of the
fostering care of the Government. We find that
rum has poured into our new possessions in
one mighty cargo, an.l that saloons and drinking
dens have been established everywhere. Shall we
be held up to the scorn and condemnation of the
civilized world because we are permitting our new
possessions to be debauched by the liquor element
of this country? 'Phis is a shame and a disgrace to

the Nation. Those who have permitted these
conditions to be maintained should be held s-Tictly
to an accountability for the same.
