Chicago. July 15.—One hundred and flfty paspen-
gers on a South Sid«> elevated tratn were thrown
Into a panic last nip;ht. after the train left
Eighteent.h-f»T.. by OaaCovertas that the middle of.
the tratn was or fire The sruards attempted to
quiet the fears of Uu passenfiera by telling them
that a fuse had been blown out and that there
was no danger. As the train nearrd Twenty-
second-st. the smoke became denser and the
passenjrers became more frightened. Some wanted
to leave the train, but the guards Insisted thar
they cnuld control the fire, If it was not entirely
extinguished.

Just as the train left the Twe ty-seoond-st.

station the flames burst out again and the passen-
gers rushed frantically out of the car to the front
and rear cars nf the train Some called upon the
trainmen to stop and permit them to get off on
the elevated structure. The demands were
answered by The increased speed of the train.

The motorman in charge turned on all power and
began a race against the fire. In the mean time
the flames had eaten their way through the floor
and out of the end of the car. As the train
neared the T\\ -sixth-st. station th*1 trainman
called out. that ail must be prepared to leave the
train. As the train stopped it was emptied quickly.
The train then pull»d out for the south again,
with flames darting out from the middle -ar and
sparks and smoke flying; in every direction. The
fire was extinguished when the train reached
Twenty-seven th-st.

ENGLISH LEGISLATION ON

THE SUBJECT. \
The three gas companies which divide the whole

territory of the city of London have recently raised
their prices 12. 17 and 30 per cent, respectively,
making the present (maximum) price | saintiqrs

and 5 pence a thousani. or. say. f® cents, wi*han
announced further Increase to follow. These ad-
vances over the prices of last year are attributed
to the increased cost of gas coal. In view of the
similarity of the gas situation in this city. tt Is of
interest to consider the way in which the pries of
gn.* is regulated under the EnerliFh statute.

The first general provision upon this subject wtis

contained. In the Gasworks Clauses Act. 1547
ao-ll Vie. Ch. lfii. This act related only to com-
panlijs t& be. subsequently Incorporated, and fixed
the allowable annual dividend at 10 per cent, where
no different rate might be prescribed In the charter
of the company, but provided for cumulative divl-
denas where the rate of dividend In any year had
h*>en loss than the maximum or prescribed rate, as
als^ for the accumulation of a lesei ye fund (--qunl
to 10 p*>r cert of the cnpital> to meet any deficiency

In profits and any extraordinary claims. This art
applied:not only to London, but to all companies
in Great Britain and Ireland.

The ni'xt peneral provision was contained m the
Metropolis Gas Act, 1860 C3-24 Vie. Ch. 125). which
was confined to London. Ar that time thirteen
cumv-ar.les supplied gas within the metropolitan
area, and the first nhi*»rr of the act was to define
the districts within \u25a0which the several compnrr!e«
might operate, and to confine a single company to

a single district. This was done, as the act re-
cited, "in order to economize capital and avoid
the too frequent opening of the street?" The act
then provided a standard test of illuminatingpow-
er and purity, and fixed the standard dividend at

10 per cent, as before, and the standard price at
the rate taken by the several companies on Jan-
nary' 1. I*o, beyond whloh rate, if it \u25a0• eded 4
shillings and 6 pence. t!:c pric- mlgnt not be In-
creased, unless the Increase was warranted by

such an "increase in the cos of gas >r any other
circumstance affectingr the company as wil! war-
rant such advance." t» r«» determined by arbitra-
tors n»sipnatr>d by the Board nf Trade.

Of the thlrteer cosnpaaies mentioned in this act-

all bui three have now disappeared in the process
of consolidation. The remain only the South
Metropolitan Gas Cornpsny. created in 1869 by the
consolidation of three cempanies operating on the
south side of the river: th<« Ormmrrcial Gas Com-
par3-. created ir. 1575 by the consolidation of twn
compar't-F operating on the ncrth side of the river,

and the Gas Light and Cos* Company, created In
1576 by the consolidation of the remaining etght
companies. The amer. act of consolidation of

t'.-;e first company. 39-40 Vi-- Ch. 225. and the con-
Eolldatlon acts of r>ie two other companies, 38-S9
V!c. <."-.. 20Q. and 3C«-4O Vie. Ch. 225. constitute rhe

present statutory law governing the companies in

respect to dividends, insurance fund against
"strikes-." etc., reserve fund and illuminating pow-
er ana purity of gas.

In regard to all these matten the three acts are
essentially Identia so that a statement of the
details of one of them will serve for the others
also.

