RUSSIA ACTS WITH POWERS.

LEGATIONS SAID TO BE SBCFRE.
Paris, July 10—An official telegram from

Shanghai, dated July 18, states that, according

to the Governor of Bhan-Tung, the foreign Min-
isters and their families at Peking are safe, but
that the danger is still great. The Viceroy, ac-
cording to this dispatch, informed the consular

Hong-Kong, July IS.—LiHun? Chang and his

suite arrived here yesterday evening and landed

this morning. The Chinese Viceroy was re-

ceived with a salute of seventeen guns, and
with a guard of honor from the Welsh Fusiliers
and a band proceeded to the Government House,

where he was received by '.he Governor, Sir
Henry A. Blake, Generals Gaselee, Barrow and
the other officials. LI Hung Chang was ex-

tremely reticent. He stated that he had received
definite news that the Ministers and foreigners

at Poking, with the exception of Baron yon

Kette-ler, the German Minister, were safe on
July 8. The Imperial edict recalling him to

Peking, the Viceroy said, was due to the Em-
press and Emperor, and not to Prince Tuan.

Governor Blake exerted all possible power to

Induce LIHung Chang to remain at Canton, but

the Chinese Viceroy left there, ostensibly for

Shanghai. The Governor of Canton is regarded

as an exceptionally weak official, and the natives

fear he willnever succeed inmaintaining order.

LI HUNG CHANG'S REPORT OX SITUA-

TION AT PEKING.

SAYS MINISTERS ARE SAFE.

Advices from Vladivostok say that the Chi-
nese invasion of Eastern Siberia has stopped the
Russian advance from the north on Peking.
The Russians have burned the Chinese town of
Helampo and are adapting vigorous measures.

Berlin telegrams dwell on the immense Ger-

man int^r sts in Southeastern Sib-rla. They say

that the many German merchants, the numerous

German employes and the immense stores of

merchandise belonging to Germans in that ter-
ritory will compel Germany to co-operate with

Russia in resisting the Chinese.
General Sir Arthur Power Palmer, com-

mander-in-chief in India, said in Simla yester-

day that no more British troops could be sent

from India to China, unless they could be re-

placed from South Africa.

"The Dally Mail's" Shanghai correspondent

says:

There is little doubt that the Russian authori-

ties were not prepared for such an organized

Chinese movement in Man^nuria. but they have

taken brisk measures, and they believe that

China will soon be too much occupied with mili-

tary operations around Peking to conduct seri-
ous operations in the north.

RUSSIANS WIN A VICTORY.
COMPLETE DEFEAT OF THE CHINESE IN-

VADING FORCE REPORTED.

London, July 20.
—

The Russians, according to

the latest news from St. Petersburg, have com-
pletely defeated the Chinese and have occupied

Blagovechensk, capital of the Amoor Govern-

ment, with a large force. Since General Grib-
ski (not Gribovski), chief of staff at Port Ar-
thur, has taken the supreme command in Man-
churia reinforcements have been rapidly pushed

up. and the general ftituatlonnfts beet, greatly

improved.

six Chinese soldiers

have been beheaded for assaulting an American
medical missionary.

This correspondent confirms the statement

of the correspondent of 'The Daily Express" re-

garding the indignation caused by the British
reception of LIHuig Chang at Hong-Kong. lie
says it ia interpreted by the natives as weakness

on the part of the allies, and he asks why Li

Hung Chang could not have been detained until

information had been received from Peking.

"The Times" understands that the chief repre-

sentatives of the Mahometan clergy in Con-

stantinople have issued a strong protest, based

on the Koran, against Palace sympathy with the

Chinese massacres.

RUSSIA HEARS OF MASSACRE.
DFINITE NEWS SAID TO HAVE BEEN'

RECEIVED AT ST. PETERSBURG.
I>ondon, July 20.— "The Washington idea of

sending Mr. Rockhill to China," says "Tho

Standard" editorially this morning, "is an ex-
cellent one. and might advantageously be imi-
tated by the P.ritish and other Governments."
'The Standard" then proceeds to comment upon

THE UNITED STATES HOLDS ALOOF
FROM ALLIANCES IN CHINA.

Powers operating for the protection of their in-
terests In China, while admittedly desirable

able to make a strong show of force in the East

at the present moment, is not regarded a3

promising substantial progress toward an ulti-
mate solution of the problem. The immediate
advantages of a closer compact of co-operation

Washington. July 10.— The President has an»
nounced his determination to send a Special
Envoy to China to keep this Government in-
formed of the true state of affairs there and to
act under the instructions of the State Depart-

ment In a diplomatic capacity in negotiations
with such Chinese authorities as it may be

deemed advisable hereafter to recognize. For
this important duty William Woodville Rock-
hill, formerly Secretary of Legation at Peking,

later Assistant Secretary of State and Minister
to Greece, and now Director of the Bureau of
American Republics, has been selected.

