PATHS UP THE STATE.

Mrs, Lindsay, who started out last Monday morn-
ing to try to break the one thousand mile road
record for women, made by Miss Gast eariier in the
season, finished her task on the Merrick Road
about noon yesterday. Mrs. Lindsay was 101 hours
and i8 minutes riding the one thousand miles. The
net time was 76 hours and 23 minutes, and during
the long ride she had only eight hours’ sleep. Mrs,
Lindsay beat the record made by Miss Gast by
eleven hours and twenty-five minutes. 8She was a
weary woman when she finished, and was taken
to her room at a little hotel at Valley Stream look-
ing iittle more than a physical wreck. The woman
was allowed to sleep for two hours and a half, and

then was awakened and compelled to dress and
take a long walk. She was barely able to hobble
along. assisted by those who have alded in Jmclnz
her during the long ride. Her eyes wandered in an
aimlese sort of way, and the spectacle she pre-
sented was anything but a pleasing one. Mrs.
Bayne, who {8 trying to make forty-flve centuries
in thirty days' riding, 1Is still at her task, well
ahead of the schedule set by her tralners. Mrs.
Bayne finished her seventeenth century yesterday
morning, and after several hours’ sieep started out
on her (-‘gh!eemh nen(ur% at 1 o'clock in the after-
noon. BShe says that she {8 not overtaxing her
strength and expects to make the continuous cen-
tury record without undue suffering.

Considerable money has been spent recently upon
the improvements of the sidepaths of Albany
County, and the paths are now in better condition
than ever before. The Schenectady path has been
practically rebuilt the entire distance from Allen-
st., Albany, to the county line. The Loudon Road
path has been overhauled, at a cost of about $400.
The path to Delmer and Slingerlands has been re-
surfaced with broken stone, clay and cinders for
its entire length, about five miles.

The
Elemere-Whitehall Road and Hurstviile paths have
veen resurfaced, and make one of the popular rides
outside of the city.
