GREAT CLAIMS FOR NEW GUN.

GASES CAUSED BY EXPLOSION OF POWDER USED
TO RELOAD AND FIRE IT.

If all that is contended for a new gun invented

by Dr. Samuel N. McClean, of Cieveland, is true,
the weapon will work as great a change in military
tactics as did the invention of the famous Dr. |
Gatling. The McClean mechanism, it is said, can |
be used for pisiols, hand rifles or field guns with |
equal facility. A maximum velocity of seven hun- |
dred shots a minute has been attained, it is de- |
clared. The new process consists in using the
Waste gases generated by the explosion of the |
powder to reload and refire the gun. There is no |
recoil at all, the force which usually causes recocil |
being taken up in loading. The McClean infantry |
rifle has a range of two and a half miles.

MORTALITY NOT ALARMING {4 DAYIN THE POLICE COURTS

RECORDS OF DEATHS AMONG CHILDREN
NOT EXTRAORDINARY, STATISTICS
SEEM TO SHOW.

Records In the Bureau of Vital Statistics of the
local Board of Health show that the recent mor-
tality among children in Brooklyn has not been
of alarming proportions. Figures attest that for
the week ending at noon yesterday there were 634
deaths from all causes and among people of all
ages in Brooklyn. For the week in 1588 in which
the greatest number of deaths occurred there was
a total of 611 deaths, but, allowing for the in-
crease in population, the mortality rate has ad-
vanced only a trifle,

In the Jast week there were only 316 deaths among
children from all causes. Of this number 141 deaths
were due to summer complaints of children under
five years of age. For the week that the high
mark was reached in 1889 there were 188 deaths of
children under five years old from summer com-
plaints and 357 deaths from all causes. This
shows an actual decrease in the number of deaths
among infants this year, explalned by Dr. A J.
Byrne, the Assistant Register of the Health De-

| partment, as due to better care being exercised by

mothers.

From June 1 up to yesterday noon there have
been fewer deaths by 122 among children under
five years old from summer complaints than for
the corresponding period last year, and 108 less
deaths from all causes among children.

In spite of this apparently good showing, physi-

| clans are agreed that better inspection of the
tenement districts should be observed during the
summer. Manhattan is far better equipped with
facilities for checking the infant mortaiity in its

territory than is Brooklyn, and the Health Board
of Manhattan has an appropriation of 3$30.000 avail-
able for the payment of its corps of physicians,
As was stated vesterday, a summer emergency
corps of ten physicians had been appointed to aid
in treating the infants of Brooklyn. Yesterday
the physicians named by Dr. Black assembled at
the Health Department headquarters, in Clinton-
at 11 o'clock and received their instructions.

James Moffett, Deputy Commissioner of Water
Supply, continues to write dubious and ominous
letters to Commissioner Dalton, in which he speaks
and the utter

facilities have been treated.

In his latest communication, sent vesterday, Com-
missioner Moffett says that it has become abso-
lutely necessary that the Department cut off a
portion of the supply and restrict the consumption
to the lowest possible amount. Mr. Moffett has
lost all patience with the dilatory tactics of those
who should provide the money for the necessary
improvements in the water system. He writes in
a2 bitter straln, saying:

It is a sad commentary on municipal government
when such a state of affairs exists, that the duly

elected officials of the second city in the world,
whose bounden duty it is to appropriate the neces-

Sary money to make available for use the water
which s running to waste at its very doors, have
become so utterly oblivious of their oath office
as to permit the Inhabitants to reach an . usolute

lack of water,

Accompanying Mr. Moffett's letter was a report
of Robert A. Van Buren, chief engineer, in which
he’sayvs that to-day there are 327.237.100 gallons
less than a year ago, the total storage at present
being 347.186,60 gglions. Mr. Van Buren recom-
mends the following measures by way of decreas-
ing the cuasumption:

First—Discontinue permits for furnishing water
for shipping purposes and shut off the self-acting
ﬂgshmg tanks of the public schools, as well as
all public baths, fountains and horse troughs.

Second—Transfer the Eastern Parkway district
on high service, which was recently assigned to
the tower, to the reservoir,

“If these measures, which should be taken
mediately,” savs the engineer, “fail to reduce
consumption sufficiently and the diminution in
supply continues, 1 recommend the throwing
of service of some of the large supply mains."

