THE DEPLORABLE CONDITION OF ITS FINANCES

DUE TO MISGOVEBNMENT.

Correspondence of The Boston Transcript.
In spite of the time which has elapsed since the

BFFasslnation of President Heureaux. Santo Do-
mingo has hardly yet settled into a state of quiet.
Heurraui left a few adherents who would be glad
to avengo him. He was phot, as willbe remem-
bered, by _

younjr, Dominican of excellent family,
Ramon Caeeres. In pctotter an attempt was made
to murder Oceres by \u25a0 former member of [leu-
reaux's household, who was caught and promptly
phot. Caceres was afterward made Governor of
Santiajro, and is re(rarde<J as a hero and the savior,
of his country. During- a recent visit to Santiago
his carriage was heaped hlßh with wreaths of
flowers, and the town gave a "fiesta de gratltud"
In his honor.

The accession of Jimenez to the Presidency in
November brought a f«v«llnp of intense relief to the
whole country. An l'nclisli merchant, who has
been twenty-five years in the island, voiced a gen-
eral sentiment in these words:

"What a transformation! Before we lived op-
pressed and menaced with ruin, robbed and
wronged by a black, ignorant, unscrupulous and
murderous bandit, aided by a gang of pirates who
dared to call themselves Government officials.
Now. thank Heaven, they are fallen lower than
reptiles; they wander round free, yet spurned by
the people, and the very shame of their crimes will
at last make them skulk ofT Into voluntary exile.
The Government will now be white, liberal and
honest, and the country will be free again."

Still, every one recognizes the dancers that may
arise from the terrible financial condition- which
now exist. The great problem the new Government
ha? to solte first is to remedy the deplorable state
to which Heureaux's miscovernment brought 'lie
finance* of the country. The foreign debt is about
S4S,GOO.OO'>. the Internal one $10.000 .0<V>. besides many
loans and transactions, made without the sanction
©f Congre*s. amounting to S1».OC«0.000, which the new
Government will refuse to pay. The country
throughout is in a horrible state of poverty— no
money, no pales, no Importations. The Government
ha* a hard problem to solve, which, Ifancy. mn»i
eventually be solved by I'nlted States Intervention.
The foreigners say the sooner the better but the
natives are intensely opposed to this, for they seem
to consider Independence as the highest ideal of
existence. They think that Independence, though
coupled with misgovernm^nt anil restricted lit.." -
ties, is preferable to dependence with wealth and
order.

Dei ember has brought no improvement to finan-
cial affairs, and. until we can substitute American
rllver for tin dollars, 1 do not Bee how things can
improve. The present rate of exchange is live for
me. or MM to H_t for a $-(> gold piece.
