YACHTING.

FIRST DAY'S RACING OF LARCHMONT
WEEK.

THE ALTAIR DEFEATS THE SYCE BY LESS
THAN TWO MINUTES.

The first day’s racing of the Larchmont week
vesterday was not greatly favored by good breezes,
and at the scheduled starting time there was not
enough wind to send the fleets off. The Regatta
Committes therefore postponed action until 1
o'clock, when there was a light southerly alr mov-
Ing. Out of elghty-five entries more than fifty
yachts entered the contests. None of the schoon-
ers started, though the Uncas, the Miladl and the
Nemra were on the bill

In the day's racing there was wind from almost
every direction, as follows: Easterly, a calm, south-
erly, southwesterly, a calm, northeasterly, east, a
calm and finally south. Chiefly to be noted was
the contest between the Syce and the Altalr In the
6l-foot class, In which the new Herreshoff craft
Altalr won by less than two minutes. Owing to
the winds coming in different directions, inter-
spersed with calm spots, the raceabout fleet, which
usually sails closely together, was widely divided
at the finish, telling of the luck that some boats
enjoyed and of nothing else.

The course for the larger classes was a fifteen
mile triangle, first east to a mark in the Sound,
then to a mark in Hempstead Harbor and return,
the smaller classes taking smaller triangles on
about the same course, and the yachts started as
follows:

At 1:15: Class K—The Altair, the Syce and
Hussar II. Class K (cruising trim)—The Loto-
wana. Class L—Mira.

At 1:20: Classes M, N, M (yawls)—The Countess,
the Alerion, the Spindrift, the Audax, the Freya,

When the committee steamer C. P. Raymond
caught up with the leaders, the Altair had first
place, followed closely by the Syce, the Mira com-
ing next. On the way easterly the Hussar II
anchored for a while in a calm spot to hold against
the tide. After rounding the easterly mark the
Altair and the Syce first got a southerly breeze,
which in the distance could be seen to lay the
boats over. The Altair got it first and ran some
distance before the Syce got a breath of it, and
that accounts for most of the difference at the
finish. After that the Syce had a hard task pull-
ing up anything. After rounding the southerly
mark they were seen hurrying for the home mark
and lying above their course. The Altair was
carrying simply a jibtopsail of second size, while
the Syce was travelling under a balloon jib. At 4
o'clock the light southerly breeze became general
over the Sound, and at 4:04 the Syce sent up her
spinnaker to port, slacked ap well forward. But
the Altair's lead was too great, and “Lem” Miller
took no trouble to hoist anything more, seeing
that he could get home under piain sail before being
caught. Yet the Syce came down a good deal on
him, and carried her spinnaker to the finish line,
the times of their crossing being: The Altair,
4:14:33; the Syce, 4:16:35. The race did nothing to
show the superiority of either boat, and while
leaving the true merits of the vessels undetermined
increased the general Interest in this class.

TWhile some vachts were coming to the finish line
the lowering black clouds to the north sent some
dark puffs along the water which made the little
boats ‘douse their canvas gladly as soon as they
got across the line.

ENGLISH TEAM HAS ABOUT DECIDED
TO VISIT THIS COUNTRY, ON INVI-
TATION OF THE AMERICAN
ASSOCIATION.

Ever since 18%6. when an English team of poloists,
consisting of John Watson, H. R. Lawley, Thomas
Hone and Captain Little, defeated Foxhall Keene
and his colleagues at Newport for the American
Challenge Cup, members of the assoclation have
endeavored many times to induce a quartet of
players to go over from this country to England
and wrench the cup away from thelr English
cousins, but not until this season has the oppor-
tunity presented itself for a trial on British soil.
Recently Foxhall Keene, F, W. Mackay, W. Me-
Creery and L. McCreery essayed to defeat an
English team on the Hurlingham grounds, but were
outclassed as a team, though in individual merit
there was not much to choose hetween the players.
Foxhall Keene, who has been much seen on English
polo fields since the hunting season closed in the
spring, has been working hard to bring about an
international match on this side of the Atlantic,
and as matters now stand he appears to have heen
successful, as a quartet of English players—F. M.
Freake, W. 8. Buckmaster, Captain the Hon. J. G.
Beresford and A. Rawlinson—have about decided to
accept the invitation of the American Polo Asso-
ciation, and unless something untoward intervenes
they will arrive in this country early In September
and wlll play a serfes of games against the best
men the American clubs can put into the field at
Meadow Brook, Lakewood, Newport and probably
also hefore the general public on the Prospect Park
grounds.

The members of the Amerlean assoclation who
recently played in England were there on business
or to spend a vacation, and the fact that they
jonied in the sport on the London flelds cost them
little, if anything, extra. As the English players
would necessarily have to make the trip to this
ccuntry for polo alone, the American assoclation
has offered to defray all travelling expenses of the
English team, and of course extend every courtesy
at the several cinbs visited. Final acceptance, by
cable, it is pretty well understood, will be forth-
coming In a day or two, if, indeed, the message
has not already beem received by the time this
notice appears, as Foxhall Keene, who arrived yes-
terday on the steamer Lucania, has declared that
matters are about completed, and that a brief ac-
ceptance over the wire is all that is necessary to
cause members of the varlous clubs on this side
to prepare for their visitors.

It is needless to say that this visit of an English
team will give a tremendous impetus to polo here,
as arrangements will undoubtedly be made for the
Britishers to meet all the prominent players In
America in a series of spirited games.
