Philadelphia, July 2l.—Arrangements have been
practically completed for bringing the Olympic
games. embiematic of the world's champlonship. to
Frankiin Fleld, the University of Pennsylvania's
athletic grounds, in the summer of 1804 When
plans for reviving these ancient sports war=s de-

cided upon it was agreed to hold the first series
at Athens {n the old arena where the Greeks had
contested for athletle supremacy centuries ago.
It was thers in 1896 that Princeton and Harvard
surprised the European world by the prowess of
American athietes on track and field. Garrett, the
shot putter, who Is at present abroad with the
Tiger team, won the discus throw at these games
four years ago, and wing footed “Eddie” Burke
amazed the natives by hiz wonderful sprinting
powers.

It was agreed by the committee In charge that
the rts should be held every four years; that
they should go to Parls in 199; that Engiand should
have them in 194, and four years later, or in 1908,
they should come to America. In some little corre-
spondence the University of Pennsylvania athletic
authorities had with the promoters of sports in
England before Pennsyivania's team started abroad
this year, it was learned that the Britishers were
net particularly desirous of having tae games in
1904, and with a little diplomacy could be induced
to give way to America. For this reason Frank
Ellis, a graduate of the University of Pennsylvania,
and former chairman of the ck Committee, was
sent abroad with the team to endeavor to secure
the games for Franklin Field, and advices received
from him while abroad indicate that he has hean
successful in his missjon.
