CROWDS AT ATLANTIC CITY

EFFORTS TO FORCE BETTER OBSERV-
ANCE OF SUNDAY LAWS.

Atlantlc City, N, J., July 28 (Special).—If there
was ever any doubt that the preient season is to
be a record breaker in the matter of crowds at this
resort, the happenings of the Iast couple of weeks
Even
the skeptics are now compelled to admit that the
throng of promenaders on the Boardwalk to-day
is larger than It has ever been, except, perhaps, on
some special occasion.

Visitors and residents alike are taking a deep
interest in the efforts being made by the author-
itles to force a better observance of the laws, par-
ticularly on Sunday. As told In this correspond-
ence last week announcements were made by the
proprietors of some of the local theatres that per-
formances would be glven last Sunday evening, but
the authorities took action almost at the last min-
ute, and none of these places were permitted to be
open. In one instance, however, it required the pres-
ence of the Chief of Police and twenty policemen to
convince the manager of the show that Mayor Stoy
was in earnest when he issued his order in regard
to Sunday closing.

But Sunday amusements are not the only matters
that are causing concern to the city fathers,
Last Sunday was the quletest that has been known
here for some weeks, and yet Mayor Stoy, who
made a personal tour of inspection, reported to the
City Council that he found much to criticise. He
referred in strong terms to the scanty nature of
the apparel worn by some of the bathers, and
severely condemned the practice indulged In by
some people of parading along the avenues clad
only in their bathing suits. This, he sald, was
parifcularly objectionable at the hours when other
people were going to or leaving the various
churches. The Mayor asked for an ordinance
regulating the matter. He also took up the matter
of alleged overcharging on the part of the local
‘busmen, Many of these are llkely to charge a
stranger exorbitant rates, although the regular
fare is supposed to Le 10 cents for any ordinary
The Mayor asked for a law requiring all
drivers of public vehicles to post their schedule
of rates in a conspicuous place inside their car-
riages or 'buses, and it is likely that this will soon
be done.

CITIZENS' INTEREST IN REFORM.

The eity officlals, it is only just to say, are not
alone in thelr determination to effect some sort of
reform. They are backed by the citizens generally,
and particuiarly by a strong committee of leading
men, who declare that they will see the laws en-
forced whether the proper authorities take action
or not. With all this reform in the air it is pretty
certain that some substantial changes wil! be made
in the administration of the resort, and that there
will be little more cause for complaint of lax en-
forcement of the laws.

It is sald that the "busmen, who have for years
had a monopoly of the passenger traffic about "!w
city, will soon have opposition. Report has it that
the Pennsylvania Rallroad intends ‘o put an
electric cah system in operation at its station here.
The street now occupied by the 'busmen while
waiting for trains at the Pennsylvania station is
the private property of the company, and the
public vehicles could be shut out if the railroad
should decide to create a monopoly for its cabs.
This would mean a serfous loss to the hundreds
of 'busmen, who are considerably agitated over the
matter, 1
