HACKETT AND ALLEN WON THE EAST-

Hackett and John Allen, both of Yale, won the
Eastern champlonship at lawn tennis in doubles
here this afternoon, afler one of the most sensa-
tional matches on record. Malcolm Whitman and
Beales Wright, of Harvard, their opponents, were
four times in the fourth set within a single stroke
of winning the title, but they were not steady
enough, and the plucky Yale boys recorded another
“sandy” uphill fight in which the Blue triumphed
over the Crimson. This victory gives Hackett and
Allen the right to meet Little and Alexander, of
Princeton, who recently won the Western cham-
plonship, at Newport next month in the East
vs. West match, the winners of which will then
challenge the National champions, Davis and
Ward, another Harvard palr, for their title.

The match this afternoon was a big surprise to
every one. Even the Harvard contingent {itself
did not expect its representatives to win, and the
Yale pair were strong favorites before the play
began. Their team work ‘n the eariier matches of
this tournament was faultless, and their smash-
ing was so fast that !t was thought by the experts
that only one team in the country, the National
champions, could beat them. The unexpected
strength of Whitman and Wright was a big sur-
prise, therefore, and when they pulled out the first
set by 7—5, after their opponents had taken all of
the first four games, the Harvard “rooters” went
wild with joy. The Yale pair, however, had every-

The big crowd went wild with excitement in the
fourth set, when the plavers seesawed in the lead,
according to which had the service.
