Although the officials of both Institu-
tions were disinclined to answer inquiries bear-
ing upon the matter, Tle Tribune is in a posi-
tion to state that the National City Bank peo-
ple have secured ‘one thousand shares of stock
which belonged to Cornelius Vanderbilt.

While their transferrence does not
glve to James Stillman and his colleagues a
controlling voice in the affairs of the Lincoln
Bank, it is understood that an effort will be
made to purchase the five hundred shares helM
by F. W. Vanderbilt and the stoek poseessed
by Commodore Van Santvoord, Colonel Thomas
L. James, prestdent of the bank, and one or two
other prominent stockholders. It was recalled
aiso in Walil Street yesterday fhat the Ilate
H. Walter Webb was a director of the City
Bank and was also a director and an influential
stockholder of the Lincoln Bank. Therefore, in
view of his close connection with the two banks,
it was pointed out that the reason which in-
duced the sale of the Vanderbilt stock would
also contribute to the exchange of Mr. Webb’s
holdings.

WANT A GOVERNMENT CONCERN.‘—

In Wall Street it was not for a moment Goubt-
ed that the City Bank had already acquired or
seen its way clear to acquire a majority of the
Lipeoln Bank’'s etock. This latest absorption
ont the part of the City Bank revived the talk
that was current some time ago, that it was the
aim of jts directors to make their bank the
counterpart in the United States of such semi-
Government institutions as the Bank of Eng-
Jand and the Bank of France. For some time
the National City Bank has beéén aggréssive in
pursuing a purpose to make itself the money
centre of the country, The men identified with
the bank are already largely interested in the
Hanover Bank:; they control also the Second
#nd Third National banks, the Farmers Loan
and Trust Company and the United States
Trust Company.

It is stated also that the National City capi-
%elists are buyving as opportunify offers the
#stocks of other desirable banks, including the
National Park and the Pheenix National. Their
Plan, it is described, is to secure such a block
of stock of each bank that by a final combina-
tion with other heavy stockholders they ¢an
control the policy of the bank and direet its re-
sourcés, They do not desire, the statement is
made, to élose upon the banks whose confrol
they gain, but merely to govern their filnances,
&nd so control the rate of interest.

OFFICIALS NOT PRONE TO TALK.

James Stillman was not in town yesterday,
and in his absence a Tribune reporter, in the
éndeavor to verify the
purchase of the Vanderbfit stock, was referred
to Gilson S. Whitson, the cashier. Mr. Whitsen,
however, refused to sav anything about the
matter one way or the other. He sald that the
only person who could authoritatively answer
such inquiries was Mr.-Stidman.

Neither would Colonel James, when he twas
seen at the Lincoln Bank, commit himself to
#ny definite statement rezarding the transfer
of the Cornclius Vanderbiit holdings.

“All that I care to say about the bank's af-
fairs to-day,” faid Colonel James, “is that no
¢hange in the management is contemplated, and

that we shall continue fo take eare of 6ur cus-
tomers’ interests. This is the people’s bank,
and it will continue to be that. We do not

purchase any paper, and have not for many
years.”” i

“Will the business gent to the Lincoln by the
New-York Central Railroad Company continue
to be sent as heretofore?” Colonel James was
asked.

“Yee, just the same,” sald he.

William T. Cornell, the cashier, was asked
about the transfer of shares, but, like Colonel
James, he refuzed to dlscuss it.

DIRECTOR CONFIRME THE REPORT.

One of thé directors of the bank seen last
night said:

“It is true that the National City Bank people
have acquired the Cornelius Vanderbilt hold-
ings. If was something of a surprise to us, and
it indicates that they desire to assume a con-
trolling interest in the bank. The National City
has not bought the shares direct, but that is
not necessary. Persons friendiy to the National
City have acquired the holdings. No transfer
of the shares has been made on the books.
‘We shall retain our present friendly relations
with the New-York Central, as F. W. Vander-
bilt and E. V. W. Rossiter are diréctors of the
Lincoln.”

“Is it true that the bank buys no paper in its
commercial dealings?” the director was asked.

