usual vigilance In guarding property, but there
Is convincing reason to believe that the mem-
bers of the force In all thr boroughs are falling

They have bad examples
before them. They see the Commissioners
adopting methods and policies which are intend-
ed to promote the plans of unscrupulous polit-
ical schemers. They observe that advancement
does not depend upon faithful service, hut is
governed hy pulls and Influences of the most
objectionable kind. They cannot fall to note
thnt the dlvekeepers of the Ackron class are
bold nnd defiant in the extreme. No fair minded
man or woman who looks into the facts can
avoid the conclusion that the force In all <\\-
vlslons of this great city Ig In an unfortunate
cond'tlon.

Those persons whose occupations and duties
require them to remain In the city will act
wisely if they see to It that their homes are
properly watched and that due precautions are
taken against burglars. Mienk thieves and crim-
inals of ever?" class.

Itmakes no difference that Louisiana and Flor-
ida were both ruled on annexation by civil
Governors invested by act of Congress with
the despotic powers of Spanish captains-gen-
eral. Bryaulte arguments are not expected to
recognize historic facts or pay any attention
to constitutional precedents of Democratic crea-
tion.

When, however. Mr. Bryan uses alleged
despotic acts of Republicans In distant posses-
sions as au argument for intrusting power to
him, it Is not unreasonable to ask him what
the Democratic party Is doing right here at
home for the maintenance of civil liberty and
the discouragement of government hy force.
The Democratic platform adopted at Kansas
City says:

We declare again that all governments insti-
tuted amons men derive their Just powers from
the consent of the governed; that any govern-
ment n<->t based upon the ronsent of the gov-
erned Is a tyranny; and that to impose upon any
people a government of force is to substitute
the methods of imperialism for those of a re-
public.

Now. Imperialism is no better in one of the
original thirteen States tban ItIs In Manila, and
the statesman cannot be esteemed either for
honesty of purpose or sincerity of argument
who wails over liberty invaded in the Philip-
pines by our troops in putting down a murder
oub and unprovoked attack upon them, while
be shuts his eyes to the Invasion of liberty by
his own supporters in North Carolina, who are
not establishing order hy force, but dlHturhin.it
it by force and abolishing free speech in the
effort to disfranchise thousands of existing
American citizens. Is citizenship which Is so
necessary for every ignorant Porto Rican some
thing to be taken from the ignorant American
with a black skin at the point of the pistol If
he is not ready to vote It away of his own ac-
cord? Can Mr. Bryan sit by and see a friend
like Marlon Butler deprived of the right of
public speaking by "Hed Shirts" and then dare
to denounce the Republicans because they are
not ready la aew possessions to Incorporate

TYRANNY IN XORTH CAROLINA.
Mr. Bryan and his supporters are terribly dis-

turbed about the dancers which threaten civil
liberty. They warn the American people that
If this Government Is permitted to exercise

dominion over any territory without admitting
its Inhabitants Immediately to the full prlvi-
lezes of American citizenship they will be rais-
ing op a monster of militarism and tyranny

for their own oppression. Itmakes no differ-
ence that for a hundred years this country has
been ruling people without treating them as
citizens, but as "domestic dependents." It
makes no difference that Congress has for a
centurj" been tnxinc even American people
from the States In the Territories annexed
and setting up a government over them

THE CHINESE M'EX ACE.
We are not yet prepared to believe Inail Its

hideous nakedness the report that the Chinese
Government is holding the Ministers as hos-
tnges to assure the withdrawal of the foreign
troops, and that upon the further advance of
the latter toward the capital It will murder
them all. With all allowance for the difference
between tho Chinese and the American mind
ami its manner of regarding such things, and
for the excitement and passion that now bear
sway at Peking, so dreadful a thing as that Is
simply unthinkable, unless through the realiza-
tion of the unthinkable it becomes an accom-
plished fact. And that we do not believe Ithas
yet become, or will become. It Is well, how-
ever, to consider the circumstances and con
dltions of the case In a detailed and logical
manner, rather than to meet passion with
passion alone.

The Ministers are In China, and presumably
at the Imperial capital, with the full consent
of the Chinese Government. That Is the first
fact. They are there, for example, on precisely
tbo same terms that Mr. Wu Ting Fang Is at
Washington. Being there, they are entitled
to their liberty and to free communication, by
telegraph, by mall and by person, with their
respective governments. That is the second
fact. Indisputable. But they ore deprived of
thfir Überry and are not permitted to com-
municate with their governments. That, we
assume, Is also a fact not to be disputed. Well,

then, ItIs the right and the duty of the govern-
ments concerned to open communication with
them and to restore their liberty to them. That,

too. Is a fact not susceptible of reasonable chal-
lenge.

What, theu. would this alleged Chinese men-
ace imply? That the Chinese Government Is
maintaining, or at any rate tolerating, an illegal
state of affairs, and that unless we acquiesce in
such state of affairs and refrain from commit-
ting n perfectly lawful act, and Indeed a most
Imperative duty. Itwillproceed to the perpetra-
tion of an abominable crime. That Is the logic
of the situation, or would be If this report were
true. We cannot yet believe such a thing of
China, even though her ways are not as our
ways. If it -were true, and If it were to be
entried lnro execution, It must be evident to
the Chinese mind as well as to every other
that it would be an invitation k> reprisals such
as the world has not often seen.

