
Lincoln, Neb., Aug. s.—Colonel John I. Martin.
Sf ;. ::t-at-arn;K Of the National Democratic Com-
mittee, arrived here to-day for the purpose of es-
corting Mr. Bryan to Indianapolis. The two went
over the Octalis of the proposed trip to-night, but
no Important changes were made in the programme.
The party will leave Lincoln at 6 o'clock Monday
evening on the regular train on the Hurllngton
road. There will be no speclcl train. No arrange-
ment ha« been made for speeches on the way, but
Itie considered not improbable that Mr. Bryan may

be called out at different places. He does not ex-
pect, however, to rr.ake any formal addresses in
his absence, except that In accepting the nomina-
tion. If other talks are mad'; they will bo purely
Informal, and will not enter In any detail upon the
discussion of the lesues of the campaign.

The party willconsist of Mr. and Mrs. Bryan and
their son. Colonel Martin, Governor Thomas of
Colorado and Mrs. Thomas, Mr. Bryan's secre-
tary a/id a few newspaper men. They will reach
Chicago about 9:30 o'clock on Tuesday morning, and
willremain in that city until 1:25 p. m., when they
will proceed to Indianapolis, arriving there . for
dinner on Tuesday evening.

At Chicago Mr. Bryan willbe taken in charge by
a local committee, and the party will travel by
special train from Chicago to Indianapolis. Colonel
Martin saye the arrangements are complete for a
monster open air meeting In the Indiana capital,
and that there will probably be fifty thousand wit-
neeß«j to th* notification ctrernonieu.

The event ia Intended to be the opening of the
campaign In that State.

To the Mine purport are the figures repre-
senting the holdings of golicoin, which aggre-
gate $728,065, a gain of nearly $100,000 since
April, while the average reserve held has nlso
Increased about 6 per cent, being now 42.22
percent.

Farmers are selling the'r
hogs at 4% cents, whereas four years ago they

could get only LVicents, and the high prices of
wheat and cattle that have prevailed for two or
three years are enabling the farmers of Ne-
braska and South Dakota to pay their debts and
accumulate money. Railroad agents report that
there are more pianos and fine top buggies be-
ing purchased by farmers this summer than
ever before in the history of the State. The
Jobbing houses of Lincoln, Omaha ami Sioux
City, which sell the bulk of goods between the

Kansas line and the Hlack Hills, report an enor-
mous Increase of pales, ranging all the way

from 40 to 100 per cent, in the volume of trado,
with collections all that could be desired. One

wholesale hardware house has established two
branches in the last three years, and all are
growing rapidly.

SAVED FROM DROWNING AT TAPE MAT BY

TIMET.V ARRIVAL OF AN ATHT.ETR.

Cape May. N. J.. Aug. 5 (Special). -Charles T. Bar-
ber, of Indianapolis, was saved from drowning to-
day by the timely appearance on the beach of Hor-
ace M. Cake. Barber went Into the ocean at the.
close of the bathing hour and when nearly every
bather had gone to the bathhouses. Barber went be-yond his depth, and, not being a good swimmer, be-came frightened and then exhausted. Cake wasthrowing sticks for his dog to bring In out of the
surf when he heard the cries of Barber. He threw
off his ccat, hat and shoes and swam to the sideof the drowning man. After a protracted struggle
he. was landed on the beach In safety. Cake is an
athlete and a good swimmer.

ENGLISH CHAMPION 'SWIMMER. WINS.
Eastport. Me.. Ajg. 6.-In his first race In this

country Percy F. Cavlll. the champion swimmer of
England and Australia, easily defeated Will H.
Smith, of Calais, this evening. The time for the
mile was 2914 minutes. Cavill will swim against
J. L. McCusker for the American championship atBoston on August 29.

"Were they like modern fish?" the visitor asked.
I'r ifesscr Smith smiled, and replied:

Unlike modern fish, they possessed no interior ver-
ttbral skeleton; in other words, they had no bones.
They were, however, encased in an armor of bony
plates, symmetrically arranged like fish scales, but
were unlike them, as the pieces of plate interlocked
In one another, and yet permitted great flexibility
of thf body, The gano.d.« developed from an unvert<>-,
brated gpecies, allied to the modern crab and lob-
ster. They possessed both lunge and gills. Dissim-
ilar to modern fish, the tail was unsymmetrlcal.
one half being much larger than the other half, the
body extending Into the larger portion of the caudal
tin.

