“I think the agony the man suffered,” added
the physician, “drove him to seek death. He
made an unsuccessful effort to put a bullet into
his head about & year ago In my presence. I
got the revolver away from him before he could
hurt himself.,” The physician, it was learned,

was Dr. W. W. Varick, president of the Board |

of Health of Jersey City, and a relative of the
dead man.

Owing to his long connection with the Astor
House, McWilllams was one of the best known
hotel detectives in this country. He was on

duty at the Astor House untll about 2 o'clock |
vesterday afternoon, and then went directly to ;
the Cosmopolitan Hotel, where he was assigned |

to a room on the third floor,
Chambers-st. Before going to the room he told
the clerk he intended to take a nap.

ASKED TO BE CALLED AT 4 O'CLOCK.

“Be sure to wake me at 4 o'clock,” he sald.
*I¢ T fail to get up when the boy knocks on the
door, have him enter the room to wake me.” At
& o'clock the day clerk sent one of the bellboys

MeWilliams lying on the bed with a bullet
wound in his head. The bullet had entered the
temple over the left eve and had come out over
the right eye. In the man’s hand was a new re-
volver. The boy at once told the clerk what he
had seen, and
monred.

After examining the dody the physiclan said
the man had beca dead about an hour and a
half. The bullet was found on the bed beside his
head. A carefui search of the clothing was
made for some note explaining why he had com-
mittad suicide, but none was found. When Mec-
Willlams’s body was dlscovered he was dressed
&s he was on entering his room, with the ex-
ception of his coat, which he had removed and
placed on & chair. He had £20 in bllls, some
change and & number of jewels. The body was
teken to the Leonard-st. police station, and later
was removed to an undertaker's shop.

McWilllams was single and was about fifty-
geven years old. When a young man he was
made Chief of Police of Jersey Clty, and on
leaving that office he secured emplovment as
fAetective at the Aetor Heouse. He leaves a num-
ber of relatives, including a brother and two sis-
ters. His brother is Jefferson McWilllams, pres-
ident of the Manhattan Deillvery Company,
whose home is at No. 265 Central Park West,
His sisters are Mrs, J. E. Scott, at present at
Asbury Park, and Mrs. George Fields, of No. 21
Suydam-st., Jersey City.

The manager of the Astor House sald last
pight that McWilllams was a faithful and effi-
cient employe, and that he 4id not know what
had led him to commit sulcide.

TRIED FOR A BANK ROEBERY.

McWilliams was born in Jersey City on June |

24, 1842 was educated at the public schools and
learned the trade of mason and plasterer. In
1864 he was appointed a detective, and when
the cities of Jersey City, Bergen and Hudson
were consolidated In 1871 he was appointed
Chief of Police, but resigned in October, 1872,
nnder a cloud He was attending the Re-
rublican National Convention, at Philadelphla,
in Jupe of that year, when Mrs, Beamer, who
cocupied the house, No. 8 Exchange Place, and
rented furnished rooms, discovered that three
of her lodgers who represented themselves to
be artists worked at night and were absent
during the day. Her curiosity was excited, and
she made an investigation. A heavy bookcase
thet was placed against the wall was moved,

and a large hole in the wall was re-
vealed. The First National Bank adjoined,
and an aperture had been made in the
wall. She secretly concluded that the

lodgers were bank thieves, and informed Hamil-
ton Wallls, then president of the bank, who in
turn informed Acting Chief of Police McHorney.
That evening the lodgers were arrested. They
proved to be three well known professional
thieves—Proctor, Denning and Foley. They ac-
cused Chief McWilllams of being in eollusion,
:8nd said thet for the protection he guaranteed
"he was to have a share of the booty. They
said@ that if he had remain=d in the city and
protecied them, as he should have done, that he
would have received the notice of the discovery
end have warned them to abandon the job, and
they would have escaped arrest. MceWilllams
#trenuousiy denounced the allegation, and de-
clared it to be spite work of vicious men, and
pointed to his absence from the ecity as proof
of his innocence, He was indicted and tried
The first trial resulted in a disagreement, and
the second In acquittal. He had been suspended
as Chief of Police. After his acquittal he re-
signed, and was apnointed detective at the As-
tor House. The three bank burglars were sent
to State prison for fifteen vears each. A few
months later McWilliams was attacked in Cort-
landt-st. by a man nam=4 Johnston, and Mec-
Williems shot and mortally wounded him. He
weas exonerated by the Coroner’'s jury, as it was
shown that Johnston, who was a friend of the
;hrr-p hank burglars, intended to kill McWill-
ams.

BOLTS STRIKE BUILDINGS.

VIOLENT THUNDER AND LIGHTNING
STORM DOES MUCH DAMAGE IN
WESTCHESTER COUNTY.

