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EXTREME BITTERNESS DISPLAYED BY TAM-
MANY MEN — RIVAL ORGANIZATION
LIKELY—COLER UNDER HILL'S
GUIDANCE.

Saratoga, N. Y., Aug. 10 (Speclal).—Richard
Croker was in attendance at the races to-day
once more, but, as usual, was followed to the
racecourse by many of his political lieutenants
fn Tammany Hall, and had conferences with
them there regarding the direction of the affairs
of the Democratic party in this State. There
i a general belief among the Tammany Hall
leaders here that David B. Hill inspired Bird S.
Coler to write his recent article in “The Inde-
pendent” on “Commercialism In Politics,” as-
salling Mr. Croker in an unmistakable way.
Mr. Hill also is credited by them with having
secretly circulated the first news that Mr.
Croker, John F. Carroll and Robert C. Van
Wyeck were stockholders in the Ice Trust
Added to this, Mr. Hill is thought to be supply-
fng Controller Coler with shot and shell against
the Ramapo Water Company, and the men in
Tammany Hall who have been favoring that
company.

Mr. Hill, having thus shown an aggressively
bostile spirit toward Mr. Croker and his lieu-
tenants, is marked out for political slaughter
by the jaunissuries of Tammany Hall. The Tam-
many Hall men here speak with remarkable
savageness about Mr. Hill and Mr. Coler. In
many years they have not been in such a
hostile mood toward any one as they now dis-
play against both Mr. Hill and Mr. Coler. Tam-
many lezders say that either Mr. Hill or Jir.
Croker must retire from political life in tius
State, and they are sure it will not be Mr. Cro-
ker who will retire. They will make war on
Mr. Hill and his foliowers, and they expect Mr.
Bill and his followers will retaliate by estab-
Mshing in the counties of New-oYrk, Kings,
Queens and Richmond an anti-Tammany or-
ganization of the type of the County Democ-
racy, which was recognized by the rural Demo-
crats in Democratic State conventions as the
representative Democratic organization.

Mr. Hill, ther say, will attempt to have his
anti-Tammany organization recognized by some
Democratic State convention. Mr. Croker, how-
ever, intends to strike the first blow, and the
Tammany Hall men predict that he will con-
qQuer Mr. Hill. They say that then there will
be no more divided leadership. The affairs of
the Democratic party may suffer in the scrim-
mage, but that does not matter, since in any
case, they say, these affairs could not prosper
with Mr. Hill constantly attacking Mr. Croker.

Mr. Hill once said: “I do not believe you
can mix business and politics.” This also is re-
garded as a secret slap at Mr. Croker, and
thereiore a war of political extermination is to
be waged on Mr. Croker, in the
opinton of every Tammany Hall man here, is
giready the Democratic leader in this State, but
Mr. Hill must be crushed to indicate beyond
&ll doubt who is the leader.

Mr. Croker will indicate at the time of the
meeting of the Democratic State Commiitee
that he considers himself the leader. With a

view cf enabling the Democratic politicians who
come here to see him readily Mr. Croker en-
gaged to-day a suite of apartments at the Grand
Union, and will first use them to-morrow.

Many Democratic politicians who have come
bere have told Mr. Croker that they did not
wish to-intrude upon him at a private house,
&nd therefcre have with reluctance called upon
him at the house of John J. Scannell, where he
§s living. To relieve them of that embarrass-
ment Mr. Croker will use the rooms at the
Grand Union ¥otel as conference rooms, al-
though he will still sleep in Mr. Scannell's
house.

It is expected that some of the Democrats
who will attend the meeting of the Democratic
State Committee will be here to-morrow night,
and therefore Mr. Croker wishes his rooms at
the Grand U'nfon to be in readiness for use on
that day.

M'GUIRE EITTERLY CRITICISED.

