LOOKINGFOR AHARDFIGHT

POLITICIANS INTERESTED IN COLER'S
DEFIANCE OF CROKER-THE COXN-
TROLLER AND THE GOVERN-
ORSHIP NOMINATION.

The practical announcement by Controllsr
Coler that he is a candidate for the Democratic
nomination for Governor (politicians so inters
pret his attitude); the declaration that he did
not care whether Tammany was with him or
not, and that he would fight if neécessary, sert a
thrill through the Democrats of the city and the

heard of the bold defiance of Croker by the
Controller drew. their breaths and declared that
thére was a fight in prospect which would be
worth watching, and one that would bé remem-
bered for a long time to come. Mr. Coler has
made his viéews ratheér plain, and it {g now
understood on all sides that he does not care for
Tammany and would rather welcome than try
to avoid a struggle with Croker and the Tam-
many combination. With Coler's willingness to
fight declared, the anxious inquiry now is }
whether Croker will give battle or try to make
terms.  Many think that Croker will see the
futility of opposing Coler, and will make the
best possible arrahgément,

There were few prominent Demeocrate in Man-
hattan or Brooklyn yesterday. Controller Coler,
after his bold challenge to Croker and Tam-
many, had gome to Liberty to stay over Sun-
day. Mr. Croker anéd his followers are at Sara-
toga. Ex-Senator Murphy was not at Long
Branch yesterday, and it was i{ntimated that
he had gone to Saratoga to talk with the Tam-
many chief. Ex-Senator Hill is expected to go
to Saratoga this week and organize the anti-
Tammany forces behind Coler.

HIS POSSIBLE SUPPORT
With this prospect of a struggle in the con-

cratic politicians are eagerly scanning the State
to see what support Ceoler will likely have. Of
course, if Croker elects to fight, and not to
compromise, the entire Tammany vote will be
thrown against Mr. Coler. In this case it {s gener-
ally believed that Kings County will hold the
balance of power. So far Hugh McLaughlin

has pot intimated what the Kings County or-
ganization will do. John L. Shea, chairman of
the Executive Committee of Kings County, and
Mr. Coler's int!mate personal friend, after a
long talk with Mr. McLanghlin said guardedly
that the Brooklyn organization could not an-
nounce its attitude toward the Controller until
it became plain that he was a candidate, but
that Kings County was véry friendly to him.
That was taken to mean that the organization
will support Mr. Coler. If it does, many think he
will win, despite any combination Croker may
make. If Kings County does not support him
then Croker will win, so it is generally belleved.
The belief, however, among the Democratic
politiclans is that Mr. Coler didn’'t take this
present stand until he had the assurance of those
in power that Kings County was with hioe.
Those who believe this also think that Mr.
Croker will know this, and realizé that he can-
net win without Kings County, and so decline
to fight and make terms.

Thgre are 450 delegates to the Convention.
Those who have polied the State place 100 as
sure for Coler and 179 as sure for Croker's
candidate, This leaves 81 doubtful, u:clud_in
the 62 votes from Kings County. It takes =2
votes to nominate, so that whatever way Kings
goes, so will the nomination go. Coler is said
to be strong in the State, and up-State Demo-
crats say that if Croker does win over Mec-
Laughlin and Kings County and defeat Coler
for the nomination, any candidate he names
will be slaughtered mercilessly up the State In |
retaliation. From all along the line come re-
ports of the bitterest kind of a fight between
Hill and Croker, no matter whethér Coler wins l

or loses.
TRANSFERRED TO ESARATOGA.

The fight will be transferred to Saratoga this
week. Most of the Tammany men are there
already. Many Kings County leaders are now
at this resort, and more will go up this weelk.
Ex-Senator Hill and other up-State leaders will
also gather for the meeting of the State Com-
mittee on Thursday. The primaries will be
held on August 28, and it is said that the at-
titude of Kings will be somewhat uncertain un-
til after this. If delegates favorable to Coler
are elected it would seem so many politicians
think, to indicate the certainty of his nomina-
tion. Mr. Coler has not appealed to any ma-
chine 6r any leader, but has gone to the people
directly, and o the result of the primaries will
be watched with interest.

