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THREE KILLED BY STEAM.

ELBOW IN MAIN OF NEW-YORK STEAM
COMPANY BLOWS OUT.

Three men were kil'led and four others were
padly scalded vesterday morning by the blowing
sut of a fifteen Inch elbow in one of the central
steam mains of the plant of the New-York Steam
Company, at No. 174 Greenwich-st.

The explosion occurred a few minutes before
7 o’clock. The three men killed belonged to the
night shift of workmen, and were about to be
relieved by the day workmen.
ing near the big steampipe which forms one of
the feeders of steam power to many big down-
town office buildings. There was a sudden sharp
report that was heard a block away, and then
a dense cloud of steam filled the big basement
room in which the men were working. Jackson,
Brown and Golden were together.
rush to get out, but the first two named fell
exhausted and were suffocated. Golden was
more fortunate and managed to crawl to an
open grating, where he could get fresh air, and
finally got outside.

The steam quickly filled tae building. On the
second floor was Frank Sherry. Before he could
get to the fresh air he fell exhausted and was
suffocated.

As soon as the steam began to fill the building
the men at work, nearly one hundred in number,
made a wild scramble for doors and windows.
Some forced their way out Into the street from
the first floor through heavy wire gratings, and
shouted for ald for the workmen left behind.
Policeman XKelly, of the Church-st. station, ar-
rived, and sent in a call for the Hudson Street
Hospital ambulance. Golden was at once taken
to the hospital. His injuries are not thought
fatal.

A rescue party was quickly formed by the
workmen, and efforts were made to get into the
basement and turn the steam off. This was
found to be impossible, owing to the dense vol-
ume of steam escaping. Finally J. Johnson ran
up to the fourth floor, where he shut off the

wvalves of all the steam mains, and stopped the
escape.

When the men were able to get back to the
first floor, where is situated the battery of sixty
boilers, fifty of which were under steam press-
ure of nearly a hundred pounds, Kelleher, Arz-
berger and Peterson were taken out almost ex-
hausted and badly scalded about the face and
hands.

In the mean time Policeman Kelly had turned
in an alarm of fire and a call for ambulances
from the New-York Hospital. The steam caused
some delay on the elevated railroad, rolling out
in great clouds over the structure. The firemen
went into the building from the Washington-st.
entrance, but found no work to do.

The engineer, W. J. Davis, of No. 242 Thir-
teenth-st., Jersey City, was arrested and taken
to the Church-st. station. Later he was ar-
raigned in the Centre-st. police court on the
technical charge of homicide. He was re-
manded to the custody of the Coroner. Superin-
tendent F. A. Rankin was also taken to the
golice station, but was not placed under arrest.

How the accident occurred could not bhe
learned. The elbow that blew out had been in
place about a year and had only recently been
tested, and found to be safe.

“I don’t think any one was to blame for the
accident,” said the sergeant of the Church-st.
station. “Davis was arrested, but it was merely
a formal charge, and he will be discharged.”
But Davis was not discharged.

Frank Golden, one of the injured men, said:
“I tell you it was hot down there, and live steam
ain't a good thing to fill your lungs with.
just knocked over, and found my shoes had been
blown off my feet.”

The officers of the company, when inquiries
were made at the office, in the Central Building,
ir Liberty-st., would not give any statement as
to the accident.

MILITARY MARCH A SUCCESS.

INTRODUCED WITHOUT A HITCH IN
| SING SING—-LOCKSTEP FOR
! INCORRIGIBLES.

The new military tactics which have been in

course of preparation to be substituted for the lock-
step among the convicts of Sing Sing Prison were
| introduced yesterday afternoon, and were carried
out without confusion. The prisoners had been
drilled in squads for a week, and when they set
about the task of marching from their shops to the
messroom and thence to thelr cells they carried
out the instructions of Principal Keeper Con-
| naughton and the other keepers with almost the
! precision of regular soldlers. They were marched
in single and double flles and three and four abreast
with army distances.

