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APPEAL TO HIGHEST COURT

NEELY NOT EXTRADITED —COUNSEL
MAKES UNEXPECTED MOVE
IN THE CASE.

Judge Lacombe, of the United States Circuit
Court, came from his summer home at Athens
to this city yesterday to =ign an order for the
extradition of Charles F. W. Neely, accused of
stealing many thousands of dcilars in connec-
tion with the administration of the Postal De-
partment of Cuba. The order of extradition was
not signed, however, and the Neely case {s now
more than ever complicated. The latest com-
plications are the direct result of action recently
tsken by John D. Lindsay, Neely's counsel, in
applying to Judge Wallace “or a writ of habeas
corpus for his client. While Judge Wallace de-
mnied the application, he issued an order re-
manding Neely to the custody of United States
Marshal Henkel, pending an appeal to the Su-
preme Court of the United States,

This appeal! was made on Friday last. Judge
Lacombe indicated that he had not looked for
this turn in the case, and when he opened
court he Bad not reached a conclusion on all the
perplexing points that have come up. John D.
Lindsay appeared for Neely, and General Bur-
nétt, United States District Attorney, and his
assistant, Ernest Baldwin, for the Government.
Judge Lacombe began by saying:

I came here this morning to sign an order put}lng
Neely in custody under an act passed by Con-
Eress on June 6 last, provided the Government made
& disposition of the two suits under which orders
©of arrest still stand against him. I find, how-
ever, that the exceptional zeal of the prisoner’'s
counsel has produced a most ﬁ)ecul!ar sftuarion—a
complication that, so far as | know, has never be-
Yore existed in conmection with extradition cases.
Judge Wallace, of this court, hag been a{saplled to
for a writ of habeas corpus on the ground, among

hers, that the act of June 6 i{s unconstitutional.

e writ of habeas corpus was asked in order to
test the constitutionality of that act and to re-
#tore to liberty a prisoner zlleged to be held under
$t. But the act of June 8 does not apply here. No
©one j& restrained of his liberty under that act.
Before Judge Wallace's decision Neely was held
under the order of arrest iesued in the civil suit
for wrongful conversion. I never issued an order
euthorizing his helding under the act of June 6
Now, the proceedings asking a writ of habeas cor-
pus have been refused, an a{vr‘ea! taken and an
order. issued by Judge Wallace remanding the

riconer. 1 don’t know upon what information

udge Wallasce acted. Nor can 1 see what else
can happen to the appeal when it reaches the
Tnited States Supreme Court, except that they
wil] dlsmise ‘t as being brought upon insufficient

ounds. Habeas corpus cannot be availed of under
The act until some one is held under the act. And

Mr. Lindsay did not answer directly. He qald
e “knew that the prisoner was arrested on an
order issued by wvou.” Mr. Lindsay explained
$his position at some length and sald:

This was done in the only way it could be done.
Judge Wallace held that there was proper ground

or bringing the action, else the case would never
ave been appealed. g

General Burnett then responded to a request
wof Judge Lacombe to tell him what position he
tock in the case. General Burnett said:

1 éo not think Judge Wallace was fully informed
of the prisone}‘s proceedings in the case. By this
giatement 1 do not mean to impute to the pris-
oner's counsel any impro‘;r!ety in bis action. The
situation is anomalous. must say that I den’t
gee what your writ of habeas corpus applies to or
upon what grounds the appeal is taken.

Mr. Lindsay then sald: "All T want is an
©pportunity to submit this case to the Supreme
Court.” Judge Lacombe then said:

I ecertainly shall not take any action which will
turn over to & foreign country or another Stats, it
matters not which, a prisoner who is held here
under &n order of arrest in a civil or criminal
action until such action shall have been disecon-
tinued. This position 1 have taken from the be-
ginnizg. 1 shall not allow the prisoner to be re-
manded until we have got through with him. I
ghall assent to no proposition that will take pris-
oners out of the jurisdiction of this Court at the
«<all of any tribunal on earth.

Judge Lacombe then turned to Marshai Hen-
kel and =said:

Marshal, you are to keep the prisoner in _cugtod)'
under the ecivil order or under Judge Wallace's
order, whichever way you choose to consider ft.
You can advise with the District Attorney about
that.

Judge Lacombe allowed the Government until
next Monday to decide what further action it
will take in the case.

A citation in the Neely case, signed by Judge
“Wallace, was filed in the Clerk’s Office of the
Tnited States District Cour: yesterday. The ci-
tation is to Henry L. Burnett, United States
District Attorney, and Willlam Henkel, 1 nited
States Marshal. It calls upon them to appear
before the Supreme Court of the United States
in Washington, on September 7 next, pursuant
1o a petition of appeal wherein Charles F. W.
Neely is the appellant and Marshal Henkel the
appellee, to show cause why the final order of
the Circuit Court the sald petition should not
be corrected and speedy justice should not be
done in that behalf.

FLOATING OFF SANDY HOOK WHEN RES-
CUED-ESCAPED FROM A BRITISH SHIP.

F. A. Emanilson was picked up In the Atlantic
Friday afternoon two miles off Sandy Hook by
the United States steam dredger Gedney. The
man had very little strength left when he was
hauled into a small boat and rowed to the
dredger. Stimulants and food soon restored him,
however, and he was able to tell why he was
swimming so far out in the ocean.

