This it s, coupled with the fact that
the election here occurs in September, that gives
to the Maine election for Governor Its great
prominence in Presidential years. This it is
that causes the leaders of both parties to re-
gard this election, for the time being, of para-
mount importance.

If when the votes are counted on the night of
September 10 it is found that the mighty Re-
publican majority of 1896 has heen reduced the
Democratic press throughout the land will make
a great and joyous outcry.

The Republican party was founded in 1838,
and the lowest Democratic vote ever cast in
Maine prior to 1896 was thrown in that year
and totalled 43,628 votes, which were cast for
Buchanan. Yet the vote for Bryan in 1896 fell
G278 below those low figures, and no less than
21,047 below that of 1862 and 26,998 below that
nf lk'\.

On the other hand, the Republicans never pre-
viou threw as heavy a vote as they did in
1896, either in a State or a National election.
Their vote of 82,596 in 1806 exceeded that of 1892
by 14,896 and that of 1888 by 3,145. Thus it will
be seen that the Democrats in 1888 sustained
a heavy and unprecedented loss in their vote.
A small proportion of this loss unquestionably
went to the Republicans, and accounts for their
galn, but the vast majority of that loss was a
dead loss, for the voters stayed at home and did
not cast their votes.

The normal Republican plurality {in Maine is
not over 20,000. To reduce the phenomenal Re-
publican plurality of 1866 in Malne it will not
be necessary for the Democrats to attempt any
reduction in the Republican vote, great as that
was. All that they need bend their strength to
is to poll the full Democratic vote. With silver
given the go by, and the other issues placed
well in the background which In 1886 caused
them to stay away from the voting booths, it is
not unlikely that the Democrats will in 1800
be able to poll 2 vote approximating their nor-
mal one. Say that in 1800 the Republicans are
able to hold their vote up and cast the same
that they did in 1886, and at the same time the
Democrats whip in the recalcitrant members of
their party and bring them to the voting booths
on Election Day. If Democracy in 1900 gets out
in Maine the vote she did in 1802 the Republican
plurality would then be reduced to 27,199; if
Democracy polls her vote of 1888 that plunlits
would be further reduced to 21,2:

Then would come Democratic ha.ndsha.k?".
Democratic congratulations and Democratic pre-
dictions of success. Yet what would sych a
vote prove? Certainly not that the Republicans
had lost strength, but rather that the Demo-
erats in Maine had resumed that habit of voting
in 1900 which they abandoned in 1896.

I: would be well for Republicans elsewhere
to bear these facts in mind. They should not
allow themselves to be confused or disheart-
ened {f Mailne's Republican majority shows an
apparent diminution this year. It will not be
real. The phenomenal majority of 1886 should
pot be taken as a comparison. That of previous
elections is the only proper comparison, as the
plurality of 1806 was monstrous, {llogical and
absurd, and in all probability will never be re-
peated.
