When he
engaged his room the night before at 6 o'clock he
remarked that he did not feel well. Dr. Ogllvle. of
the J. Hood Wright Hospital, pronoun<*»d the death
as due to heart disease.

Aletter was found Inthe dead man's clothing* art-
dressed to him at No. 441 Ninth-aye. Mrs Anna
T. HUelns, who lives there, said yesterday that
Rau had lived there for nearly a year, and had
gone away on Tuesday of last week. With him.
she said, lived a young woman about twenty-four
years old, whom he represented to be his wife.
Mrs. Higglns said she believed his name was Harry
J. Martin, and that he was living under an as-
sumed name. When he left her house last we«k
he owed her, she aald, $60 for board and mom rent
for himself and his wife, and gave a check for $10,
signed "John H. Martin" and Indorsed by himself,
which proved to be a forgery. His wife had dis-
claimed all knowledge of the check, and had left
the bouse on hearing of it. Among Rau's effects
Mr*.Hlggins had found a number of letters writtenby him to his wife and signed "Harry." a diploma
from a medical college In the name of "Harry J.
Martin." and several envelopes tearing the printed

ORANGE AND PRINCETON MAY REPLACE

MONTCLAIR AND NEWTON TN

SECOND REGIMENT

Trenton, Aug. U (Special).— The Montclalr and
Newton companies of the 2d Regiment were dis-
handed to-day by general orders. Companies to
take their places will probably be recruited in
Orange and Princeton. The disbanded companies
failed to make the standard showing at the regi-
ment's recent encampment. The town of Plainfield
is anxious to put a company Into the regiment,
Orange has a good chance for a company because
of the Essex Armory, and Princeton now has trol-
ley connections with this city, where an armory
\u25a0will be built soon.

Orders were also Issued abolishing the National
Guard Ambulance Corps, with headquarters at Jer-
sey City. The reason assigned is that dependence
for this service In the future will be on the regi-
mental corps.

TWO COMPANIES DISBANDED.

In portions of Missouri and Kansas corn, more
especially the late planted, has been materially
Injured, and the crop has sustained damage in
Nebraska, lowa and Illinois, although in lowa the
bulk Is unharmed and well advanced toward ma-
turity, while in Illinois a large yield is still prom-
ised. The outlook in Indiana and Western Ohio
continues very promising, but in Central and
Southeastern Ohio and throughout the Middle At-
lantic States corn has sustained terlous injury as a
result of drouth and the intense heat. In the prin-
cipal States of the corn belt the reports indicate
that the bulk of the crop will be safe from frost
by September 1 to 10. and that the late crop will
be matured one to two wt-eks later,

Heavy rains In the principal spring wheat States
prevented the completion of the spring wheat har-
vest and caused injury to th* overripe standing
grain as well as to that in shock and stack.

Over portions of the central bel» cotton has im-
proved slightly, although rust and shedding are
generally reported, and the crop needs rain in por-
tions of Mississippi, while suffering from excessive
moisture and lack of cultivation in parts of Louis-
iana. In the Carolines. Georgia and Arkansas the
condition of cotton has deteriorated materially,
premature opening- being extensively reported from
the Carolina?. InNorthern Texas cotton has made
favorable progress, but elsewhere in that State it
needs dry weather and is making too rank growth.

Some picking has been done over the southeastern
portion of the cotton belt, and while cotton is open.
ing in Southwestern Texas, picking willnot be gen-
eral in that State for two or three weeks.

In the Middle Atlantic State*, including North
Carolina and Ohio and portions of Kentucky, to-
bacco ha? suffered much from drouth and heat, but
in the list mentioned State the general condition
of the crop is promising. Some cutting has been
done as far north as Maryland and Ohio.

The intense heat of the last week has not been
\u25a0favorable to apples in the central valleys and Mid-
dle Atlantic States, but an abundant crop is prom-
ised in New-York and New-England.

Very little ploughing for fall seeding has been
don» during the week.

MATERIAL INJURY DONE BY LAST WEEK S
lIKAT AND DROUTH.

