One of the main points of Mr. Croker's talk
and that of ex-Senator Murphy was that Will-
fam Jennings Bryan will surely sweep the State |
of New-York. Mr. Croker therefore expressed
gratification on being told by some rural Demo-
crats that they thought the Republican party
was losing strength in their counties. On his
part, he said there was certainly a great re-
vuision of sent!ment in New-York City; that
Mr Bryan woull have a large majority there.

MecGuire, Syracuse, the chairman of the
Executive Committee of the Democratic State
Committee, who arrived to-night, said: “I have
nothing to add mnor nothing to subtract from
my statement of last week that I think Con-
troller Coler ought to be the candidate of the
Democratic party for Governor this fall. Be-
wvond that I care to say nothing more in view
of my positicn as chairman of the Executive
Committee of the Democratic party. Whoever
ts nominated, I shall do my very best to induce
the voters of the State to elect him as Gov-
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It is known that it is Mr. McGuire's ambition
t> make a success as the executive chief of the
Democratic party in this State, and that this is
the reason he spoke out in favor of Mr. Coler's
nomination, believing him to be the strongest
candidate that the Democratic party could
bring forward at this time. But if some other
mar i nominated for Governor he will work
just as hard for him, It i= sald, although prob-
ebly with not as much hope of putting him in
the Executive chalr at Albany.

FROM LORD ROBERTS.

KITCHENER AND METHUEN STILL IN HOT
PURSUIT OF GENERAL DE WET.

London, Aug. 14.—Lord Roberts reports to the
War Office, under date of Pretoria, August 13,
as follows:

Kitchener reports from Schoolplaats, eight
miles east of Ventersdorp, that De Wet blew up
three of his own wagons. Six British prisoners
who escaped from De Wet's camp state that
Mr. Steyn is confined in the camp under sur-
veillance; that De Wet was forced to abandon
his szmmunition and thirty horses; and they con-
firm the report that Methuen captured one of De
Wet's guns and shelled the main convoy effect-
ively. lan Hamilton telegraphs that he hopes to
be at Blaauwbank to-day with his main bedy.
Mahon’s mounted troops are pushing on to the
westward.

Another report from Lord Roberts, of the same
date, says:

Methuen and Kitchener, still following De Wet
and Steyn, yesterday reached Modderfontein, ten
miles east of Ventersdorp. Methuen is in touch
with De Wet's rear guard.

Smith-Dorien reports that the Shropshires re-
cently marched forty-three miles in thirty-two
hours, and the City of London Imperial Volun-
teers thirty miles in ten hours, hoping to pre-
vent De Wet from crossing the Krilgersdorp-
Potchefstroom Railway.

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KRUEGER'S REQUEST FOR ASYLUM.
WISHED TO SECUREs A REFUGE IN THE
AMERICAN CONSULATE AT LOU-
RENCO MARQUES.

London, Aug. 14 —President Kriiger at one
time made a formal application to the United
States to grant him a sanctuary in case the
necessity for it arese. This oceurred, according
to Secretary State Reitz of the Transvaal
Republie, the day Lord Roberts entered Pre-
toria. The detazils have been related to a rep-
resentative of The Associated Press by F. W.
Unger, who has just returned from the Trans-
vaal and who secured the information from Sec-
retary Reitz and others.

After quoting the Secretary as saying that
President Kriiger would never take to the moun-
tains, on account of his age, but would retreat
down the line, finally escaping to Portuguese
territory, Mr. Unger sald that the day the Brit-
ish entered Pretoria President Kriiger sent for
W. Staniey Hollis, the United States Consul at
Lourengo Marques, and Mr. Hollis was taken
to Machadodorp in a special President
Kriiger asked him if his Government would
grant him (President Kriiger) an asylum in the
Lourengo Marques Consulate until he (Mr.
Kriiger) made other arrangements for his de-
parture. President Krilger expressed fears con-
cerning his treatment by the Portuguese Gov-
and wished to guard against any pos-
sible British landing partles. Mr Hojlis asked
for time to consult with his Government, and
President Kriiger assured him he would receive

It {s stated that the right
of asylum, or sanctuary, does not exist as to Con-
sulates, but is purely a diplomatic immunity at a
legation or other quarters occupied by a Minister,

HE WILL START FOR WASHINGTON TO-DAY
—TO SPEAK IN CHICAGO TO G. A. R. MEN.

Canton, Ohio, Aug. 14—The plans of Presi-
{ dent McKinley were changed to-day in regard
to the trip to Washington. The party will start
to-morrow instead of Thursday. They will
travel in 2 special car attached to the regular
train, leaving Canton at 1:353 o'clock. The
change Is not prompted by any special tyrn of
affairs nor by any special business requiring
the President's presence in Washington, but by
a desire to be in the capital for the considera-
tion of some business that can be more con-
venlently disposed of there than here.

Chicago, Aug. 14 —President McKinley will
arrive here on Saturday, August 25, and re-
main until the following Thursday.

The flange of the
forward wheel of the pony truck (the truck under
the front of the engine) must hold or the engine
will jump the track. Let a piece of that flange
break and on the next revolution, or, in any event,
| on the next curve, that engine must inevitably
hop the rail, for the power to hold it there is gone.
If an engine running sixty miles an hour goes off
the rail with a heavy train behind it, heaven help
the train's crew and the train's passengers. fo
that wreck will be a fearful and a memorable one.”
