NEW FIRST CLASS BATTLESHIP SOON TO BE

ADDED TO THE NAVY

Washington. Ausr. 15.
—

Another first class bat-
tleship is about to be added to the United States
Navy. It is the Wisconsin, building at the
Union Iron Works, San Francisco. This vessel
is a sister ship of the Illinois and the Alabama.
She has a displacement of 11.525 tons, and in-
dicated horse power of 10,000. and carries a
main battery of eighteen guns. A letter was
received at th*» Navy Department to-day from
her builders saying that progress was being
made in her construction and expressing the
belief that she will be ready for her official
speed trial, if nothing unforeseen occurs, by
September 15

THE DELAWARE SITUATION.— regular
Republican State Convention of Delaware will be
held on August 21, and it Is likely that the regulars

The Union Republicans at first fixed upon August
23 as the earliest practicable time for holding their
convention, but the regulars found that it would
be possible to get voting tooks ready by August
21, and accordingly made the call for their conven-
tion two days ahead of their rivals. The Union Re-
publicans then saw that they would be placed in
the embarrassing predicament of having to accept

the nominees of the regulars, or of naming a sepa-
rate ticket and shouldering the responsibility for
cauHing the split.. In order to escape these dif-
ficulties, the Lilian Republicans changed the date
of their State Convention to August 6, held "make-
believe" primaries in Newcastle County on August
4. and selected certain persona from Newcastle
County who hnd no legal standing to represent
their faction at the "snap" State Convention on
August 6. It is the intention of the Unionists to
hold on August 23. the original date. .I!.other State
Convention, which willconfirm or re-elect the per-
sons named at the "snap" convention. The reg-
ulars will,it is said. Ignore the "snap" convention
an'l its .-elections, and choose a ticket of their own.
Addlcks and his party will then have two coursesopen. He may name a ticket of h'« own. and split
the party, or he may indorse the regular nominees.
If he indorses the ticket, and if his followers vote
for it. the Republicans will win, and the victory
will be in the hands of the regulars. Ifhe places
his ticket in the eld he will wreck the party again
and give to the Democrats an easy triumph.

Dewey -sras heipj«»ss in the face of the action of
God. He cou'i: not really look with favor or with
anything but r»cret on his suppression by General
Merrltt. and b»ing cut off from communication
with Aguinald". Dewey's turn for power in colo-
nial affairs is coming. Ibelieve. Imust not tell
you what he said to me. but Ibelieve he hopes for
a complete reconciliation and an adjustment that
will r>-aHy satisfy the Filipinos.

ATTACK ON MANILA PLANKED.
Another letter is from Apolinario Mabini, and ad-

dressed to Ag-uinaJdo. It is without date, and re-
lates almost wholly to suggestions regarding an at-

tack upon Manila. The letter was written evi-
dently after the Filipino forces had been driven
fca^k by the Americans. The writer says that he
thinks it would be tw-st for Aguinaldo to question
all people comlr.g from Manila in regard to the
post of American* and from this information dis-
cover the best m*ans of entering the city. It was
evident that the writer expected to have assi.nance
from inelde of Manila, for he nays:

Those, cf the Sandatahan of Manila should not
move until no force is left in any of the suburbs,
herau^ then they would dis without bting able to
defend themselves and oould not aid those armed
with rifi-s. Ifthey do not aid them, it will be diffi-
cult to take Manila.

A letter <lated Paris. Jun<« 23, 1S», from Felipe
Agoncillo to G. Apaciblee and I. Santos, at Hong-
Kcr.g, says that b!1 Europeans fee! a superiority

to the yellow races, and for that reason there can
be no autonomy between the United States and the
Filipinos. He aiso says that the political tactics of
Filipinos was to prolong the war. avoid armed In-
tervention, and, third, to "foment the actions of
the D<:iß&cratic party in the United States, which
advocates our Independence."

He did not think the time had come to forward
diplomati"? not^s to the Chancelleries, because It
would cause a uniiication of feeling in the United
Etates. and the Democratic and Republican parties

\u25a0would unite, making Filipinotriumph doubtful. He
suggested that circulars should be sent to all •om-
rair.ders charging them to treat with respect the
persons and property of all foreigners not Yankees.

A letter dated Hong-Kong. January 12, lESO. from
G. Apacible to Mabini stares that the Japanese

GoverTimem has refused to permit an expedition for
f*ar of Americans.

An extract from a newspaper contains a dispatch

dated ... December 25, 1&&&. Itre-
ttrr* to runiors of th^ capture of the mother and
•On of Agulnaldo, which, it states, were untrue.

The following are «ome <-rtra<^ts from the articles:

The retreat of our honorable President was not
*o disastrous as was tat ttrst supposed, but it was
only ihe elocution of his plans, and these be car-
ried out only after having made a considerable
cumber of Yanket-s bite the dust. His plan was t^
force th«? enemy to extend ovt-r a larpe territory
n-r.d so offer themselves as an ea;y target to our
attack and to the disadvantages caused by th*'
ciimatf. while b*-. hidden in the mountains. w.<ul<l
ett-ack them when, how and where it waa most
•mtabie for him. with in* advantage that he
never had a fixed point in which he could he at-
tacked, and which advantagei3a one.

It also appears by this letter that the conduct of
Admiral -wey was not saisfactory. because he
wciijd not allow the free navigation of the ships
m the Filipino Government.

*TTOlng to see General Otis to secure the return of
certain launches.

A letter dated February 1. 1899. from WanlWl.
refer* to negotiations between the Filipinos and
Spaniards in Zamboanga. .

A letter dated Hong-Kong, November 6, IS9S.
written by G. Apacible to Agulnaldo, discusses the
purchase of arms in Chinese and Japanese ports.
He refers to the negotiations in Paris, and is
anxious to know the result, "In order to change the
ground of our policy." :

There is also a paper with MOBS in the hand-
writingof Paterno and Buencamlno and addressed
to Apa.-ib>. Agonclllo and Ponce The date is
San Jos4. Xuevaecija, May 27. 1899. Itrefers to the
many reverses of the Filipino army and the diffi-
culties which Itencountered, and contains the fol-
lowing paragraph:

the rainy season. With regard to the rest we are
at a complete standstill, and In Manila there Is a
commission from us proceeding to arrange with
the Americans a suspension of hostilities In order
that .»••> may be able to reorganize ourselves some-
what und restock our small arsenals with ammuni-
tion.
