Mr Moore spoke of his acquaintance with Mr.
Moody, extending over thirty vears. and of his
close friendship for two-thirde of that time. He
id that the life of his friend could be summed
up in a single word, “Victory.” He never suf-
fered defeat. The of his eventful life was
rapidly sketched, and the story of the founding of
the schools told in a pleasing manner. Mr. Moore
believes, as do many who have studled Mr.
Moody’s life closely, that his greatest work was
not in drawing the multitudes in his evangelistic
work, but in starting the four schools—thres here
and one in Chicago. Testimonies from graduates
and students who have enjoyed the advantages of
the seminary were repeated, as they had come to
him at a Round Top service in June, when the
four hundred students and their friends gathered
about the grave of the man who had made an edu-
cetion possible for them. But it was not the knowl-
edge of books and mental discipline that they had
gained: many of them had found Christ here, and
others had received impulses which had taken
them out of their selfish lives and sent them forth
to give themselves for others. Not only have the
lives of the students themselves heen changd by
their Northfield training, but the homes fror;\
which they come in not a few instances have also
been changed by the divine power working through
the girls as they to bless those dear to
them

Moore said that similar restimonies could
be borne to the influence of Mount Hermon and the
other schools. He then told *wo or three finel-
dents showing Mr. Moody's implicit faith in God
Major Whittle once said of him: “Moody lives so
near to God that God gives him everything he
asks for? A vear ago he needed 310,000 to meet
the bills of the scheol vear. He asked Mr. Moore
to join him in praver that the money might come.
Two or three days later Mr Moody was driving a
friend about Northficld. but he did not mention
the debt. As they neared the end of the drive the
friend sald that a lttle estate had been settled,

which came to $10000, and that this sum was to
be handed over to him for his school work at
once,”

DR. WESTON PRAYED.
Dr. Weston was called upon to pray, and he

thanked the Lord for the life »* the man in whose
memory they had met: for his vouth, which had
been kept pure and upright; for his conversion, and
for those of the multitudes who had been brought
to Christ by his influence;: for the workers that he

had sent out into the harvest field; for the schools
which he had established, for his triumphant
death, and for all the memories that clustered

about this place. He then praved with deep emo-
tion for God's blessing “on her from whom Thou
hast taken the companion and lover of her youth
and her life.” He remembered the children and
grandchildren, and asked that each of them might
be fitted for all the tasks before them.

Dr. Scofleld spoke as the pastor of Mr. Moody,
who was an ideal parishioner. He had feared,
when invited to come to the pastorate of the
Northfield Church, that he would be the nominal
pastor, and that Mr. Moody would be the real
pastor. But he was willing to be under the direc-

tion of Mr. Moody to that extent, if necessary, but {

he was mistaken: the man who in the heat of a
city campaign was compelled to give orders to

ministers and others in his own church stood like |

a rock by his pastor. He was a loyal and firm
friend. If he ever had anything to say to his
pastor, he =aid it to him, not to some one else, to
become a rumor in the parish. He knew how to
glve encouragement, also. Nor 4id he withhold
counsel. He was vigilant concerning the interests
of the parish, and be helped his pastor in his work.

NEWS OF HIS DEATH

When the news of Mr. Moody's death reached

His merriment was constant and contagious. At
the Murray Hill Hotel in New-York, last fall. the
day we sailed for home, Mr. Moody told us the
last story that I ever heard from his lips. A

man was converted at a Salvation Army meeting.
he said. an! the next day he began to look around

to see what he could do as a Christlan worker.
He got in a traln to go to another town, and he
felt that he must do something. Sitting in front

of him was a man looking very solemn and sour.
The Salvationist leaned over to him and said, kind-
l¥: “Sir, I hope you are a Christian?"’

“Sir.”" replied the sad looking man
professor in a theological seminary.”

“If T were vou."' continued the new convert with
a smile, “T wouldn't let that stand between me and
the Lord.” (Laughter).

What a saving grace humor it! And yet I never
saw him wound any one with his satire, and he
never aimed at being funny in his preaching.
None can ever charge him with having worked up
to a point to make his audience laugh

The seriousness of the business of preaching
was too real for him. Yet his addresses always
sparkled with humor. and as I have sat by his
side on the platform and watched the eager
crowds, | have wondered at the power with which
he touched the fountaln of tears and lit the tears
imumediately with some flash of humor.

Third—Common sense. 1 do not like the phrase,
vet really 1 know no better.

He had no
fads in his beliefs or practices. He had no obliquity

He seemed to have a most
remarkable genius for discovering men fitted for
special spheres of work and putting them in thelr
right places, I have seen him sitting in a chalr
looking at the floor, but while in that position he
had been looking clear through men.

He had the master passion
of all passions, that of being able quietly to hold
in check all his feelings untll the moment when
some person or community dear to his hesrt, be-
cause dear to the heart of God. was attacked
Seventh—Breadth. Nothing about him was more
delightful than his broad sympathies. He had his
own theological and ecclesiastical convictions, but
he never allowed them to press him into a narrow
groove of self-satisfled contempt for those who
Perhaps it will never be known,
the extent to which he suffered through his devo-
tion to men from whom he differed. That breadth
was rewarded by the confidence of all sorts and

Eighth—Modesty. This I have written last not
because it was least, but because its statement
last 1s important. He would sit at the feet of the
youn=wesi of us, If we were speaking of his Lord
and Master. A man of so varied parts, many will
in.agine, must have been 11 canger of pride, vet as
a matter of fact no more simple minded soul did
T ever meet.

What is the explanation of the force and light
of the life now passed beyvond our view?

The Rev. N. Fay Smith, a Bible teacher at the .

Hermon School, read selections from the
Epistle of Thessalonians, and commented on them.
He showed the motive, manner of life, method of
work and preaching and the rewards of the Apos-
tle Paul. Mr. Smith left school when fifteen years
old, worked for ten years in a factory, and then
went to the Moody Bible Institute, in Chicago. He
lives in East Northfield, and in the absence of Dr.
Scofleld he is frequently invited to occupy the
pulpit, which he does acceptably. The Bible
reading was followed with the hymn, *“Who
Are These?' Anna Shipton’s words set to music by
Mr. Stebbins.

Mr. Meyer gave another one of his searching ad-
dresses this morning, basing it upon John xx, 21:
“And when He had said this, He breathed on them
and saith unto them, ‘Recelve ye the Holy Ghost.'

Mr. Moody announced that there would be a post
conference again this year, beginning next Tues-
day and continuing for two weeks. The first week
Dr. Weston will speak every day, and Dr. Torrey
the second week. Many people prefer these meet-
ings to the conference itself, they are not so in-
tense, and there is more time for resting and
driving. Special rates are also given at the North-
field Hotel after the rush is over. It would be dif-
ficult to select an American preacher who would
detain more of the Conference guests than Dr.
Weston. He has spoken three or four times here and
at Mount Hermon, and every time he has delighted
those who have heard him. His addresses and
Bible expositions are heartily appreclated. L.
Moody thought him to be one of the best exposi-
tors of Scrinture that he had ever heard.
