Newport, R. I, Aug. 18 (Special).—With mid-
August the soclal season here is reaching its height,
and from now until well juto September there will
be an almost continual round of indoor entertain-
ments and outdoor sports. Already social functions
have become so numerous that there are conflicts
of dates, and there has been much manceuvring,
not always successful, to prevent the larger events
from falling upon the same night or following too
closely one upon another. At the same time the
entertainments are much more elaborate in char-
acter than were those given during the early part
of the season, ard in the effort to present some-
thing novel for the pleasure of their guests many
©of the hostesses have already introduced or are
promising new and interesting features for the
dinner, the dance or the reception.

For this week there was a notable social function
for each evening after Monday.

The
contests will be for the Newport cups, the West-
chester Pole Club cups and a flat contest for spe-
clal cups, and the entries and drawings give prom-
ise of excellent sport.

At the Golf Club the mixed foursomes, the La-
dies’ Cup tournament, the weekly handicaps and
matches on other days will lead up the interest in
that sport to the open tournament, which will be-
gin August 28 and continue about a week. The
