QUARRELLING OVER THE BOOTY.—There is
great heat already developing in the ranks of the
North Carolina Democracy. Many of the victories
in the last campaign were for Gold Standard men
who aiso favor expansion. They now oppose wag-
inz the Presidential campaign on the issue of color,
on which the recent contest turned. Such influ-
ential newspapers as ““The Charlotte Observer,”

““The Raleigh Morning Post” and ““The Newborn
Journa!"’ declare that the white supremacy mat-
ter has been settled once for all, and must not be
reopened. The Bryan organs. like “The Raleigh
News and Observer,” retort that, as the constitu-
tiona! amendment taking away suffrage from 1llit-
erat. negroes does not go into effect until 1902, the
negro question is still “paramount.” Thus there
ere n North Carolina, at least, two paramount
{ssues—imperialism and the Red Shirt.

WELLINGTON'S RANCOR.—Senator George L.
Wellington, of Maryland, will probably deliver an
address in Baltimore in October, under the auspices
of the Anti-ITmperialistic League of America. Al-
though he wili severely denounce President Mc-
Kiniey and his Adminisiration, it is not expected
that he will come out squarely in advocacy of Mr.

SEPTEMBER ELECTIONS IN MAINE.—On Sep-
tember 10 Maine will elect a Governor and Legislat-
wre. In 189 the State gave a majority of 4826
for Llewellyn Powers, the Republican candidate for
Governor. Thne normal Republican plurality in
Maine is not more than 20,000, and the enormous
majority four years ago was-due to the fact that
thousande of Democrats voted the Republican
State ticket. Ordinarily the Democratic vote is
between 55,000 and 80,000, but in 1896 it fell to 34,3%0.
The Republican managers wiil be satisfied if the
majority in Maine does not fall below 20,000 this
vear. In 1884 the Republican plurality in the Sep-
tember election was 19,815, and In the following
November Mr. Cleveland was elected President.
In 1388 the mejority was 1£,103, and Mr. Harrison
defeated President Cleveland, who was a candidate
for re-election. In 1892=the Republican majority in
Maine was reduced to 12,503, and Mr. Cleveland was
ejected for a second term. In 1896 the majority in
the September election in Maine was 45246, and
that yvear McKinley received an overwhelming ma-

ority of the electoral votes. Maine returned a

emocratic majority in the State election of 1880,
but Garfield was elected in the Presidential contest
of that vear. On the whole, while Maine elections
are usually interesting, it cannot be sald that the
resulis have proved an infallible guide to public
sentiment throughout the country.
