PREFERRED A “PUFFIN' BILLY.”
WHY THE CREW LEFT A “WINDJAMMER" BE-
FORE SHE DOCKED.

The gallors’ boarding house keepers of this port
have made one attempt to violate the new law
which prohibits their boarding vessels In the stream
for the purpose of taking off sailors. As a result
three of them are in hiding to escape warrants
which Clark H. Abbott, of the Seamen's Branch of
the Free Legal Aid Society, desires to swear out
against them. The other boarding house masters
have signified their intention of waliting till the
vessels dock before sollciting sallors. L

Several runners went down to the Lower Bay
early in the week and boarded the British ship
Eden Ballymore. The captain was on shore, and
returned to find every member of his crew missing.
The officers had to dock the ship with the assist-
ance of tughoat men. By free use of whiskey and
the promise of a good time on shore, with plenty
of money to spend, the runners had persuaded
every man of the crew to depart. The fact that
they had shipped for thirty-two months and had
hardly served out their advance money did not
prevent the men from taking French leave,

The good time on shore did not materialize after
the men were actually in the hands of the runners,
nor did the steamer job which was promised them.
Two of the men found their way to the office of the
Legal Aid Boclety, at No. 3 State-st. They were
“Jimmie’” Turner, sixteen years old, and Thomas
France, thirty vears old. hey wanted thelr bags
rescued from the clutches of the boarding house
mc-r‘lvtlmd ls!OZivernl lfanr‘lm‘l wrongs put to rights.