The chief innnvatlon found in these acts Is the
provision for : lend* on a sliding scale, arrar.ged

Inversely to the r>rice of gas, 8 provision which,
pursuant to strand'.np orders of Pftrhament, first
adopted In \ggt, rrupt be iiiK-rter1 Jn all new char-
ters for g&s cori.p&nles. The provision In the Gas
Llgrht mid Coke Company's act Is as follows:

Section .». Th«= sianddJ-a price to ne chare««ri >>y
tMf;Gt^s X^ight and Cokt Cocrpany for gas supplied
by them shall b« 3 BhJHinfS an' 9 pence per 1.000
cubic feet provlrlefl that the company may tn-
creaae or dlnilniflh such standard pr!^»» subject to
a df"Ti-as> or Increase In the standard rates of
dividend as defined by thi? tct (10 per cent), to b*
cilculated a^ foliows:

For every p^ury or part of a penny charged in
excess or in diminution of such standard pri^e In
any y--ar. th< standard r»tes of dividend shall for
such year be reduced or int;cas.eci by 5 shllUng-s
In the rundreii j^ounds ;">r eimuin (one-quarter of
1 r-r cent).

This provision gives the CCTnaaj^y -tva obvious in-

terest 1:: reducing the price eeTßto-'by the practice
of all possible economies a*iT"W:^ imp of the most
Improved methods nf manUTaci'fcrw and the In-
terest ef the company Is thtWfttads' %raentical with
that of the consumers. The effort of the company
will always be to reduce prices, and an increase
will be made only because existing prices are be-
low the oast of production or too cloae to it to ad-
mit of the authorized dividends.

With gas at 2 shillings and 9 pence, tbe company
is ennbied to declare a dividend of ll*iper cent,
and the recent Increase to 3 shilling* and 5 pence
reduces the dividend l^per cent.

T!h< act also provides for the a.ccumulation out
of profits in excess of dividends of an "Insurance
fur.'!" against accident?, strikes, etc.. equal to one-
twentieth of the capital stock, and *or a reserve
runt' unlimited in amount.

Respecting the quality of the pas. the provision
is that the referees appointed by the Board of
Trade "shall from time to time ascertain wttb
what degree of purity the company can reasonably
be required to make and supply gas continuously
without occasioning a nuisance to the neighbor-
hood in which the works are situated, and shall
thereupon prescribe imd certify the maximum
amount of impuriry" to be allowed, but the gas
shall be wholly free from sulphuretted hydrogen,
and the light from a flve-foot burner shall have an
intensity equal to sixteevn candles.

A comparison with the situation In New-York
will be instructive.

During the last year the Consolidated Comparr
has paid dividends at the ratp o* 4 per cent, and
there Is strong ground for inferring, in the absence
of the figures, thai this whole dividend has come
from th<-- reserve fund, and that an additional sum
had to be taken from it in order to meet the ex-penses of manufacture and distribution. It la
known that t>e N?w- Amsterdam Company found
itself without means to meet its Interest payment
falling due this month, and That the control of
that company was .uired by the Consolidated
Company because It could no longer exist and carry
on tne aestructtve rate war.

The statute limiting the price of gas in this city
is Chapter 355 of the L<aws of 1897. Itnxes Jl 05 as
tlve htgbest price, for 19>K1. and $1 for 1801 and each
year thereafter the prWp for gas furnished the
city will be respectively 92U cents and SO cent." for
the same periods. Th* illuminating power from a
flve-foot burner Is fixed at twenty-two candles. In-
stead of sixteen candies, the London standard.
It will be observed a.l once that ihe provisions of

the New-York statute are made solely for the
benefit of the public, without consulting In any
way the interests of the company Itself: that no
exclusive right to any particular district is as-
sured to ar.y company, as had been done in Lon-
don as early as IM7: that the pri^-e is fixed without
regard to tru? (liviaends which profits may afford,
though labor is ;ar more expensive here, andprobably coal, even if the other elements of cost
are no higher, and that, notwithstanding this, the
companies her« are required to furnish gas of anIlluminating p..n^r altnosi 40 per i-em higher than
that required in London. The result of this is
that, considering the difference in Illuminating
power, the customers of the Gas Light and Cok«
Company in London now pay about $1 19 for liphr
whi'".h the N'ew-Tork statute requires the com-
panies in this city to furnish for |!06.
It w«uld teem that further legislation in this

State Bhould be enacted only with provisions
\u25a0which may hay regard to the public interest, and
yet insure a fair profit to the gas companies, some-
what In the line of rhe clauses of the acts under
which \u25a0he London companies operate.