Mr. RockhlU has arranged to sail from Van-
couver on the steamer Empres3 Of China on
August 'A. which should lard him at Shanghai

in twenty-five days. There he will pick up the
threads of the situation and remain at least
until the way to Peking is opened. He willim-
mediately begin his investigation into the atti-
tude of the southern Viceroys and leading Im-
perial officials in that part of China, in this
doubtless having the co-operation of Baron yon

Mumm. the new German Envoy, who is an In-

timate friend of Mr. Kockhill. la the event of
Minister Conger's death or incapacity Mr. Rock-
hill will succeed him. but for the present hl3
mission will be distinct from that at Peking.

Bucyrus. Ohio. July 19 (Special).— A remarkable
accident took place this afternoon at Chatfleld. a
few miles north of Bucyrus. While the funeral of
John Zeller was In progress, ,i blinding flash of
lightning struck the church, followed by a deafen-
ing peal of thunder. The church was crowded to

the doors and half the people present Were pros-
trated by the shock. Mrs. Simon Shade, who was
leaning against one of the pillars of the church,

received molt of the shock and will die. Twenty-
five others were injured, tome seriously Many

far.ted from fright and panic ensued.
The bolt of lightning struck the chimney and

from there jumped to the pillar trains' whtch Mrs.
Shade was leaning The, coffin swayed violently
and fell to the BOOr with a crash. Scream*, groans

and sobs were heard, and smoke and flying bits
of wood and plaster tilled th.- church. The scene
was Indescribably terrifying. The funeral was
largely attended, many horses being hitched to the
fences nearby. Astampede took place smnas; them
and some damage was done. The church was only

slightly injured.

The automobile bobbed around at a
gieat rate and banged itself against the stone
wall. When the machinery stopped going the
phaeton was a total wreck.

Colonel Astor and his son walked home to

Ferm-liffe. where a trained nurse dressed The

Colonel's injured hands, and soon afterward he
went out In another automobile, a two seated
one, operated by electricity, and finished his
outing. Colonel Astor seemed to regard the
mishap as a trivial affair. The remains of the

wrecked machine were removed from the high-

EXCURSION
TRAIN TURNED OVER BUT NO ONE

BADLY Ml tiT.

Wheeling. W. Va.. July 10 (Special).— This
vicinity was visited by a terrific rain and
thunder storm this afternoon, which resulted
In the loss of four lives and possibly more, be-
sides the destruction of thousands of dollars
worth of property. In rhi= city oref an inch
of rain fell In an hour while five miles north
the fall wa« nearly two inches.

At Herrlck, a small station on the Wheeling
and Lak>- Erie Railway, there was a ilood-
bur*>t. Fm: half an h>ur the water fell in
streams, and Long Run. a small creek, rose
twenty feet A dozen county and railway
bridges were carried away, and for nearly two
miles hardly any ..f th- Wheeling and Lake
Erie track Is left. A Hungarian woman ami
three children were caught in the houses which
were demolished and drowned.

The Wheeling and Lake Erie train service Is
entirely suspended. In Wood County. W. Va.,
over two inch's of rain felland dozens of bridges
and culverts were washed away, and in the oil
fields pipe lines were broken in all directions.
Four derricks were struck hy lightningand half
a hundreil were blown down. On the Wheeling
and Lake Erie road this morning, at Bowers-
ton, the Toledo express, from this city, was
ditched and six carloads of excursionists were
rolled over an embankment. The cars turned
over completely, as did also the engine and ten-
der, but aside from a few bruises not a person
was injured.

the Governorship nomination.
It was reported that Governor Roosevelt, in

conversation with Mr. Odell at the Union League
Club, after his arrival from the West, last night,
told Mr. Odell that he might as well stop pro-
testing, and allow the delegates to have their
way, and it is said that he aspured Mr. Odell
that his chances for the nomination looked
bright. The Roosevelt story was supplemented
later by one to the effect that General F. V.
Greene, chairman of the Republican County
Committee, had urged Mr. Odell to be a candi-
date. Loula F. Payn, ex-Superintendent of In-
surance, predicted yesterday that Mr. Odell
would be nominated without opposition.

Another caller who, it is said, told Mr. Odell
that the tide was running toward the State
chairman for the nomination, was Assembly-
man Otto Kelsey. of Livingston, chairman of
the Committee on Cities in the Assembly last
winter.