Work on the plaza at the Grand-st. ferry was
begum yesterday. For thirty years efforts have
been made to have a plaza at the foot of Grand-st.,
but repeated attempts have met with failure, and
the original movers in the proposition have died
and are forgotten.

Mineola, Long Island, July 21.—The interest of !
Carmon Frost in the property known as Leong |
Beach will be offered for sale on Monday at the ‘
Nassau County Courthouse by Sherif Willlam H.
Wood to satisfy a judgment secured against Frost
by John L. Lawrence. The sale includes, according
to the decree, “"all the beaches, meadows and marsh
lands, i{slands and lands under water in the town of
Hempstead.”

The property which will be offered has a frontage
of about thirteen miles along the Atlantic Coast,
and the ownership is in dispute between Carmon
Frost and the town of Hempstead. The property
Includes all the cottages, the Long Beach Hotel
and the many clubhouses on the small islands in
Hempstead Bay, but It is not expected that the sale
will interfere with the occupancy of the buildings
by those now In possession.

The Long Beach Hotel was leased for a term of
fifty years by the Long Beach Improvement Com-
pany twenty-five years ago. and at a town meeting
two years ago the people of the town voted to au-
thorize the Town Board to dispose of the property
to the Long Beach company for $25.060.

Mr. Frost lays clalm to the property by virtue of
letters patent granted to his ancestors.

MOTION TO FREE STACHELBERG.

JUSTICE HOOKER RESERVES DECISION,
AND EXPLAINS COMMISSION-
ERS" DUTIES.

Justice Hooker, in the Supreme Court, yesterday
morning reserved decision on a motion to dismiss :
Newton B. Stachelbergz, who was committed to
Banford Hall in Flushing as being of unsound
mind. A jury decided that the young man should
be released. Two of the Commissioners disagreed
with the verdict, while one concurred.

Justice Hooker, when asked by W. B. Crisp, the
lawyer for the family, as to just what power the
Commissioners held, replied that they were to see
that the proceedings were conducted in an orderly
way. The Commissioners did not have to concur to
make the jury's verdict effective.

Mr. Crisp declared that the verdict of the jury
was not founded on the evidence. He criticised
the jury as being ignorant and incompetent, and
intimated that the Commissioner who concurred in
the verdict of the jury was prejudiced.

STONY BROOK BOY COMES OF A FAMILY RE-

MARKABLE FOR LONGEVITY.

If longevity is a matter of inheritance and is
handed down from one generation to another, then
there is a little boy living at Stony Brook, Long
Islands whose lease of life will not end until tow-
ard the close of the twentieth century. The little
boy is Merton Powell. He is trebly fortunate in
the possession of progenitors, for not only are his
mother and father living, but all his grandparents
on both sides, a little bent by Time's heavy hand,
but still well and enjoving life.

DISEASE SHOWN BY THE BLOOD.

From The Hospital

Professor Celli has lately lald !t down that the
examination of the blood of a person suffering
frcm malaria enables the physician not only to
verify the diagnosis, but to determine the clin-
ical variety of the disease and the stage of the
febrile period, i. e., to say whether the paroxysm
is about to begin or is at an end. A case which
occurred not long ago in Dr. Mansen's practice |
at the Albert Docks Hospital, and has been re- |
perted by Dr. Rees, serves well to illustrate the
advantage which is gained by microscopic ex-
amination in such cases.

The patient, a ship's master, aged sixty, sald
to he suffering from malaria, was brought in in
a state of partial unconsciousness, and only a
very imperfect account could be obtained of
the course of his illness. It was gathered, how-
ever, that two months hefore he had been for |
a period of five days at Dakar, in West Africa.
It seemed that he had always enjoyved good
health. and had left Dakar well, but that some
davs after leaving this port, while on ms voy- |
age from there to Hull. he became ill. On
reaching Hull he was suffering from fever, and
he came home to London, where he became
worse. and was treated for malaria. While at
home,'how-wer, he had no rigors or vomiting or
ha@moglobinuria, but he had a severe headache,
was feverish. and on one occasion delirious. His
mental condition was not satisfactory, and he