“Yes” satd he. “It discontinued the practice
many years ago. We used to buy paper, the
sameé a8 many other banks in this city, but one
day Cornelius Vanderbilt, who was once an as-
sistant teller in the Clearing House and was
famillar with banking, came into the bank, and,
after hearing that we had lost a considerable
éum by buying paper, said: ‘This bank must

not buy any more paper while I have anything.

to say about its management.” That settled it.
We stopped the practice then, and it never has
beén resumed.”

The Lincoln Bank was chartered in I1R82. Tt
hag a capital of $300,000 and a surplus of
$700,000. Colonel James is its president, and
the following are directors: E. V. W. Rossiter,
William R. Grace, F. W. Vanderbilt, Noah
Davis, M. C. D. Borden, C. C. Clarke, Mar-
cellus Hartley and James D. Layng.

RELATIVE OF MRS. MARY JOHNSON SEEKS

who died in 1807, leaving an estate of $700,000 to re-
liglous and other Institutions, began an action in
the Supreme Court vesterday to restrain the Rev.
James W. Power, pastor of All Saints’ Roman
Catbolle Church, from Interfering in any way with
the procesds of property in Riverside Drivé, at
One-hundred-and-twenty-second-st., which the city
has acquired in condemnation proceedings for the
extension of the Drive. Mrs. Johnson deeded the
property taken by the city to Father Power about
the same time she mAde hef flrst will, and the
confesfants of the will want this deed cancelled,

The amount paid for the property, or to be paid,
im $95,000, and the amount left to All Saints’ Church
is $150,000. The cousins of Mrs. Johnson Wwho are
contesting the will do not wish Father Power to
get the $%5,000 into his hands.

Julia P. Haley, another relative, filed a néw con-

He
called his drivers and ordered them to mount on
the =eats of their heavy wagons and batter the
fence down, while he, with axe in hand, cut down
the posts.

The railroad obtained an injunction against Mr.
Jones and replaced the fence. The Injunction was
afterward removed, but flve years elapsed before
the case came to trial.

BEATANDROBBED SENATOR

JOHN FORD THE LATEST VICTIM OF
THE TIVOLI BAXDITS.

.
CURIOSITY GROWS A8 TO HOW FAR THE PO-
LICE ARE GOING TO LET ACKRON
GO IN HIS VICIOUNESS.

Néw-Yorkers are wondering how far the brazen
effrontery of Charles Ackron will be allowed to go
before the Tammany Police Board decldes that
the blackmall he pays for protection does not
wholly offsét the public indignation which he is
stirring up dAgainst the Tammany leader who could
erush him with a word, but does not. For a long
timé now Ackron has been allowed to conduct a
dfgreputable regort tn West Thirty-fifth-st., close
t6 Broadway, called the Tivoll.

Of course, the desires of the respéctable people
of this c¢fty are never considered by Tammany.
Croker caters to the tastes of the sporting ele-
ment when heé considers anybody at all but him-
self and his pocket, and his ostensible réason for
allowing places like the Tivolf to flourish {8 to
make New-York an attractive place to those who
“want to see lifé and have a good fime.” Many
who do noet know Tammany thoroughly give it
crédif for wighing to “run a cosmopolitan efty in
a broad and cosmopolitan way,” and for belng
brave enough to defy what they call tha Puritan-
feal zeal of the too good, which made this city a
dull resort for gamblers, all nlght reveéllers and
afssolute persons when Governor Roosevelt was a
Police Commissioner.

But any one who thinks that the sporting element
of the city i{s being looked out for by Tammany
Hall need only visit Ackron’s Tivoli any night in
the weak, display a lttie money and then get tipsy
and he will have his mental eves opened, though his
fleshly onés may be violently closed {n the opera-
tfon. He will redlize by feeling his pockets after
he has been thrown ouf upon the sidewalk that the
TivoH is run firet, last ana all the time for the pur-
pose of barefaced robbery. There is generally a
high degree of honot in the class known as sport-
ing men, but honor is an unknown characteristic
among the creatures who conduct the Tivol, among
the police who “protect” {t and squeeze it at the
same time, and also among the men who share the
regular payments which Ackron makes for the
privilege of plundering his patrons.