The gist of the whole matter lies In this,

which we have hitherto made cjear. So long
as the Ministers are held in durance, or are
prevented from communicating freely with
their governments, it Is not an act of war, but
merely the performance of a lawful duty, for
the Powers to seek, with whatever force may
be necessary, to reopen communication with
Ihem and to set them at liberty. But If the
Chinese Government should give them their
liberty and freedom of communication, then the
foreign advance upon Peking could not be con-
tinued without Chinese consent except as an
act of war. The moral is obvious. Ifthe Chi-
nese Government does not want the Powers to
be compelled to do their duty, it should do Its
duty. If it wants to stop the advance upon
Peking It should give the Ministers their lib-
erty nnd put them Into free communication
with their governments. There Is no other way.

THE STAXDARD FOR NOMINATIONS.
In bringing forward the name of Charles A.

Bcbieren for Lieutenant-Governor members of
the Republican organization close to Senator
Platt set up a standard for the State ticket
which should by no means be departed from.
Consideration of Mr. Schieren's name api>ears
to have been dropped and other men are talked
of for the second place on the ticket. But the
hope of the rank and file of the party still is
that the leaders will give them both for first
and second places men of the standing, proved
capacity, tried honesty and sterling indepen-
dence of Mr. Schieren. Such men would win
thousands of votes not only for themselves, but
for the Presidential ticket and for the candi-
dates for Congress In several close districts
which need particular attention if the scheme
of some anti-Bryan Democrats to hamper the
Republicans with a hostile House is to be de-
feated.

It is of the utmost importance this year to
givtr independent voters no excuse for scratch-
ing. With a good, sound, popular ticket all the
way through President McKlnley's strength

\u2666ould by the sheer force of momentum carry
ninny districts where the Democrats are natu-
rally in the majority, nnd Inan ordinary local
or Congress election would win. In such
districts, however, when McKinley Democrats
begin to split tickets the Republicans lose.
Therefore they should be at special pains to put
up men for every office from Governor down
whose characters will be additional incentives
to doubtful voters to cast a straight ticket.
Weak men or distrusted men trying to get In
under cover of the National ticket are likely to
alienate even from the President electors who
do not like any Republicans but are reluctantly
Inclined to support the President, if not the
lesser Republican candidates.

Just why Mr. Schieren's name has been
dropped we do not understand. We should re-
gret to suppose that it was not proposed In
good faith. Possibly he has let it be known
that he does not care for the office. This would
not be surprising, for his previous services in
politics and his abilities as an administrator
would entitle him to aspire to a higher place.
He might with dignity and propriety seek the
Governorship Ifhe df-sired it. and if'it be true
that many organization politicians think of him
as an available enndidnte for Mayor next year.
th<» fact promises well for the possibilities of
thnt campaign. On the ticket this year Mr.
Schieren would have great strength with the
voters of (lornian antecedents, nnd would like-
wise have the favor of every other friend of
political independence and good government.
After having been asked to contemplate the pos-
siMHty of casting their ballots for him, the
people of this Stnte will look for substitute
nominations of an exceptionally high character.

ican devotion to order and lawful authority are
sufficient to make the United States, in such
a case at* this, kin to Italy and all the world.

We have said that Humbert was a brave man
and a wise King. We may add that he was a
good King. If. indeed, goodness and wisdom
be not Inseparable. His voluntary assumption

of and payment of his father's debts and his
relinquishment of a large share of his own
lawful revenue for the easing of the people's
burdens may be placed by the side of his action
at Custozza and in the cholera lazaretto to
compose the picture of the man and King. It
is idle to blame him for Italy's financial diffi-
culties. That country has a constitutional gov-
ernment. Itwas the people themselves, through
their elected representatives, that committed
all those extravagances, and upon them tho
blame must fall. It is one of the misfortunes
of sovereigns in these days that they have so
little authority and yet are often held to so
great a responsibility. It willnot. we believe,

be easy for the historian to point out many
serious errors in Humbert's public career. He
was not a genius of statesmanship, but he
ranked head and shoulders above most Italian
statesmen of his time. He was. Nt any rate,

loyal to his purposes, and had the courage of
his conviction*, and was absolutely devoted to

the welfare of Italy. That Is far higher praise

than can be given to all sovereigns, even in

these altruistic days. But Humbert merits It.
And one of the greatest men in Italy willnot In
vain have fallen at the hand of one of the worst
if the awful tragedy shall serve to impress
those characteristics of his more deeply upon
li's people and upon nil the world.

fitted for citizenship than the unlettered negroes.
Suppose, however, it is assumed that the Con-
stitution is in the interests of civilization, and
that outsiders have no right to complain if
North Carolina wishes to adopt It. Is such ter-
rorizing by "Red Shirts" as Is recounted in dis-
patches from North Carolina Inaccord with the
Democratic platform's denunciation of impos-
ing "upon any people a government of force"
If "any government not based upon the con-
sent of the governed Is a tyranny," then the
new Democratic government in North Carolina
now being forced upon the people there by
fraud and arms and the suppression of free
speech is tyranny of the worst sort. If Mr.
Bryan were anything but an adventurer and a
demagogue he would rise up and denounce this
outrage with the Indignation and earnestness
of a true believer in human rights and human
freedom. All the more would he do It be-
cause Itis his own party's violation of Its pro-
fessed principles and an Indictment of his own
good faith.

Ho opposes
tyranny for revenue only.