They lived during the latter part of the Jura-
Trias period, which It placed fit 4.0K1.000 years ago.
At that time the entire^ State of New-Jersey, ex-
cept a strip of highlands in the northern part, was
submerged under the Atlantic, and the Southern
Atlantic States were nil under water.

The scales of the ganoids were bright and shin-
Ing, but there is no evidence of their orlplnal color.
A few imperfect specimens have been found in
Durham, Conn., and 'n South Carolina, places which
bordered on the sea in those times. At that time
this region was a place of great volcanic activity.
Great quantities of black lava flowed forth from
th« eaith nnd rolled down into the sea, forming
the Palleades of New-Jersey and the Orange Moun-
tains. When a stream of molten lava poured down
on an ocean beach it gathered up the pebbles and
formed what Is known as puddingstone or con-
glomerate rock. A layer of this conglomerate is
found in the shales which contain the fish, thus
proving that this particular region was then in a
state of volcanic activity. It is highly probable
that this was a time of mighty earthquakes, and
hose, high rolling sea waves accompanied these
earthquakes. Almost all the specimens taken out
show unmistakable evidence of having died a vio-
lent death. The fins arc widely distended and the
bodies are found twisted in every possible form, as
if the fish had died In great agony.

A large layer of shale about thirty by a hundred
feet. which has been found carefully uncovered.
shows on Its surface the tracks of gigantic birds
which at this time stalked across the shallow mud
flats In t!iis region. The markings are three toed
and of about the sire of a man's hand. From the
fact that the right and left footprints are about
three feet apart, the huge sire of this bird can bereadily inferred. The slab of rock is crossed and
recrossed In every direction with the tracks of
these birds, which evidently walked leisurely about,
as the equal spaces between the footprints attest.

Professor Smith was born In Plttshurg on August6, 1873. He obtained his early education In his na-
tive city and was graduated with the highest honor?from the Plttsburg Central High School. He en-tered Cornell in the class of "?5. obtaining severalscholarships for his work In mathematics. Laterhe took a three years' post-graduate course, devot-
ing hi*studies principally to geology and physics.

HITHER GOES BEYOND HIS DEPTH.

The Jersey City Water Supply Company while
excavating for their cofferdam in Rockaway Val-
ley opened up beds of red and blue shales. Be-
neath these Ehalea lies a bed of volcanic conglom-
erate, and beneath this stratum are more shales.
In a thin layer of blue shales, averaging about
three feet in thickness, are found most remarkable
specimens of KanoUis, ar.ii although ihe opening is
not larger than '*> by 100 feet, thousands of them
are beins taken out. Although fragments of
ganoids of greater siz \u25a0 have been found, these re-
cently discovered are comparatively small, none
being larger than fourteen Inches In length. There
lias also been found another species, which looks
like the modern swordli«h.

THEY DATE BACK FOUR MILLIONTEARS-

NE\V-.Ii:n?KY WA3 THEN SUBMERGED.

The scientific world has been greatly Interested
of late in the geological discoveries made by Pro-
fessor John Hays Smith, teacher of geology and
chemistry in the Montclair (N. J.) High School.

In the blue shales of a valley a few miles from
Montclair were foi.nd fossil fish of a. kind which Is
almost extinct, only three specimens now surviving
Thjey belong to the order of ganoids, which pos-
sessrtf mo interior bony skeleton, but only an out-

side covering of bony or cartilaginous plates. Th?y
were the earliest known vertebrates. A number
of excellent specimens ln the possession of Pro-
fewer Smith show distinctly the shining, bony
urafi's of ,-thls peculiar species of fish which, ac-
cording to geologists, must have existed ages ago.
The term ganoid was applied because of the form
of the scales, which in most species are angular,
square or rhomboidal. at? seen in the common gar-
pikes. In prehistoric times ganoids were numer-
ous ln species, genera and families, and they, with
•harks, were rulers* of the sea. To a visitor last
week Professor Si.Mth said:

FINDING FOSSIL FISH.

A frightened horso ran down the Speedway for a
distance of eleven blocks yesterday afternoon, and
while he ran there was great excitement.

Inhis efforts
to spare the reckless lad from mishap Mr. Hoffman
frightened his horse, which took the hit and bolted.