A violent thunder storm swept over Westches-
ter County yesterday afternoon between 2 and 3
o'clock. The storm was severest in Mount Ver-
non, New-Rochelle and the towns on Long Isl-
and Sound. The rain came down in sheets, and
in some places thera waes & heavy shower of hall-
stones. Many of the stones that fell were as
large as hickory nuts, and it is thought they did

Hundreds of tree¢ were struck, and the high-
last night with broken

In New-Rochelle four buildings were struck
and two were destroyed by fire. The first fire
in New-Rochelle was at 2:15 o'clock, when a
terrific bolt of lightning struck the large barns
of Livingstone Disbrow, in North-st. beyond
the Paine Monument, Mrs. Charles Disbrow,
whose husband leases the barns from his father,
was sitting at o window at the time and saw
the flames burst out, but the storm Wwas 80 se-
vere that she could not get out to send an

alarm. Charles Siebrecht, a florist, of this clty, 5

saw the barns burning and telephoned to the
police.

Nearly all of the New-Rochelle firemen |

were out of town on their annual excursion, |

but a crew was found for the chemical engine,
which checked the flames and saved the large

carriage house and homestead. The barns con- |

tained nearly two hundred tons of hay and
farming implements and machinery, all of
which are lost. The firemen worked until late
in the afternoon trying 1o save the burning
bales of hay. They had a difficult time saving
the greenhouses of Watson B. Dickerman,
which were near the burned barns.

About fifteen minutes after the Disbrow barns
were struck another bolt set fire to a large cot-

TO RELIEVE PIG IRON

MARKET.

AT.LL BESSEMER FURNACES TO BE PUT OUT
OF BLAST ON SEPTEMBER 1

Cleveland, Ohlo, Aug. 7 (Special).—~After Septem-
ber 1 all the Bessemer furnaces will be put out of
blast. From what !s now known, it appears that
last week the Bessemer Asociation held a meeting
in this eity for the purpose of seeing what could
be done to relieve the pig iron market. Bessemer
iron has been put on the stock piles for the last
two mor*h& %ith not a new sale to relleve them.
There have been large contracts, under which the
furnaces have been working, and these are still
in effect, “‘and will not expire until September 1.
Besidés the#¥ ‘contracts, little business has been
done, &'ﬂﬁ‘ih@”pmductlon was in when the meeting
was called {n this eity. It was attended by repre-
sentatives of all the Bessemer furnaces, and the
situation was gone into in detall, the conference
lasting several hours. Theé desire was to avoid
anything like an agreement, and yet to have all
of the results of such a compact.

After a general discussion, therefore, it was
agreed that the oné thing that would put the mar-
ket on the basis where It was wanted was to limit
the production of Bessemer pig iron. This under-
standing having been reached, the representatives
of the varifous furnaces were called upon, and
each gave his individual opinion. One after the
other announced that the furnaces which he rep-
resented had decided to go out of blast on Sep-
tember 1, and that the others might do as they
pleased. When all of these representatives had
placed themselves on record, it was found that
only two of the furnaces which are now in blast
had decided to keep up their work.

The Briar Hill and the Andrews Hitchcock fur-
naces have declded to continue work. Of these
the former announces that it has two concerns

with which it is connécted using Bessemer iron, and
must furnish it to them:; the second gave notice of
an intention to quit producing Bessemer iron, but
to turn to the manufacture of foundry iron. While
therefore, these two will run as usual, their action
will not in any way affect the amount of Bessemer
fron that is being offered on the market or is to be
offered. The sole aim in the restriction of pro-
duction at this time 1s to stop the downward
tendency of the prices of Bessemer iron. The price
ias broken now $8 or more on the ton, and yet
there is no demand for the product.

SORE EYES AFTER PUBLIC BATAH.

BELIEF THAT SEWAGE MAY AT TIMES
REACH THE PLACE AT BRIDGE-ST.

More than one hundred cases of gcre eyes have
appeared amorg the boys and men who have been
in the hablt of using the public bath at Bridge-st.,
and it 1s belleved that the bath is in some way
unganitary. Within the last week a large number
of patients have applied to the Eye and Ear In-
firmary in Livingston-st. for rellef from sore eyes.
They said their eyes began to trouble them after
coming out of the Bridge-st. bath and that soon
after a painful swelling would appear. In every case
the trouble has been diagnosed as conjunctivitis,
generally in its most acute form. Those who have
come to the infirmary for treatment say that there
are many others who are aflicted In the same way.

Mr. Getine, the superintendent of the hath, denigs

that the glluee {8 in an unsanitary conditlon. It
is thoroughly cleansed each night with o big hose
and great care is taken to keep every par: In san-
itary condition. Any person who s foun. to be
suffering from a disease or malady of any kind is
not permitted to go Into the water.