The action of Mayor James K. McGuire of
Byracuse, chairman of the Executive Com-
mittee of the Democratic State Committee, in
announcing to-day that he favors the nomina-
tion of Color for Governor was bitterly ecriti-
cised to-night by the Tammany Hall leaders.

Mr. McGuire said he was not himself a candi-
date for Governor, and then added: *“I am iIn
favor of the nomination of Bird 8. Coler. 1 be-
lieve that Coler would atiract the great body of
independent voters in the State, which, taken
with the votes that would be cast for any
Democratic candidate, would easily insure his
election. Coler has proved himself to be a clean
man in politics, and although a party man, he
has the independence which attracts inde-
pendent voters, With Ceoler the Democratic
State ticket would win in this fail's campaign.”

MAY AFFECT CAMPAIGN FUNDS.
£ince Mr. Coler has attacked Mr. Croker, this
action of Mr. McGuire in favoring his (Coler's)
nomination for Governor is looked upon

there were hints to-night by, them that Mr. Mc-
Guire would soon discover that it was very
difficult to raise campaign funds in New-York
City for us2 up the State. Some said they
should favor Mr. Croker disregarding the Ex-
ecutive Commitiee of the Democratic State
Committee, headed by Mr. McGuire, and get-
ting in contact with the rural Democrats by
some independent agency.

It was argaed that Mr. McGuire was pal-
pably one of Mr. Hill's waqrmest friends, and,
therefore, it would be dangercus to give him
campaign funds which might be used to build
up a political machine favorable to Mr, Hill
everywhere in the State. MNr. Croker, it was
said, is not the kind of a politician who supplies
bis politica] enemies with money to destroy him
@t the Democratic primaries.

David B. Hill is coming here to attend the
meeting of the Democratic State Committee on
Thursday n=xt. Possibly a contest may follow
between himself and Mr. Croker, and a test
vote be taken in the Democratic State Commit-
tee as to the relative strength of the two Demo-
cratic leaders.

Mr. Croker's lieutenants have bheen asserting
that he has 20 votes, to 21 in the committee con-
trolled by Mr. Hill. Mr. Hill’'s friends, on the
other hand, assert that he has a majority in the
committee. Mr, Hill clearly has some purpose
in coming here, but what that purpose is has
not yet been disclosed. Mr. McGuire also will
be here,

Richard Croker has received a large number
of letters favoring the nomination of Mayor
Diehl, of Buffalo, for Governor. This news was
disclosed to-day and elated the friends of Mavor
Diehl here, while depressing the friends of Sen-
ator Mackey, of Buffalo, who have thought his
nomination for Governor by the Democratic
$tate Convention a certainty. Mayor Van Wyck
of New-York arrived here to-night and went
out riding with Mr. Carroll. The Mayor, it is
presumed, will remain here for several days,
and have talks with Mr. Croker about the af-
fairs of New-York City.

Controller Coler went to Liberty yesterday
to remain over Sunday. Before leaving the
city he declined once more to discuss the sub-
ject of his possible nomination for the coffice of
Governor. One significant fact yesterday was
that James McGuire, chalrman of the Execu-
tive Committee of the Democratic State Com-
mittee, came out boldly for the nomination of
the Controller. Mr. McGuire, who is rated as a
Hill man, is nevertheless friendly with the
Croker facti®n, and in recent talk has been
guarded in referring to Mr. Coler.

Mr. McGuire did not come to the city yes-
terday, sending word that Lic would not be here
until next week. Hls utterance regarding Mr.
Coler, however, was considered extremely sig-
nificant by the local Democrats. It was taken
to indicate that the Hill men are beginning to
drop all attempt at subterfuge, and as a Hill
man said yesterday, “come out into the open.”
It is declared that Mr. Hill and his followers
are ready to take issue with Mr. Croker and
his followers now, and that Coler will be the
gage of battle. Mr. Coler’s consent to this
struggle is said to have been secured con-
ditionally. It is declared that Mr. Coler agreed
to be a candidate for Governor if he could have
the support of Kings County and the Brooklyn
organization. The Kings County organization
is understood to be divided over the question.
Senator McCarren and James Shevlin are de-
clared to be agalnst any such plan, and John
1. Shea, who is one of Mr. Coler's intimate
friends, is said to be working for his indorse-
ment by the Kings County delegation. In the
mean time Hugh McLaughlin, the veteran
leader of the Kings County organization, is
fishing and saying nothing. Tt is intimated,
however, that when the proper tlme comes he
and Mr. Hill will discuss the situation and de-
termine upon a policy, and this, it is belleved,
will result in a determination to stand by Coler.