Mr. Croker is represented, However, by his
followers to be unconeerned about the. an-
nouncement that Bird $. Coler is a candidate
for the Democratic nomination for Governor,
being con®dent that the Kings County Pemo-
erats will not support Mr. Coler, and that even
i? they do he will be ablé to control the Demo-
cratic State Convention and prevent Mr. Coler's
nomination. Nevertheless, as a precaution, it
{s said, some Democrats of prominence in the
interior of the State will be Invited to come
forward as candidates for Govermer. John B.
Stanchfield, of Elmira, David B. Hill's former
law partner, was spoken of highly by several
Tammany leaders to-day. Mr. Stanchfield was
ex-Judge Augustus Van Wyck's travelling com-
panion two years ago, when the latter was a
candidate for Governor, and Mr. Van Wyck is
said to have a high regard fr'u" him—a regard
that might be of ser\'icg'it 't‘he 'Tammt.ny Hall
leaders should seriousiy cofisider him as a can-
didate for the Democra?ﬁf #3#ifRation for Gov-
ernor. 2

Mr. Stanchfield hereto!o;r;e}pg.s said that he
does not desire the nomindt4n, and his friends
have said he should not He asked to make the
sacrifice. The desire of the Tammany Hall
leaders in mentioning Mr. Stanchfield is evi-
dent. They wish to detach him and his friends
in Chemung County from the ranks of Mr.
Hill's supporters. Mr. Hill, it is thought, will
attempt to bring to Mr. Colér's support most of
the rural Democrats. Erie County is shut out
of Mr. Hill's grasp by the candidacy of Senator
Mackey, although there will e HIill Democrats
in the Mackey delegation. If Chemung County
can also be wrested from Mr. Hill, naturally Mr.
Croker will he pleased.

George M. Palmer, of Schgharie County, being
a candidate for the nominadiion of Attornéy-Gen-
eral, and he having already sought Mr. Croker’'s
aid to obtain that nomination, Schoharie County
is also placed by preliminary canvassers in
Tammany Hall's column.

Norman E. Mack, of Buffalo, who was elected
as New-York's representative on the Democratic
National Committee through Mr. Croker's aid,
and who has just been appointed a member
of the Executive Committes of that ¢committee,
is expected here to-morrow, Mr. Mack favors
the nomination of Senator Mackey, of Buffalo,
for Governor, and doubtiess comes here to learn
Mr. Croker's present attitude toward that gen-
tieman. There are also matters of the National
canvass that Mr. Mack possibly wishes to com-
municate to Mr. Croker. Ex-Senator David B.
Hil is expected here on Tuesday in company
with Frank Campbell, of Bath, chairman of

When
he was asked about candidates he said that every
one had a chance to guess.

“How about Judge Werner?” was asked.

-“He fs a good man,” said the Semator. “but I
hardly consider him as a likely candidate for Gov-
ernor.”

“Do you think Colonel Willlam Cary Sanger will
be nominated?”

“Colonel Sanger.’ sald Senator Platt, “I$ an ‘ex-

ROOSEVELT'S CAMPAIGN PLANS.

TWO MONTHS OF CONSTANT SPEECH-
MAKING PLANNED.

Chicago, Aug. 12.—According to Perry S. Heath
the campaigning tour planned for Governor Roose-
velt will break all récords in the annals of Presi-
dertial campalgning. From Labor Day, when the
Vice-Presidential candldate of the Republicans will
make his first big speech of the campaign ia Chi-
cago, until the end of September Governor Rodse-
velt will spend his time west of the Mississippi
River. All of the month of October wili be oceu-
pied in hard campalgning in the States of Illineis,
Indiana, Michigan #nd Ohio, with the exception of
a few days in West Virginia, which the Repubiican
managers express strong hopes of carrying. Mr.
Heath says:

Governor Roosevelt will come to Chicago on _La-
Bor Day. From Chicago he will pass through Wis-
consin, Minnesota, North and South Dakota. Mon-
tana, Idaho, Washington, Oregon. La!}!&ggb. Ttah
Wyoming, Colorado, Kansas, Nebraskd, lowa and
Missouri, practically in the order named. No at-
tention will be palt{b Gavernor Roosevelt to the
Eastern States, out of New-York, and unless
conditions change materially he wiill not go imnto
New-Engtand at all. Many of Governor Roose-
velt's speeches will be made from tRe rear pilat-
form of his car. and in that way he will be able to
cover an unusually large territory. In the more

pulous parts of the country he will travel only

n the day time, but while crossing the far western
portions, where the big towns are a lon distance
apart, he probably will travel at night also, in or-
der to save time. hay