The prisoners take kindly to this method of going

around the yard, and do not consider it as degrad-
ing as the old lockstep. This miiltary march is
not allowed to all prisoners, however, but oni® to
the class of men who are serving their first term.
| his class of prisoners is more numerous in Sing
| Sing than in the other prisons in the State. Those
| in the incorrigible class or habitual criminals are
| still marched in lockstep.

The Court of Special Sessions, in Mount Vernon,
was crowded yesterday morning with members of
| the W. C. T. U. and the Westchester Woman's
| Club who are interested in the case of Mrs. Minnie
Boscheinen against her husband, Frank Boscheinen,
a shoemaker, of Prospect-ave. Mrs. Boscheinen
alleges that her husband has abandoned her for
Caroline Karl, a voung German woman, whom he
has installed in his home in charge of his three
children, the eldest of whom is a bcy five years
old.

The club members say that they have been sup-
porting Mrs. Boscheinen for five months. They en-
tered a complaint through the Children's Soclety
that the shoemaker was not keeping his children
where there were moral surroundings, and caused
his arrest. Boscheinen promised to produce the
children in court yesterday morning, and when
he failed to do so Assistant City Judge Sinnott de-
tailed Detective Lynch to get them. When Lynch
arrived at the house he found all of the doors
barred, and Boscheinen and the Karl woman, who
were at the windows, told him that they had been
advised by counsel not to surrender the children.
The detective, after parleying with them for a
few minutes, secured an axe and battered the
front door down. As Lynch entered the house
Boscheinen and Miss Karl grabbed the children
and rushed into a rear room, where they again
barricaded the door. This time the detective used
his shoulders and broke the door entirely off its
hinges. He took the children in his arms and car-
ried them ecrying into the courtroom, and then
placed Boscheinen under arrest for resisting an
officer.

Miss Karl followed Boscheinen to court. As she

sat listening to the trial, she took the children on
her lap and played with them. Judge Sinnott de-
cided to commit the children to the custody of
the Bureau of Charities.

THE BEARD ESTATE TAKING BUSINESS
AWAY FROM THE TRUST.

A lively competition for warehouse business has
begun between the Beard estate, owner of ex-
tensive waterfront property in South Brooklyn, and
the Brooklyn Wharf and Warehouse Company,
which controls nearly all the remaining waterfront
facilities in Brooklyn. Last Friday the Beard es-
tate, through an ejectment proceeding, dislodged
the Warehouse Company from its occupation of the
Beard waterfront property.

The Warehouse Company had obtained a permit
| for W. R. Grace & Co.'s steamship Oceana to dis-
| charge 5,200 tons of nitrate at the Excelsior Stores.
| The Beards, after consultations with the owner of
| the vessel and the consignee of the cargo, secured
| the ship, which is being unloaded at the Erie Basin
docks. Robert Duy, agent for the Beard estate,
{ saw the majority of the consignees of the cargo
| of the Caprivi, and the permit which the Ware-
house Company had secured to discharge thae cargo

| of that vessel at Pinto's elevator, Atlantic dock,
| was cancelled and a new one issued authorizing
| the vessel to discharge at Pier No. 49, Erie Basin.
| It is sald that Jere P. Robinson, agent for the
United States Mortgage and Trust Company, the
recelver for the Brooklyn Wharf and Warehouse
Company, has told Mr. Grace that if his steamers

| not be allowed to load there. To offset this the
agent of the Beard estate has offered Mr. Grace
a loading berth at the Erle Basin. Usually the
Grace & Co. vessels load in the North River.

PREACHER ARRESTS POLICEMAN.

HE MEETS A DRUNKEN SPECIAL OFFICER,
IS CLUBBED AND SEIZES THE
MAN'S BILLY.

Special Officer John Horan, of No. 213 East One-
hundred-and-twenty-second-st., detalled at Sulzer's
Harlem River Park, was a prisoner in the Harlem
Pollce Court before Magistrate Zeller yesterday for
intoxication. The complaint was made by his wife,
Jennie. He was held in $0 bonds for three
montnes.