Thursday, he sald, he was drinking In South-st.,
this city, with some friends. There was a bewil-
dering number of drinks, and then a blank. On
Friday afternoon he awoke in a bunk of a steamer
far down the Bay and rushing toward the Hook.
Saflors near him told him he was bound for Ham-
burg, Germany, and that he was on the British
steamer Clara, He had every reason to stay in
America, and, besides, he could not afford to spend
the time away from home that a’ trip to Europe
and back would take. When there was no one
near him he stole on deck and jumped into the
ocean. with two miles of high waves between him
and Sandy Hook. No boat, he says, was lowered

om the Clara, nor any attempt made to save him
lf)l; those on board. It was two hours, he thinks,
that he was rolling around on the ocean swells
before the Gedney's small boat came up to him,
and then there was little fight left in him.

The dredger brought Emanilson into Perth Am-
boy Sunday night. He was put ashore and an outﬁs
of clothes was given him and some money to pay
his fare to Newport, where he said he had frlenfls.

At the British Consulate in_this city nothing was
known of Emanilson. The United States Shipping
Commissioner was also without knowledge of him.
1t was said among nhl})plng men, however, that it
was common practice for a captain when short of
a man to take one on hoard, have him sign papers
there and not send them to the authorities until
the next port should be reached.
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THE POOR IN LUDLOW STREET JAIL.

UNFORTUNATE PEOPLE IMPRISONED FOR SMALL

SEUMS THEY CANNOT PAY.

Warden Pickett of Ludlow Street Jall sald yes-
terday that the story concerning the poor who are
jailed there for small sums that they owe and are
unable to pay is substantially correct. He sald
that at the present time there are but four prison-
ers there for that offence. He sald it was the
custom among instalment houses on the East Side
to go among the Chinese, Polish Jews who do not
speak English and Itallans and get them to pur-
chase articles on the instalment plan. The col-
lector would call for a few weeks, and would then
skip a week or two, and when he did call the debt-
ors were unable to pay the entire sum due. The
instalment house would then go to a district court
and get a warrant for the man. If he was unable
to pay he was lodged in Ludlow Street Jail until

he did so.
\\garden Pickett sald that three years ago Assem-

blyman Chandier introduced a blll in the Legis-
jature which was to the effect that a person should
not be locked up for a bill of less than $50. The
bill passed both houses of the Legislature, but Gov-
ernor Black failed to sign it, and it did not become
a law. He said that such a bill should be intro-
duced again, and that it should pass, as it ~would
be a great relief for the poor, who are victims of
extortion, and also for the county, which has to
house and feed them.

STRIKEERS ASSAULT A WOMAN.

CIGARMAKERS SURROUND HER AND ONE KNOCKS
' HER DOWN.

About two hundred strikers of Hllson & Co.'s
cigar factory, First-ave., near Thirty-ninth-st.,
blocked the thoroughfare vesterday and sought to
prevent non-union men and women from taking
their places. Policeman Willlam S. Burns, of the
East Thirty-fifth-st. station, detailed at the fac-
tory, was busy keeping the strikers moving about,
when his attention was called to the cry of a woman.
She was Mrs. Mary Moncldio, of No. 315 East
Thirty-ninth-st., whose eighteen-year-old son,
Frank, on Friday shot Henry Goldstein, a striker,
in the right leg.

Both mother and son work In the clgar factory.
Goldstein annoyed Frank several times by calling
him a ‘“‘scab.” On Friday Goldstein stood in front of
his home, No. 305 East Thirty-ninth-st, when
Frank came along. ®

“There goes a scab,” he is sald to have shouted.

The next moment Frank drew his revolver and
fired three shots at Goldutein. Only one took ef-
fect. It struck him in the right leg. Frank was
arrested by Peliceman Burns, and is locked up to
awalt the result of Goldstein’s wound.

When Frank's mother came along yest=rday on
her way to work she was recognized by some of
the strikers. They shoved her about roughly, called
her a “‘scab’ and tore her clothes. She screamed, but
before Policeman Burns could rescue her, Louis
Kleinman, eighteen years old, of No. 98 Essex-st.,
struck her on the chest and knocked her off her
feet.

Burns caught Kleinman by the throat and made
him a prisoner. Mrs. Moncidlo appeared against
him in Yorkville court, and on her charge of as-
sault Magistrate Brann held him for further ex-

emination.
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FIRE VICTIMS LIVING IN TENTS.

CAMP MEETING ASSOCIATION HELPS ASBURY

PARK SUFFERERSE—OTHER AID.

Asbury, Park, Aug. 13 (Special).—Twelve of the
twenty families made homeless by the fire which
destroyed the Opera House block on Sunday are
now lving in tents provided for them free by the
Ocean Grove Camp Meeting Association. The as-
soclation officlals have also provided household
furniture for the unfortunate ones, and Vice-Presi-
dent Ballard has started a subscription for their
benefit. The guests of the Asbury Park hotels
have also started a rellef fund for the fire victims.
Several of the hotels will arrange benefits, and
the citizens have taken steps to give a performance
in the Coleman House Casino, the entire receipts
to be devoted to the sufferers.

MORE MEN AT WORK IN NAVY YARD.

SEVERAL BUILDINGS BEING ALTERED OR IM-

PROVED.

More than one hufdred additicnal men were put
to work at the Brooklyn Navy Yard yesterday.
They were needed In the reconstruction of several
buildings. It is probable that an additional hun-
dred men will be needed In the department of yards
and docks by September 1, as work is accumulating.

Work at the yard in the last six months has been
slack, and several hundred men have been laid off.
The one hundred men who have just been taken on
will be employed in reconstructing Building No. 8
into a storehouse and workshop and the completion
of Building No. 7. Court martial trials will be held
in this buflding.

Work on the removal of the old oil house, to
make room for the new equipment building, to be
known as Building No. 23, has begun. The work
will be done by the yard force, as the contractors
failed to put in bids within the appropriation of
$70,000 for the work.