Washington. Aug. 14.-The Weather Bureau's
weekly summary of crop conditions la as follows:

The week has b«en Intensely hot from the Mis-
souri Valley eastward to th© Atlantic Coast, tn-

dqdtng the South Atlnntic State*, with pructlcally
no rain over a large part of this area, although
heavy rains occurred over the Missouri. Upper

Mississippi and Red River of the North valleys

and lake region. The week was unseasonably coo)

ln the plateau and raclfic Coast regions, except

on the immediate Northern Coast, frosts occurring

on the Bth and »th In Nevada. In the West Gulf
States the temperature averaped below normal and
very heavy ratns fell, more thnn 18 Inches being re-
ported from Beevillo. Tex. Owinpr to the extreme
conditions of heat and dryness and excessive rains

ln certain districts, the week as a whole was un-
favorable to agricultural Interests ln the districts
east of the Rocky Mountains, but on the Pacific
Coast It was very favorable.

A FRANCHISE.

A petition to the Municipal Assembly has been
prepared for signature by the tenants of Walla bout
Market and citizens of Brooklyn asking that, body
to grant the application of the Kings County Re-
frigerating Company for a franchise to run their
refrigerants through the streets and public places
of the Borough of Brooklyn for the purpose of
supplying cold storage and cold air wherever re-
quired in the borough. The petition sets forth
that the company has erected, at an expense ap-
proximately $300,000. a plant ;n the Immediate vicin-
ity of Wallabout Market, and is prepared to fur-
nish the market with cold air for all purposes at a
reasonable price, and to extend its system through-
out the city.

The company seeks a. franchise, Riving it for a
period of twenty-five years the right to open andur.e the streets, parkways, public places, marketplaces and public buildings, and to lay and main-tain pipes and all appliances necessary, with, theright, on a fair revaluation, to a renewal thereoffor a period of twenty-five years additional. Pro-vision has been made that the Kings County Rq-
friKerntlnjjCompany shall pay to the city of New-York 2 per cent of Its gross income from all busi-ness derived from customers. The city wouldhave the right to buy the entire plant on the ter-
mination of the franchise.

TO PETITION CITY ASSEMBLY.

BLAZE IN TENEMENT HOUSE CAUSED BY
OVERTURNED OILSTOVE.

A fire started by the accidental overturning of
an ollstove on the third floor of the four story tene-
ment house at Clinton-Bt. and Hamilton-aye, yes-
terday morning put many lives in peril. Firemen
carried down on ladders a mother and her two
children and a young woman who lived on the
same floor. There were twelve families in the
building ar.d the cries of "Fire!" caused a panic
among the inmatej.

Most 'of ,<lu- occupants reached places of safety,
Mrs. 7^1.!.::. A:;.ierson, however, who lived with
her

~ltwo' daughters, Anna, two years old. and
Hannah, four years old, in the front apartment on
the top floor, sank into a chair and shrieked for
hdfv.- .en- Hook and Ladder Truck No. 51 and
EnsiwiMo\n2l arrived Mrs. Anderson had managed
to r£;iefc.cai©<tront window, and was screaming wild-
ly for help for herself and children. An extension
ladder was quickly run up and the firemen passed
the children and then their mother down the
ladder The children were not injured, but the
mother was slightly burned about the face and
head.

Soon afterward a young women was seen at a
rear window of the top floor waving her arms, Shewas Miss Millie O.Us, and was rescued uninjured
by means or an extension ladder.

A protest was mace by tire Chief Dale against
th» action of the police of the Hamllton-ave. sta-tion, who, he declared, had driven with the patrol
wagon over the hose playing on the fire. He alleged
that this was not. the first time the polj had
done a thin* of that sort. There was danger that
th, hose would be cut by the wheels, :nd the fire
fifi^llna capacity of the Department thereby serious-ly injured. The damage was estimated at, about
to.Cft).

GIRL FROTHS AT MOUTH AXD HARKS

The marriage of Gertrude J. Van Deinse. a
comely girlof sixteen, living in Flatbush. to John
J. McNamara. a young man also livingin Flatbush,
was yesterday annulled by Justice Lambert, in the
Supreme Court, on the ground that Mrs. McNa-
mara was induced to consent to the marriage

In the belief
that these representations were true, as she says,
she married aim on May 23 at Greenville, N. J.,
in order to prevent his arrest and to save herself
from being: turned out of the house. Her fears
were grounaiess, and they never lived together
after the ceremony.