A percenfage of the money stolen {n the place is
pald to the dissolute women who decoy their
victims thither, it is generally understood, and alse
to the walters who rifle the pockets of drunken
men as they throw them out: but these poor ereat-
ures are allowed to keep only a small part of the
“swag.’” Most of it must go ‘““higher up'’' or the
place would be closed by the police in a jiffy. All
over the civilized world no words are considered
expressive enough fitly t6 describe the contempt
and loathing which decent people, sportsmen in-
cluded, feel for those men who profit by the deg-
radation of women; yet in Tammany Hall such
men sfand high, receive the homage of some who
know well how they get their wealth, and are re-
apected by many who do not, because they think
these moral lepers are the champions in this city
of "‘the sporting community."”

The loathsomeness of Ackron’s business is only
equalled by the boldness with which he conducts
ft.  Glittering electric signs of large size attract
thae eyes of all who oross Thirty-fifth-st. at Broad-
way to the Tiveli. There it stands, a sink of in-
expressible vice, close to the centre of the theatre
district, closé to the Metropolitan Opera House,
close to respectable restaurants and concert halls,
flaunting ite &ign of debasement before the innocent
and the refined. No effort {s made to keep it In
the dark, no pretence is kept up that it exists upon
sufferance; it boldly takes its place alongside of the
legitimate amusement resorts, as though Ackron
should say: “I defy any one, man, woman or child,
to pass by my moral cesspool here without notie-
ing it."

Greatly to the joy of many persons, there seems
to be at present, however, some slight chance.that
this eXxeerabla parasite upon soclety has gone a
step top fR¥ W allowing his walters to rob and beat
a State Sepator in the Tivol last Friday night,
and that he may, in view of the fact that an élec-
tion i{s approaching, be forced to shut up his gilded
pigsty until after November 6, at least. On Friday
night Senator John Ford and his friend, Charles
C. Maas, were drinking in the Tiveoli. Mr. Ford
gave the walter a $10 bill, and recelved change for
$ only. Naturally he protested. Mr. Ford was un-
acoustomes: to the ways of the Tivoll. To protest
is usuless. It is also dangerous. Instantly several
of the thugs who “‘wait’’ there as the cat waits
for a mouse, pounced on him, thumped, kicked, bit
and gouged him, and ejected him from the place

with the same care that the ashman returns the
empty garbage can to the curb. Senator Ford de-
scribed the outrage yesterday in the following
words:

Mr. Maas and myself with several other friends
were going up Broadway last Friday evening, when
we heard a story which was all over Broadway to
the effect that a cabman had been killed at the
Tivoll, and | suggested, as we passed Thirty-fifth-
st. and saw the glnrlng sign of the Tivoll, that we
%O over and see If there was any truth in the story.
We went In and were certainly not there more than
five minutes. [ ordered a round of drinks and ten-
dered In payment a $§10 bill; but the walter only
brought me change for a five, at which I pro-
tested, and the first thing 1 knew several waiters,
without any cause or provocation, set upon and
beat me most brutally, and put me out in the street.
I was beaten and beaten well, and T knew when I
had enough. It was the greatest outrage ] ever
witnessed or experienced. It seems incomprehensi-
ble to me that such a lawless resort should be per-
mitted to exist in a ecivilized community. The Tivoll
ought to be closed instanter.”

Ackron is said to have fled the elty last week to
avoild arrest upon a warrant sworn out by the
cabman, who was not killed, but only badly beaten
by the resort keeper. It is thought by some and
hoped by many that Senator Ford may have
fi.';°“ﬁh influence to procure the closing of the

COMPLAINT AGAINST NAVY YARD WAGES.

FILED WITH THE CENTRAL FEDERATED UNION -

CHARGES DENIED.

A complaint to the Central Federated Unlon, of
Manhattan, has been flled by Delegate Pallis, who
alleges that the wages paid to the patternmakers
in the Navy Yard are lower than those paia to
men in outside factorfes. This the Navy Yard offi-
clals deny, saying that none of the men leave their
places voluntarily, and that with but eight hours
& day their places are more desirable than employ-
ment with outside parties.

The wages of the Navy Yard are fixed each six
months by a wages board, made up of the leading
officers of the yard. They send out to the leading
manufacturers of New-York and obtain Informa-

tion as to the amount of pay in the various lines,
This information serves the board as the basis of
the echedule for the pay of the men.

The training shlp Dixie is expected at the yard
in the next few days. The Dixie comes from
Manila, and her crew is composed largely of in-
valided men whose terms of enllstment have ex-
glrcd. Beveral hodles of dead soldiers are being
rought back.