There were scores of vehicles of many kinds on
the Speedway, and it seemed impossible for the
runaway to get through without dangerous results.
But warned by the shouting, the drivers down the
course saw what was wrong and, with the excep-
tion of James McCarthy, of No. 1.068 Third-aye., all
managed to get out of the way.
Mr.McCarthy was near One-hundred-and-ninety-

second-st. when the runaway came along. The
rear wheels of Mr. Hoffman's runabout swung Into
those of Mr. McCarthy's and tore them completely
off. Mr. McCarthy was thrown out, but landed in
the soft turf and escaped with slight bruises. A
policeman caught his horse before It could get
away.

Mounted Policeman Wiener was almost on the
heels of the runaway, but was unable to check It
until he got to One-hundred-and-eighty-flfth-st. At
that point, by an exhibition of bravery that merited
the applause the crowd gave him, the policeman
stopped the horse. Mr. Hoffman had kept his seat
all the time and was unhurt. .

The local Republican Committee
yesterday telegraphed to Senator Scott to ar-
range ro have Governor Roosevelt here to open
the campaign the first week ln September, while
the State Fair Is in progress. An assemblage
of fifty thousand people is guaranteed, the nor-
mal fair attendance being about half that
number.

ELECTION RIOTS IN VARIOUS PARTS OF

THE STATE,

Charlotte, N. C. Aug. 5 (Special).— Governor Rus-

sell has had his hands full since yesterday an-
swering the dispatches asking for troops to quell

election riots. Early yesterday afternoon a cry for
help came from Bayboro, in Eastern North Ca>-
Una, saying that the town was at the mercy of

an angry mob, and that troops would be necessary

to quiet the disturbance. A detachment Of Naval

Reserves was sent to the scene at once. Itseems
that the County Canvassing Board was in session
in the Courthouse, counting the vote. The Sheriff
of the county, a Democrat, who it is said was de-
feated, organized t mob and started to break up

the Election Board meeting. The mob led by the
Sheriff went as far as the Courthouse door, where
it was met by a mob that had been formed within
the Courthouse, and a lively scrap ensued, pistols

and knives and other weapons were used, one man
Is reported dead, and a number were seriously
wounded.

Montreal, Aug. 4 (Special).— The Canadian peo-

ple have been much disturbed in the last year

or so by increasing evidences of widespread and
deep seated elect 3r«»l corruption, and there Is much

discussion as to the best means of eradicating the
evil. Of course, the Improper use of money In elec-
tions has been nn Incident of democratic govern-
ment here, as elsewhere, from the outset, and there

have been from time to time scandalous reve-
lations of the means by which political parties raise

Immense campaign funds for the debauching of the
electorate.

All of these practices were tolerated to some
extent by trie public as being almost Inherent in

Canadian political Institutions, but the political
machine managers, presuming on this complacency,

have of late years gone a step further and have
succeeded at last In shocking publicopinion.

The wastefulness of the old methods of buying

votes with cash has long been apparent to the.
political manager. A large percentage of this
money adheres to the fingers of those to whom

It Is Intrusted for distribution, and In any case,

under the Canadian ballot, there Is no assurance
that the goods purchased are delivered. Ina great

majority of cases they are not. and very sad tales

are told by politicians of the degeneracy of voters

who sell themselves but fall to stay bought until
they reach" the pollingbooth.
For Instance, a few years ago the Government of

the day made a desperate attempt to capture a
constituency in this province which was histori-

cally Identified with the opposing pnrty and had
been made vacant by the death of the sitting

member. An immense fund was taken Into the

county, and there was hardly a voter that did not

have an opportunity of handling the "long green."
But when the votes came to be counted It was

found that the enormous expenditure had effected

a change of only ten votes. It turned out that

the managers of the other aide had instructed its

members to take all the money offered and turn it
Into their own campaign fund, and this was done

In many Instances. An experience like this is

calculated to make the most hardened corruptlon-

ist hesitate at buying votes.

So a new and it was thought a much safer

method of making elections sure was devised. It

was based on the dictum of some unknown Ameri-
c.in genius who declared that he did not care how

the people voted ifhe were allowed to count the

vote. An elaborate system was builtup which was

aimed directly at the sanctity of the ballot box. and
there Is only too much evidence that Ithas been put

into operation a great many times in the last nine

years. Itcan only be operated by the party con-

trolling the election machinery— that Is. by the

party In power. Therefore, the stigma of intro-
ducing it must reel with the Conservatives, but

when the whirligigof time gave the Liberals the
opportunity to do likewise they embraced it with

great fervor and even added a few new features to

it.