There is a fifteen Inch sewer that emg:lu into
the river about fifty yards north of the bath, and
with certain conditions of wind and tide the sewage.
it is belleved, may reach the bath and cause various
diseases among the bathers.

BURGLARS CONTINUE ACTIVE.

THREE ROBBERIES REPORTED YESTERDAY
—FEW ARRESTS MADE.

The enterprising burglar has been busy in Brook-
lyn lately. In many Instances facts have been
concealed by the police because no arresis were
made. Yesterday morning burglars entered the
home of Walter Moor., No. 630 Flatbush-ave., and
stole sllverware valued at $200, $10 in cash and a
woman's jacket. Mr. Moore, who is a Produce Ex-
change broker and vice-president of the Knicker-
bocker Fleld Club, was sleeping in the room next
to the library, on the second floor, with the door
wide open. The burglary was discovered at 6 a. m.
by a #dervant. Policemen from the Grand-st. sta-
tion found footmarks showing where the burglars
had climbed up the norch to the library.

The home of Thomas M. Hewltt, No. 211 Lincoln
Road, was entered by a burglar early yesterday
morning. The man stole $4 from Mr. Hewitt's
clothes and a gold bracelet and a watch from the
bureau in the sleeping room. When the baby cried
Mrs. Hewlitt caught sight of the burglar escaping
from the room.

Many burglaries have been committed recently in
the Eastern District, and the police think they can
fasten some of them on Edward Hammend, thirty
years old, of No. 50 Driggs-ave.; Albert Wade,
twenty-two years old, of Chicago, and Townsend
Johnson, thirty-one years old, of No. 8 Division-
ave., who were arrested on Monday night. It is
sald that Hammend has confessed that the three
had been working iIn the Prospect Park Slope dis-
trict, in which many burglaries have taken place
in the last three months. The prisoners were held
by Magistrate Kramer in the Lee-ave. police court
yesterday on suspicion of robbery.

Johnson was arrested several years ago with his
brother for setting fire to Palmer’'s cooperage, in
Kent-ave., when James Deerv, a night watchman,
lost his life and several firemen were sériously in-
jured. The brothers were sentenced to fifteen
years’ imprisonment in Sing Sing, which was
shortened to twelve years by good Behavior. They
separated on their release. Johnson has been ar-
rested several times for different offences.

Abraham O'Brien, a lawyer, yesterday reported
at the Ralph-ave. station that burglars had entered
his home, No. 1,100 Greene-ave., on Monday night.
His family is in the country and the house is vacant
during his absence in the day. The burglars had
entered the house by climbing over a fanlight of
a door in the rear. Desks, bureaus, chiffonnieres and
closets had all been ransacked. Mr. O'Brien can-
not say exactly what has been taken. At the police

station he was advised to say nothing about the
robbery.

NAVY YARD TUG CAPTAINS IN UNIFORM.

AN INCIDENT OF REAR-ADMIRALL CROWNIN-

SHIELD'S VISIT AND ITR® RESULT.

The appearance at the Navy Yard yesterday of
captains of the several Navy Yard tugs in blue
uniforms, with brass buttons and white duck hats,
whereas heretofore they have appeared in citizens’
clothes, is said to be due to a little Incident which
cffended a high Naval official. When Rear-Admiral
Crowninshield, Chlef of the Bureau of Navigation,
visited Manhattan several weeks ago the officers
of the yard received notice that he would arrive
in Jersey City at a stated time. They were ordered
to send a tug to convey him to his destination, and
Captain Weeks, of the tug Pawnee, was sent to
Jersey City to meet him.

When Captain Weeks went to Jersey City he was
in civillan clothes and after waiting half an hour
there his attention was called by a sailor to a tall
person, also in ecivilian clothes, walking up and
down the pier in an apparently wrathful mood.
When the captain approached him, learned that he

was the Rear-Admiral, and informed him that the
tug had been waiting half an hour, Rear-Admiral
Crowninshield's displeasurs is said to have iIn-
creased. He wae quickly taken to his destination,
and on roturnlna to Washington wrote a strong let-
ter to Captaln Wildes recommending that tug cap-
taingy wear uniforms. 7The recommendation was
apprdved by Secretary Long. and the men appeared
in uniform yesterday.

It %as sald at the Navy Yard yesterday that it
would be several weeks before any more marines
were detached from the yard.

WORK ON RECORDS BUILDING.

PROBABILITY THAT WHOLE OF $300,000 PROVIDED
FOR WILL BE SPENT.