The meeting of the Democratic State Com-
mittee in Saratoga on August 16 will be watched
with interest, because it s belleved that the two
factions will line up and test strength. It is
conceded even by Mr. Coler's friends that
Croker can, if he wishes, overthrow Coler and
defeat him for a nomination; but Mr. Coler's
friends add, “What then?" and the answer is a
significant one. It is simply that Coler and the
up-State, anti-Tammany Democrats will start
a warfare against Tammany that will be irritat-
ing, even if not destructive, It is intimated that
if Mr. Coler is turned down by Croker's mandate
a rival Democratic organization will be started
in this ecity next fall. All of these possibilities
are being weighed in both camps, and it is
said that Mr. Croker will do a lot of heavy
thinking before he starts out to destroy Mr.
Coler.

It was rumored yesterday that Controller
Coler had had a conference with ex-Governor
Stone, who was in the city. Mr. Stone, when
seen at the Hoffman House, would neither con-
firm nor deny the report.

Frank Campbell, chairman of the State Com-
mittee, is expected in this city either to-day or
to-morrow morning. There is no more talk of the
opening up of National headquarters, Ix-Gov-
ernor Stone sald he had received no word from
Senator Jones, but expected to hear from him in
a day or €o. Mr. Stone said that Bryan's speech
was ‘“‘a masterfu! effort,” and would be con-
vineing to people who had not made up thelr
minds on the question of imperialism.

Secretary James Kerr of the Natlonal Demo-
cratic Congressional Committee visited the
State headquarters yesterday. He said that the
outlook for a Democratic series of victories for
Congressmen was bright. He thought the
alarm of the Republicans over Congress was
Justified.

While Controller Coler decided several days
ago to say nothing more about his Governorship
prospects, he nevertheless has well defined opin-
tons with reference to what a Governor of New-
York ought to do with the Ramapo Water Com-
pany. Before starting yesterday afternoon for
Liberty, Sulllvan County, where his family Is
staying, he said:

“The Governor of this State should call an
extraordinary session of the Legislature for the
purpose of repealing the charter of the Ramapo
company. In an ordinary session of the Legls-
leture any Assemblyman can intrcduce a bill
that will take attention from the object in view
and soon confuse the public. In an extraor-
dinary session the Governor could keep the
Ramapo questlon steadily before the  peopie
until the public and the legislators were edu-
cated concerning it. He should keep the As-
sembly right at that and nothing else till the
thing could be accomplished.”

“Wouldn't that be usurpation by
ernor?"”’

“It would not be wusurpation, because the
Gcvernor would be sent there by the people to
kill the Ramapo scheme, and he would be rep-
resenting them. It would be a fight to take
away a privilege that has been given, but it
would be just to the people.

“No man can estimate the power possessed
by the Ramapo company. It is unlimited. One
of the first needs of humanity is water. If two
or three savages started a village they would
build their huts near fresh water. In our civil-
ization water means power, electricity, light,
ete. Here is a private company to which is
granted the right to control nearly all the
water in the eastern part of the State of New-
York. It has only to make a survey and file a
inap on any existing watershed, and it can con-
trol it absolutely in perpetuity. How can a few,
even at Albany, justly give so much power to a
set of private individuals? If the law permits
it, then some day, sooner or later, humanity will
rise and take away this power by its own force
of right.”