Sunday night Horan, while grossly Intoxicated,
started down Becond-ave. driving people off the
sidewalk and trying to hit all passers by with his
billy. At One-hundred-and-seventeenth-st. the Rev.
Henry J. Steup, pastor of the German Lutheran
Church, in One-hundred-and-nineteenth-st. near
Third-ave., was met on his way to church. Horan
shouted at him, “‘Get off the earth, and d—— quick.”

Mr. Steup refused to get, and Horan struck him
several times with his club. Mr. Bteup, who is an
athlete, managed to wrench his club away and
was about to take the intoxicated man to the sta-
tion, when Policeman Bentley, of the One-hunrded-
and-twenty-sixth-st. station, came along. Horan,
who was In full uniform, was taken to the staticn
by Bentley and locked in a cell. Still in his uni-
form he was placed in the pen yesterday. with the

other prisoners,

Horan was appointed a special officer March 22,
1909, upon the recommendation of Herman Sulzer,
proprietor of Bulzer's Harlem River Park, where
ne was doing special duty. Special officers have
licenses, and every thirty days are required to go
to Police Headquarters and certify that their salary
has been f:ald and satisfy the Chief that every-
thing 1s all right. It is not known what disposition
will be made of Horan's case.

RAILROAD INTERESTS.

TAX DECISION AGAINST RAILROAD.
JUSTICE BISCHOFF DENIES APPLICATION TO AD-
JUDGE THE COMMISSIONERS IN CONTEMPT.

In the Supreme Court yesterday Justice Bischoft
denied the application made by the New-York Cen-
tral and Hudson River Railroad Company a few
days ago to have the Commissioners of Taxes and
Assessments adjudged in contempt of court. On
June 30 Justice Bischoff granted to the railroad
company a writ of mandamus ordering the Com-
missioners to strike from the assessment rolis
their assessment of $7,660,000 against the New-York
and Harlem Raflroad. The Commissioners did not
obey the writ, and pleaded that they could not obey
it becayse the tax rolls were without their juris-
diction, having been turned over to the Municipal
Assembly, as provided for in the charter.

In denying the application Justice Bischoff decides

that the appeal taken by the Tax Commissioners
to the Appellate Division acts as a stay. He told
the applicants that they might renew their petition
to have the Commissioners adjudged in contempt
upon the decision of the Appellate Division.

CHINESE MURDERER HELD.

LAUNDRYMAN MUST ANSWER FOR KILLING OF

A COUNTRYMAN.

Goo Wing Ching, thirty-one years old, a China-
man, of No. 149 East Twenty-second-st., was ar-
raigned in the Centre-st. court yesterday before
Magistrate Mayo on acharge of homiclde. Arralgned
with him were five other Chinamen on charges of
violation of the corporation ordinance against car-
rying concealed weapons. On Sunday a number of
Chinamen had congregated at No. 9 Pell-st. There
were in the hallway at the time of the murder the
following Chinamen:

Goo Wing Ching, thirty-one years old, of No. 149
East Twenty-second-st.; Long Kin, a laundryman,
of No. 1,431 Amsterdam-ave.; Charlie Lee, of No. 28
Mott-st.; Mock Wing Zing, of No. §10 Washington-
st.; Ling Cue, of No, 16 Pell-st.; Chin Bin, of No.
19 Mott-st., and Chen Chuck, of No. 19 Pell-st.

Goo Wing Ching and Long Kin were discussing
secret soclety matters, when the discussion grew
heated. Ching suddenly drew a large pistol and
fired three shots at Kin, one shot hitting him in the
abdomen. Ching then ran across the street into
No, 8 Pell-gt., where he was arrested. Kin died in
Hudsop Street Hospital.

In court yesterday the men wers unable to tell
a story, 48 they could not be understood. An in-
terp;e&e[(jr_\?med Long Get, a merchant, of No. 24
Pell-Bt., Was sent for. Get told Magistrate Mayo

that he had learned that Ching, the murderer, was
treacherous. He gaid that after the shooting,
before the police arrived, a geneul fight had fof
lowed. Ling Cue, of No. 168 Pell-st., and Chen
Chuck, of No. 19 Pell-st., had got into a fight, and
Cue fired thrce shots from his horse pistol at
Chuck. There were three empty chambers found
in the pistol. Chuck had tried to fire at Cue, but
was prevented.