The- marriage, it appears, was the outcome of an
escapade by tne two girls, who were dissatisfied
with their home life and decided to run away.
They went to Jersey City ami then to Greenville,

where Nellie, it is alleged, frightened Gertrude Into
a marriage with McNamara. On the day after
the marriage Gertrude was found by her parents
and taken home. .Mr. and Mrs. Van Delnse testi-
fied that they had made no threats to turn their
daughter away from home or to disgraca her Ifshe
did not marry McNamara.

MARRIAGE OF M'XAMARAS AXXTJLLED.

ADMITS MUCH WATER ON ISLAND GOES TO

WASTE— ANOTHER CONDUIT WEEDED.

Robert \'nn Buren. the chief engineer Of the-
Brooklyn water supply, yesterday issued a public

statement declaring that the Department was using

nil the facilities at Its command to brjnu a proper
amount of water into this borough, and denying a
number of allegations that had been made in sev-
eral papers. His explanation covered two parts of
the Brooklyn mater system, that east of MHtburn
and the streams, wells and reservoirs west of Mill-
burn.
It had been alleged that the Department was not

uelng all of the water from the streams and wells
east of Mlilburn, and that much water was going

to waste. Mr. Van Buren admits this, but explains
that all the water from this source Is used that
can be carried through the only conduit that now
run* to Mtllburn. This conduit carries only 40.000.-
000 gallons a day. For this reason sometimes all
of the pumping stations east of Mlilburn are shut
down, as enough water from the streams runs
dlrectlv Into the conduit to utilise Its capacity. As
the streams dry up in the summer the pumping
stations are started, one after another, but pump
only enough to make up the full 40,000,000 gallons
each day. Of course, these stations could pump a

vast amount of water if it could be carried to
Brooklyn.

As to the charges that the pumping stations on
the watershed west of Mlilburn were not run to
their full capacity, Mr. Van Buren admits that
also hut says that the critic must not confuse
pumping capacity with the amount of water that
can be drawn from the wells. As a measure of pro-
tection against any break there are extra pumps,
but If all of them should be used the wells would
soon g3 dry or furnish salt water after a time.

UNION DEMANDS THAT K. V. CONNETT A
CO. EMPLOY NO NON-UNION MEN.

Orange, Aug. 14—Th« United Hatters of
North America to-day began a strike against
Eugene V. Connett A Co., hat manufacturers. On
Thursday a committee representing the union called
on the Connett firm at its New-York eel and
made a formal request that the factory be made a
union one. The commutes gave the arm to under-
stand that unless this was done by last night a
strike would be ordered. The firm practically re-
fused to do as the committee asked, and took c»
notice of the ultimatum. President John A. Mot-
fitt of the Hatters' National Association and sev-
eral other members of the National body met with
the officers of the local association in the hatters'
headquarters here thU morning, and the strike was
ordered.

President Mofljtafterward expressed perfect con-
fidence that the hatters would win In the long run.
but admitted that the strike might last even
longer than that Just won over the B«rg company.

Superintendent Orrin L. Yeomans. of the Con-
nett factory. said he did not know that any strilt*
had been declared in the factory or that any men
had stopped work because of the orders alleged to
have been issued by the union. Everything ap-
peared to be running as usual.

The union officer* say that by to-morrow there
willnot be a union man at work inthe factory, an.l
that the Connetts will find considerable difficulty ta
getting competent men to take the places of the
men who will quit.
In trade union language union men are "fair."

while non-union men are "foul Some shopa are
•fair" or union, other* are "foul." or non-union,
while still others are "open." that is, they employ
both union and non-union men at union wa;*3.
The "open" anops are allowed to use the union
label. Foul" shops are not allowed by law to use
it. The Connett factory U "open." It Is ger.era!:>-
admitted that as the Berg factory is now operated
00 a union basis the union hatters will he in a
positon to put up an unusually strong fight against
the Connett firm. The latter is one of the largest
•oft hat factories In the country. Persons who
know the Connett firm say that it will likelymake
a fight before submitting to the demand to rsa£e
the factory union.

Work at F. Berg A Co.'s factory Is going on
smoothly, though a number of non-union Itallar.3
quit yesterday. Several of these men complained
at the Orange police station yesterday that the
Berg firm had refused to give them work now that
the strike was settled thua violating, they alleged.
th» agreement that the Bergs entered into with
them to give them steady employment for rw<>
years. President Moffitt said to-day about the
case:

"These Italians refused point blank to work with
the union men and voluntarily left the factory.