Work will begin within a short time upon the
$500,000 extension on the Records Bullding. The
Legislature last March passed a bill, mandatory
in character, calling for an appropriation of $500,-
000 for an addition to the bullding. The city gov-
ernment since that time has ignored the bill until
recently. A protest was made by Commissioner
Waldo of the Records Department that the Rec-
ords Building in Manhattan was having much
money appropriated for it, and the Bulldings De-
partment officials excused the delay in Brooklyn
on the ground that the Board of Estimate and Ap-

ortionment deciared it could not act until the
inking Fund Committee passed upon the case,
Commissioner Waldo has been informed by Com-
missioner Kerwin that the building can begin as
soon as tha county officers declde what they want.
It is thought that the Surrogate's private rooms
and courtroom will be built in the new wing, and
as a number of rooms are needed Register Howe
and storage rooms are required by the Records
office, the whole appropriation will probably be
spent,

CLEARED FROM CHARGE OF ASSAULT.

TENEMENT HOUSES NEED ATTENTION.

CONDITIONS SAID TO BE WORSE THAN COMMIS-
SION HAD EXPECTED.

Certaln members of the Tenement House Com-
mission, who have been discussing the findings
of that body, say that the conditions in Brooklyn
were much worse than had been expected. This
is a general statement, as the Commission has
made only one visit to this borcugh, and has not
as yet gone into details. It had been generally
supposed, however, that few of the tenement evils
that have been notorious in Manhattan were to
be found in Brooklyn The Commission, however,
has come to tFe conclusion that there are many
things here which should be remedied.

As regards light, the conditions in Brooklyn are
sald to be superfor tc those In Manhattan, but

in construction and sanitary arrangements there
are many tenement houses said to be as bad. This
arises from the fact that many of the buildings
now used as tenement houses were originally con-
structed for private houses and have been re-
modelled. They are old. and no more repairs have
been made than have beéen absclutely necessary.
Members of the Commission do not think that the
same laws can be made to apply to tenement
nouses in both Manhattan and Brookiyn, as the
conditions in the two boroughs are so different.

TO FILL VACANCY IN CONGRESS

UNEXPIRED AND FULL TERMS MAY Bg
FILLED AT THE SAME ELECTION.

While it has from the first seemed clear to
majority of the Republicans and Democrats of
Hudson County that It would be both legal ang
proper to vote for a member of Congress to an
the unexpired term of the late Willlam D. Daly
and for the full term simuiltaneousiy and on the
same ticket, there are a good many voters in the
VIIth Congress District who still cling to the opin-
fon that the unexpired term must be filled at »
special election ordered by the Governor of New-
Jersey, and that the member for the full term must
be voted for on a distinct ticket.

The Tribune has so far been content to give the
views of the contestants of both sides of this ques.
tion, but, with the view of getting a competent
legal opinion, a Tribune reporter called on Counetl.
lor Willlam H. Corbin, a former member of the As.
sembly and counsel to the Senate investigating
committee which uncovered several State House
and other peculations a few years ago, in Jersey
City yesterday. Mr. Corbin was prompt to express
his opinion verbally, but at the request of the re.
porter he dictated it, after reference to the astat.
utes, as follows:

Section 28 of the Election Law of 1872, passed by
Congress, prescribes that a vacancy In the offica
of Representative shall be fllled In the manner pet
forth the law of the State.

The State of New-Jerscv by act of 1888 (n

. 50) provides that where a vacancy shall happen
in the office. it shall de the duty of the Governor
to forthwith fssue a writ of election to fll such
vacancy, “unless the term for service for which
the person whose office shall have become vacans
shall expire within two months next after the hap
pening of such vacancy."

The termn for which Congressman Daly was eleot.
ed will expire on March 4 It consequently
is the duty of the Governor to Issue a writ of
election to fill the vacancy caused by Mr. Daly's
death. the unexpired term being more than two
montha.

The Governor may in his writ provide that the
special election to flil the vacancy shall take place
on the first Tuesday of November next, and very
ltkely he will do so. On that day by law there muar
also be another election for Congressman, to servs
for the full term of two vears from March 4 1%
to March 4, 193 (U. 8. Gen. Stat.. p. 5. Sec. )
The New-Jersey election law provides for the case.
ing of one ballot, and not more, at the genéral alec.
tion In Novembher, and therefore the name of tha
candidate for the full term and the name of the
candidate for the unexpired term should both he
put upon the same ha’lot. They are as separate as
any other two officers on the bailot and they presant
to the voter two distinet propositions, to wit: )
YWho shall represent the VITth District In Congress
for Mr. Daly’s unexpired term? (2) Who shall rep-
resent the VITth Distriet In Congress for the next
full term, beginning March 4. 1912

The rumor that Robert Davis, the Democratie
leader in the VIIth District, had expressed himse'?
as being In favor of the nomination of Assembly-
man James J. Murphy to succeed the late Willlam
D. Daly, has no more foundation than the rumors
of the same tenor which have preceded it Px-