Turning his attention to the threatened water
famine, Controller Coler said: “The waste of
water both in New-York and Brooklyn is enorm-
ous, but it is not necessary, and it is more than
probable that certain forces can be brought to
bear through political channels to continue that
waste and increase it. A thorough investiga-
tion would bring to light the fact that no effort
worthy of the name has been made to check
the waste, and that it was allowed to continue,
not through ignorance of its cause or inability
to prevent it. A company like the Ramapo has
power that is almost limitless, and it can use
this power to further its own aims almost with-
out end. In thousands of apartment houses all
over the city water is allowed to run unchecked
day and night. A little investigation might re-
veal that the negligence on the part of many of
these apartment house owners had a maotive,
and a strong one, full of significance. Since
Mayor Gilroy’'s time the amount of water used
in this city has doubled, but the city is not get-
ting any more money for it."”

The newspaper men in Boston got at me and
propounded more questions to me than I could
answer in a year.”

Again asked about Bryan's speech of accept-
ance, Senator Hanna sald: “I have sald all
that's necessary.

Senator M. B. Scott was asked if the issuing
of Bryan's speech of acceptance would make a
change neceesary in the methods and subjects of
the Renublican speakers in the campaign in
order to meet the anti-imperialistic movement,
and he replied: “You can say for me that the
Republican party will go to the country on its
record. Nothing will be changed. They can talk
on any old issue they want, and we'll meet ‘em.
The3 can talk about Judas Iscariot or Tommy
Oliver, and we'll meet 'em on that, too. We
don't care what they talk about. The Repub-
lican party is living on what it has done, not
what it will do. That's all thére is to it.”

THE KESWICK TEACHING.

Mr. Meyer had an earnest personal interview
with the large number of men that responded to
his call for a special meeting. He revealed to
them, as he could not in a mixed audlence, the
trials and joys of his pastoral life. He also ex-
plained the system of truths which he holds, and
which is popularly known as the Keswick teaching,
taking its name from the English town where a
conference similar to the one now in progress here
is held every year in July. The following is the
substance of his address:

First—The first point that one makes is the as-
surance of faith, in virtue of which the soul not
simply believes in Christ, but is assured of its ac-
ceptance of God through Jesus Christ. . And there,
under that heading, one always must expiess the

distinetion between our position in the purposes of .

God. and our condition in our daily walk, a dis-
tinetion of the objective and the subjective be-
tween what we are in Jesus and what we are in
ourselves. This assurance of faith is wrought by
fellowship with Christ, and through the sealing of
the Holy Ghost.

Second—The second point s the judging of
known sin and consclence with the view of leading
the soul to take sides against any one evil thing
of which it may be convicted, And one uses the
text there: "Let us cleanse ourselves from all
fiithiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness
in the fear of God.” Or the text, “Let us lay
aslde every weight, and
so easily beset us.'
the conscience carefully to review the habits and
methods of life, the methods of business, home re-
lationships, and all else that comes within this pur-
Heu. And as Jesus Christ indicates any one thing
to be eradicated that is checking His fellowship and
hindering the growth, it is to be put away, and
here comes in the teaching that the will is the
chief operant in this action.

Third—One speaks of dedication. 1 think we
generally use the word consecration, and I am not
going to find fault with any man who uses the
word consecrition, only the further 1 study.Script-
ure the more I see that consecration is the position
which I occupy in Jesus Christ. 1t is God's side of
the act, while dedication is my side. When the

And so, please note,
you ministers, that under that you should put at-
titude, not attainment, because some peopie look
upon this act as an attainment which covers the
whole future, whereas it Is only taking a new atti-
tude toward God, and it will involve a long series
of acts in coming time.