Magistrate Mayo held Goo Wing Ching, the mur-
derer, in the custody of the Coroner without bail,
and held Ling Cue, Mock Wing Zing and Charlie
Lea on the charge of felonious assault in $1,500
bail for examination. The other two men were
discharged. Ching was later held by a Coroner
without balil.

AMERICANS POPULAR IN

PARIS.

PUBLIC SENTIMENT FAVORABLE TO THIS COUN-
TRY AROUSED BY EXHIBITS, COMMIS-

EIONER SANDERS SAYS.

Alvin H. Sanders, of Chicago, a member of the
United States Commission to the Paris Exposition
and secretary of that body, was among the passen-
gers landed by the Cymric yesterday. At the Wal-
dorf-Astoria last night he said that the leading
part played by the United States in the making of
the Exposition, together with the presentation of
the monuments of Washington and Lafayette, ren-
dered all Americans popular in Paris this season.
He credits the American Ambassador, General
Horace Porter, with having contributed more than
any other one man toward crystallizing a public
sentiment in France this year favorable to this
country. Mr. Sanders sald further:

I think the country is to ba congratulated upon
the splendid work done by Secretary Wilson in for-
warding and maintaining such a thoroughly satis-
factory agricultural exhibit. He has succeeded in
interesting KEuropean consumers of grains, pro-
visions and dairy goods in a way that will prove
directly profitable to our great producing interests.
Our labor saving machinery continues to astonish
the Old World, and thousands of mechanics and
their employers are studying the fine display in
our “annex’ at Vincennes.

WOMAN DIES IN PHILADELPHIA.

Philadelphia, Aug. 13.—A woman who gave her
name as Mrs, Elizabeth Carpenter, supposed to
have lived in New-York, died in the Episcopal Hos-
pital last night from injuries received by falling
out of a window of a lodging house. The woman,
who was middle aged, well dressed and of refined
appearance, sought a room In a lodging house at
No. 2,607 North Fourth-st. last Wednesday night.
She gave her mame as Mrs. Elizabeth Carpenter,
and to her was given a room on the third floor.
Two hours later she was discovered lying in the
alley under the window in an unconscious condi-
tion. She was taken to the hospital, where it was
found that she had sustalned concussion of the
brain. In her delirilum the woman spoke of a
happy home in New-York and a little girl, Mamle,
who had once Deen the light of her life. As she
grew weaker and weaker the nurses thought they
heard her say, “Forgive me, Jim; it's been two
years now, and perhaps we'll meet in Heaven.”

During a consclous period the woman said she
accidentally fell out of the window, but this the
police do not believe.

DECISION IN INSURANCE CASE.

Albany, Aug. 13.—Attorney-General Davies to-day
advised State Buperintendent of Insurance Hen-
drlcks to dismiss the charges preferred against the
Bankers' Life Insurance Company of New-York
City by John P. Beal, of Pennsylvania, who alleged
that the company was violating the antl-discrimi-
nation section of the insurance law.

The Attorney-General recommends a dismissal of
the charges on the ground that the company’s con-
tract 13 not of such a discriminating nature as to
violate any of the provisions of the statutes of the
State.

BIG LOSS FOR SMALL INVESTORS.

The receivers of the Republic Savings and Loan
Association, No. 207 Broadway, are working hard
on their investigation of the books and accounts
of the company, but it will probably be six weeks
yet before they can make a report. In the mean
time they are receiving almost daily visits from
persons of small means who had been persuaded
to put their savings in the company by promises
of large returns. It is estimated that about 40,000
shares of the company were sold to the general
publle, mostly in lots of ten shares and less. If
these people get 50 ger cent of thelr Investment
back again they will be lucky. One widow Invested
$33,000 with the concern on the representations of
a smooth talking agent.