Fourth—One's fourth position is union with Christ
ir death and resurrection. 1 think we ought to
make it clear that we are united in Christ in
death and resurrection, in the purpeses of God In
the historic act which took place at Calvary years
ago, and that we wake up to that position when
we come to Christ and say, “Nail me to the cross;
involve me in Thy act.'” The point that comes in
under this heading is death to the activities of the
self life. You have heard Mr. Morgan and me
talk about the flesh; you know that when we use
that word we mean the self life.

Fifth—The fifth int is the putting on of the
characteristlcs of the Christ life. It is not enough,
you see, to dle to the self life, but there is a
necessity of perpetually putting on the Lord Jesus
Christ, the characteristics of Christ. Klndlg note
here the old man which you put off is the bundle
of habits and characteristics of the self life, and
the new man is the habits and characteristics of
the Christ life. And, you see, you can never be
enthusiastic over a negation. it i{s not enough to

reach to neonle the silence of the grave: you must
ead them to appropriate and claim the positive
stde of Christ’'s excellence. The true way of deal-
ing with sin is not to deny it, but to appropriate
the opposite course in Jesus Christ, the appropria-
tion orthe opposite course to temptation, the put-
ting on the characteristic of the risen Christ.

Sixth—The filling with the Holy Ghost, the Pente-
costal gift. I believe in regeneration we receive
the Holy Spirit, and that He is prepared to infill
us for character, a drop at a time, If you llke, but
as you open the water pipe of your character to
the Holy Ghost in consecration or dedication, the
Holy Ghost more and more fills you with Jesus
Christ. Please note there that you are not con-
scious of the Holy Ghost, but consclous of Jesus
Christ, that it 1s He who fills your nature, for it is
the work of the Spirit to glorify Christ.

Seventh—The rest of the soul in God, Hebrews lv,
which, of course, is not Heaven, but is the blessed
experience of the rest of Ged, and which consists
of two parts, the one of handing over, of com-
mittal, and the other of reception.

Then, as naturally and necessarily, came the doecw
trine of man, and under A\:Juntlne and Pelagiug
were the conclusions form: and framed as to
human nature, its relation to righteousness and tp
God.” Then, naturally, arose the question How
can these two, God and man, be brough! together?
What is the way by which the awfu. interval be-
tween these two can be spanned” Their natures
are such that If sin be taken away God and man
can dwell in the closest possible union. Can sin
be taken away? The doctrine of the Atonement
was the answer to this question, and important
as is the answer, and familiar as the doctrine is
to us, it was a thousand years after Christ had
suffered on the cross before the truth of the Atone-
ment was stated In those terms that have been
received as the doctrine of the Church.

Then the question was asked, How can the
efits of the Atonement be consclously secur
And since that time the docirine of justification bp
falth, clearly, lovingiy and joyfully promulgated at
the Lutheran Reformation, has been the subject of
study and thought and prayer, the theme of sermon
and song, of prayer and exhortation.

Thus far the Church has clearly been led: on tha
points named evangelical Christians are ia sya-
stantial agreement; but there remalineth yet riuch
land to be possessed; there are many points on
which the Church does not yet see- eye to eve, bur
the promise of Christ and the history of the Charch
alike assure us that He will carry on His work of
revelation, and that the Church shall yet srand
mature and complete in all the will of God.

There is a tendency in these days, very maoch te
be deplored, to uudervalue the work of the risen
Christ, a tendency which finds expre n in the
words now often heard, “Back to Christ, “Back to
the Gospels.” The human life and the human
nature of Christ are magnified to the disparage-
ment of His divine nature and life, and necessarily
the [KEpistles and Paul are disparaged as the
medium of conveying Christlan truth, and as
authoritative and trustworthy expounders of tha
Gospel. Most naturally those words of deprecia-
tion turn into words of scorn when the names are
mentioned of men who, under God, have led the
Church into new ablding places in Its onward
course, and have created new epochs of Christlan
life and thoughkt. There are schools of opinlon in
which Augustine and Anselm and Luther and
Calvin canrot be mentloned without a sneer.
